WE deeply regret to KaYe to record tKat tKe Most Illus-

trious BrotKer -oKn YarNer, 33�, 90�, 97�, SoYereign Grand
Master General of tKe Antient and PrimitiYe Rite of Masonry
in and for Great Britain and Ireland, Honorary Member of
tKe SoYereign Sanctuaries in and for tKe German Empire,
France, Spain, America, Cuba, etc., died on MarcK 20, 1913,
EV. at MancKester. Regm'escaz‘ m Pace!

We are obliged to tKe UniYersal !??/8877405074 for tKe
following Memorial Article:

In tKe deatK of BrotKer -oKn YarNer, of Didsbury, MancKester, England,
wKom tKe Great ArcKitect of tKe UniYerse called from labour in MarcK last,
Masonry Kas lost Ker greatest liYing autKority on KigK grades, of all of wKicK
BrotKer YarNer was a Past Master, an ardent deYotee, and on wKicK Ke was
a Yoluminous writer. We Kad tKe Konour of BrotKer YarNer¶s acTuaintance
nearly tKree decades ago, Ke KaYing been a contributor to tKe ScottzlsN Free-
mason wKen we edited tKat. journal. TKe following leading eYents in BrotKer
YarNer¶s Masonic career we Tuote from tKe Co-Mason, of London, England:

It was in MancKester tKat BrotKer YarNer entered on Kis Masonic career
and tooN up tKose studies wKicK were to maNe Kim famous tKrougKout tKe world
in Kis after-life. He was initiated at tKe age of 21 in tKe Lodge of Integrity,
No. 189, MancKester, on tKe 25tK day of October, 1854, and after an interYal of
tKree montKs was duly Passed and Raised. TKe year after saw Kim occupying
tKe Senior Warden¶s CKair of tKe Lodge of Fidelity, No. 6231‘, and in 1857 Ke
was elected Master of tKis Lodge. He still retained Kis membersKip of Kis
MotKer Lodge and serYed as Secretary in 18 56; otKer of¿ces were offered, but
Ke resigned in 1862. He entered MarN Masonry at Mottram in 1855, and tooN
also tKe ArN and LinN degrees, and became tKe ¿rst WorsKipful Master of tKe
Fidelity Lodge of MarN Masters, No. 31.

In 1856 Ke was e[alted to tKe degree of a Royal ArcK Mason in tKe Industry
CKapter, No. 466�, and became P.=. of tKe CKapter of Fidelity in 1858, and
occupied tKe same of¿ce in tKe Industry CKapter for two years: 1861, 1862.

WKen Ke was 23 years of age Ke was installed a KnigKt Templar in tKe

-erusalem ConclaYe on tKe 11tK of -uly, 1856.
In 1861 Ke was elected Commander of tKe LoYe and FriendsKip Precep-

tory, StocNport, and in 1863, succeeding BrotKer William Romaine Callendar,
M.P., D.L., Ke became tKe Commander of tKe -erusalem ConclaYe. FurtKer
Konours fell to Kis sKare, and Ke was elected Grand Vice-CKancellor of tKe
ProYince under BrotKer William Courtenay Cruttenden, P.G.C., and in 1864
was appointed Grand Constable of England. In tKe same year Ke was called
abroad on commercial business and traYelled e[tensiYely in America, tKe West
Indies and Cuba. Before Ke left England Ke reYiYed tKe old YorN degrees of
Heredom-KadosK, formerly worNed under tKe DuNe of Susse[, being Kelped in
tKis important worN by old members wKo Kad been admitted in 1823 and 1833.
In 1869 Ke was admitted into L¶Ordre du Temple, tKe continuation of tKe
KnigKts Templars in Paris. TKis body claims an uninterrupted succession of
Grand Masters from tKe time of -acTues de Molay, wKo, it is said, inYested as
Grand Master Marc Larmenius in 1307, wKen tKe Order was ¿rst impugned,
before Ke Kimself perisKed at tKe staNe. Later, Admiral Sir Sidney SmitK, and
seYeral scions of tKe FrencK Royal Family, were Grand Masters.

It was a time of mucK actiYity, a Masonic Renaissance, in wKicK tKe Very
Illustrious BrotKer -oKn YarNer played an important r|le, and many otKer old
Rites were rescued from tKe obliYion into wKicK tKey Kad fallen—sucK were tKe
Rite of Mizraim, tKe degree of ArN Mariners, tKe Red Cross of Constantine,
Babylon, Palestine, PKilippi, etc., and, tKe most notable of all, tKe Ancient and
PrimitiYe Rite wKicK was establisKed by Kim in MancKester in 1871.

Very properly, tKerefore, we ¿nd tKat in 1870 tKe Royal Grand Council of
Ancient Rites appointed Kim Royal Grand Superintendent of LancasKire of
tKese and otKer old Orders. For Kis Masonic scKolarsKip and literary worN, Ke
was elected a member of tKe Masonic ArcKaeological Institute at its establisK-
ment in 1862. TKe same year Ke was created a SoYereign Prince Rose Croi[ of
tKe Palatine CKapter of tKe A. and A. Rite by BrotKer Cruttenden, M.W., but
as tKeir claims conÀicted witK tKe old Templar grades Ke ceased attending.
It would be impossible to enumerate all tKe of¿ces Ke Keld and all tKe Konours
tKat were bestowed upon Kim; Kere, KoweYer, is a sKort list of tKe more
important:

Royal Grand Commander of tKe Rose Croi[ and KadosK, 1868 to 1874.
ScottisK Rite of 33� (and receiYed certi¿cate dating from 1811), -anuary

27tK, 1871.

Encampment, MancKester ”--—tKe ProYincial Grand ConclaYe appreciated tKis
worN and complimented tKe autKor. Two years later saw an interesting worN
from Kis pen, Notes on Μİ Scienti¿c and Religious Mysteries of AntiTuity;
Μİ Gnosis and Secret Sclzools of Μİ Middle Ages, Modern Rosicracianism;

TKe data for tKis booN
tooN years to collect, and tKe result is monumental—an immense array of facts,
systematically arranged, wKicK form a Yaluable reference booN. In it Ke
traces tKe sources of tKe teacKing of tKe pKilosopKy and rites of tKe Craft, rigKt
bacN into tKe nigKt of time—before tKe Aryan ciYilization. TKe mystery
tradition was tKe sole surYiYor in tKe West, and in tKe OperatiYe Guilds a
genuine mystery tradition was preserYed and Kanded down to modern times.

ALTHOUGH tKe SoYereign Grand Master General departed
tKis life on MarcK 20, 1913, no of¿cial notice of tKe fact was
sent out by tKe senior actiYe of¿cer, tKe Grand CKancellor
General; but a few days after Ke Kad receiYed tKe summons
issued in default of sucK action by tKe Acting SoYereign
Grand Master General, Ke sent anotKer summons coucKed in
similar terms, calling a special ConYocation at MancKester fer
4 p.m., -une 28, 1913. TKis was illegal for two reasons : First,
because Article XI of tKe Constitution proYides tKat twenty
days¶ notice must be giYen ; secondly, because by Article II tKe
Grand Administrator General or Kis substitute Kad not ful¿lled
tKe conditions tKere imposed upon Kim, and because notices
were not issued to all tKe Prince PatriarcK Grand ConserYators
of tKe Rite. BrotKer Crowley, KoweYer, attended in order to
protest against tKe illegalities. He furtKer found a person
claiming admission wKose status Ke Nnew to be doubtful.

TKe proceedings tKerefore began and ended witK tKe
following SpeecK:

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THE EQUINOX

certain tKat no inadYertence Kas been committed.

I pass oYer tKerefore tKe breacK of Article II and Article
XI, wKicK render tKis ConYocation powerless to proceed to tKe
business for wKicK it purports to KaYe been summoned, and I
asN at wKose instigation tKese illegalities KaYe been committed?

TKere is not one of you wKo is ignorant of tKe answer.
TKe age and in¿rmity of our lamented Grand HieropKant
allowed Kim to yield to improper persuasion, to be deceiYed
by an intrigue no wilier tKan tKose Ke Kad so often defeated
in Kis prime, and to rela[ tKe strict rules of our Constitution.

EYen to tKis e[alted Sanctuary tKere Kas been admitted,
in Àagrant Yiolation of Article VI of our Constitution, a man
wKo is not and neYer was a member of a lodge in good
standingworNing under a Grand Lodge of Free and Accepted
Masons. TKe Sanctuary must be purged.

But it is not for tKis tKat I KaYe left my Yery pleasant
encampment in tKe Valley of Paris. Were tKe man of wKom
I speaN a man free and of good report, I sKould perKaps KaYe
Keld my peace. I am not Kere to sticNle eYen for tKe funda-
mentals of our Rite. But Ke is not eYen a free man, but tKe
Kired tool of a woman. Do you wonder if I protest tKat a
woman——and women are e[cluded eYen from symbolic
Masonry—sKould seeN tKe usurpation of our SoYereignty?
And yet tKis alone would not KaYe induced me to e[cKange
tKe amenities of my encampment in tKe Valley of Paris for tKe
sterner and gloomier grandeurs of tKe Valley of MancKester.

WKo is tKe woman of wKom I speaN? WKat are Ker
antecedents? Is it a BlaYatsNy or a -oan of Arc tKat seeNs to
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don tKe armour of a KnigKt? If it were so, perKaps it migKt
be Kard to say Ker nay. But it is none of tKese. TKis
woman—pollution to tKat pure word l—comes to us from tKe
nauseous fraud by wKicK sKe made Kerself tKe real if not tKe
nominal mistress of tKe TS, tKe fraud wKicK did not sKrinN
from profaning tKe deatK-bed of tKat master-fool of tKe
moYement, wKo was at least unTuestionably Konest.

-esus ” is being taNen too seriously wKen a senile se[-maniac
liNe Leadbeater proclaims Kis catamites as Corning CKrists.

It is tKis, Very Illustrious P.P. Grand ConserYators of our
sublime Rite, wKicK brings me Kere to-day. TKis is tKe Kand
wKicK moYes tKe wooden-Keaded pawn Wedgwood, Kardly a
man, certainly no Mason, and of wKat freedom and good
report Kis present intrigue is tKe best eYidence.

TKis is wKy our Masonic Polonius Kas been interred
Kugger—mugger !

TKis is tKe secret object of tKe attempt to Kold tKe election
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of S.G.M.G. witKout due notice, to drag our Koly Rite into
tKe mire, to cKain it to tKe cKariot wKeels of a KrisKnamurti,
to maNe us pandars to tKe antiTue and impotent uncleanness
of a senile sodomite.

I. -. NARAYANIAH, tKe plaintiff aboYe, is a GoYernment
Pensioner liYing at 118 Big Street, Triplicane, Madras.

His address or serYice of all notices and processes,
tKrougK Kis VaNil at Madras, care of Mr. P. N. Anantana
CKariar, B.A., BL., HigK Court VaNil, CKingleput.

2. Mrs. Annie Besant is tKe President of tKe TKeo-
sopKical Society and Kas Ker permanent place of residence
at Adyar, near Madras, at tKe Head-Tuarters of tKe said
Society.

3. TKe plaintiff, wKo Kad been a member of tKe TKeo-
sopKical Society prior to Kis retirement, was, at tKe beginning
of 1909, inYited by tKe defendant to taNe up Kis residence
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at Adyar and do tKe worN of Assistant Correspondence
Secretary of tKe Esoteric Section. TKe plaintiff Kad at tKe
time Yery great respect and Yeneration for tKe defendant,
wKom Ke regarded as Kis spiritual preceptress and wKom
Ke credited witK more tKan Kuman attributes, and Ke agreed
to serYe Ker as tKe Assistant Correspondence Secretary witK—
out receiYing from Ker any remuneration wKateYer. TKe
plaintiff accordingly tooN up Kis abode at Adyar along
witK Kis second and tKird sons, -. KrisKnamurti and -.
Nityananda, wKo are respectiYely aged 17 and 14. TKe
boys were receiYing tKeir education in tKe PenatKoor
Subramanyam HigK ScKool at Mylapore, Madras. But as
Mr. R. B. ClarNe and Mr. C. W. Leadbeater of tKe
TKeosopKical Society undertooN tKeir education, and as tKe
boys were not maNing mucK progress in tKeir studies,
tKe plaintiff stOpped tKem from scKool and put tKem under
tKeir cKarge at Adyar. In or about December 1909 tKe
defendant, wKo is freTuently on tour in connection witK Ker
tKeosopKical worN, returned to India and promised to Kelp
undertaNe tKe future education of tKe boys. Accordingly tKe
plaintiff stopped tKe boys from scKool altogetKer and Nept
tKem witK Kimself at Adyar.

4. About tKe beginning of 1910 tKe defendant reTuested
tKe plaintiff to giYe a letter constituting Ker tKe guardian
of tKe boys; and after some persuasion botK on tKe part
of tKe defendant and Sir S. Subramania Iyer, for wKom tKe
plaintiff Kad great respect, tKe plaintiff gaYe sucK letter,
especially as tKe defendant Kad assured tKe plaintiff tKat
tKe only reason for asNing tKe letter was tKat after tKe
plaintiffs lifetime Kis relations migKt giYe troublea to tKe
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defendant but for sucK a letter. TKe boys, KoweYer, continued
to liYe witK tKe plaintiff.

KrisKnamurti was being
led into imprOper Kabitsby C. W. Leadbeater, wKo Keld
a Yery KigK position in tKe TKeosopKical Society; and
on one occasion tKe plaintiff Kimself saw Leadbeater com-
mitting an unnatural offence witK tKe ¿rst minor. A few
days after, tKe plaintiff strongly remonstrated witK Mr.
Leadbeater, and made preparations for leaYing Adyar witK Kis
sons, but on tKe persuasion of Sir Subramania Iyer, tKe
Vice-President of tKe TKeosopKical Society, to stay on until
tKe return of tKe defendant, wKo was tKen on tour, and in
deference to tKe reTuest of tKe defendant by wire, tKe plaintiff
did not carry out Kis intentions. 'On Ker return, tKe plaintiff
complained to tKe defendant about tKe conduct of Leadbeater,
and sKe promised to Neep tKe boys away from Kim, and
immediately ordered tKe sKifting of tKeir batKrooms and
residential rooms from tKe down-floor to tKe ¿rst-Àoor;
and later on, wKen C. W. Leadbeater sKifted Kis own room
upstairs, tKe defendant arranged to taNe away tKe boys to
Benares, and assured tKe" plaintiff tKat tKey would KaYe
notKing to do witK Leadbeater. In Spite of tKis, tKey were
again being allowed to associate witK tKe said Leadbeater,
and it was about tKis time tKat Ke Keard from otKer TKeoso—
pKist friends tKat one Lu[man, a personal attendant, Kad
seen C. W. Leadbeater and @. KrisKnamurti in tKe defend-
ant¶s room'engaged in committing an unnatural offence.

On a furtKer remonstrance by tKe plaintiff, tKe defendant
promised to taNe tKe boys away to England, and accordingly
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sKe left India for England about tKe end of MarcK 1911 and
returned to India onlyin tKe beginning of October 191 I, during
wKicK time, so far as tKe plaintiff was aware, tKe boys were Nept
away from associating witK tKe said Mr. Leadbeater.

6. In or about NoYember 1911 tKe defendant told tKe
plaintiff tKat tKe boys were maNing rapid Spiritual progress
and were approacKing initiation by tKe Masters (a set of
superKuman gurus liYing on tKe eastern slopes of tKe
Himalayas) belieYed in by tKe TKeosopKists. SKe tKerefore
propOsed to Neep tKe boys WitK Mr. Leadbeater at ‘Ootaca-
mund preparatory to tKeir initiation. On tKe plaintiff¶s
objection tKe boys were not sent to Ootacamund. TKe
plaintiff met tKe defendant in Benares in December 1911
and insisted on an absolute separation of tKe boys from Mr.
Leadbeater. But for tKe ¿rst time, to tKe plaintiff¶s great
surprise, tKe defendant refused to adOpt any sucK course, and
alleged tKat tKe bOys and Leadbeater Kad liYed togetKer 'for
seYeral liYes past, and tKat Leadbeater was an ArKat or
Saint, “wKo is on tKe "Yerge of diYinity.” TKe plaintiff stated
tKat Ke could not accept any sucK position, and- tKat unless
tKe separation tooN place Ke would taNe action in tKe matter.

7. TKe plaintiff returned from Benares to Adyar, and tKere,
on or about -anuary 19, 1912, tKe defendant, in presence of
certain members of tKe TKeosopKical Society, sent for tKe
plaintiff and asNed Kim wKat Ke wanted to be done in respect
of tKe boys. TKe plaintiff only demanded tKat tKere sKould
be absolute separation from tKe said Leadbeater. SKe agreed
to tKis, and asNed tKe plaintiff wKetKer Ke Kad any objection
to tKe boys being taNen to England. TKe plaintiff assented,
as tKe defendant Kad alleged tKat sKe. would be returning to
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India in April or May. In spite of Ker undertaNing to Neep
tKe boys separated from Leadbeater, tKe plaintiff Kas reason to
belieYe tKat after reacKing England sKe tooN tKe boys to
Leadbeater in Italy and stayed witK Kim for some weeNs, tKus
breaNing Ker promises. TKe plaintiff submits tKat, KaYing
regard to tKe ¿ltKy and unnatural Kabits, cKaracter and ante-
cedents of tKe said Leadbeater, it is e[tremely undesirable
tKat tKe boys sKould be allowed to associate witK Kim, or tKat
Ke sKould be allowed to KaYe access to tKem.

8. TKe defendant started for England about February
1912, but before sKe started sKe endeaYoured to obtain eYidence
tKat Leadbeater was not guilty of tKe act complained of, and
Kad a statement from Ker attendant, Lu[man, recorded to
tKat effect, and sent a copy of tKe same to tKe plaintiff. TKe
plaintiff, on perusing tKis, wrote two letters to tKe defendant
on tKe 7tK and 15tK February 1912, pointing out tKat eYen
according to' tKe statement aforesaid it was clear tKat Mr.
Leadbeater was seen Kalf dressed in Ker room witK KrisKna—
murti. Before tKese letters reacKed tKe defendant sKe wrote
a letter to tKe plaintiff on February 7, 1912, from on board
steamer, in wKicK for tKe ¿rst time sKe set up tKat plaintiff
Kas been ill-treating and starYing Kis cKildren.B TKe plaintiff
submits tKat tKis is an impudent and malicious lie trumped
up by tKe defendant in Yiew to furtKer legal proceedings, as
would be seen from tKe fact tKat tKe plaintiff was all along
one of tKe trusted members of tKe TKeosopKical Society and
tKe Assistant Correspondence Secretary of tKe Esoteric Section
tKereof, and was paying for tKe mess of tKe boys wKereYer
tKey were until NoYember 1911. TKe defendant in tKat
letter also tKreatened tKat sKe would Neep tKe boys in

England until tKey attained tKeir majority. TKe defendant
also wanted tKe plaintiff to remoYe from Adyar, wKicK Ke Kas
accordingly done. TKe defendant Kas now returned to India,
and Kas purposely refrained from bringing tKe boys witK Ker
to India in order to Kamper tKe plaintiff in Kis efforts to
recoYer tKe boys.

9. TKe plaintiff states tKat all along tKe defendant Kas
been aware of tKe practices of Leadbeater, and tKat after sKe
reacKed England sKe tooN tKe boys again to Mr. Leadbeater
in Italy. TKe plaintiff submits tKat tKe conduct of tKe defen-
dant as aforesaid renders Ker totally un¿t to be in cKarge of
tKe boys. TKe plaintiff furtKer submits tKat tKe defendant
Kas been stating tKat tKe ¿rst boy, wKo is named Alcyone, is,
or is going to be, tKe Lord CKrist, and sometimes tKat Ke is
Lord Maitreya, and sKe Kas induced a number of persons to
belieYe in tKis tKeory, witK tKe result tKat tKe boy is dei¿ed,
and tKat a number of respectable persons prostrate before
Kim and sKow otKer signs of worsKip. It is also giYen out
tKat tKe elder boy Wrote a booN called Af tKe Fee! of tKe
Master, wKicK tKe plaintiff Kas reasons to belieYe to be a
compilation made by Leadbeater. In any case, tKe boy wKo
is not able to write a decent EnglisK letter is absolutely
incapable of producing sucK a worN. TKe plaintiff submits
tKat tKis course of conduct is calculated to warp tKe moral
nature of tKe boys and to maNe tKem moral degenerates.
TKe defendant, beyond putting forward diYine claims on
beKalf of tKe boys, Kas not been taNing proper care of tKeir
education. TKe ¿rst boy Kas not picNed up tKe rudiments of
tKe EnglisK language in spite of tKree years of alleged
tuition by EnglisK tutors. TKe plaintiff submits tKat Ke,

tKe circumstances aboYe detailed tKe defendant Kas proYed
Kerself totally un¿t to be in cKarge of tKe boys, and tKe
boys ougKt to be remoYed from Ker cKarge.

Permanent relief followed in tKe course of tKe
year.) He did not see any blacN woman, but a woman came
to Kim and asNed for alms, telling Ker sad story—wKicK was
tKat sKe Kad been a serYant wKo was now a fertilized free-
woman witK a young male cKild. He tooN tKis as a symbol
of BinaK in Ker form of Aima, tKe Rejoicing MotKer. FurtKer,
sKe was dressed in grey, tKe colour of CKoNmaK, wKicK Ke
tooN to imply tKat sKe was tKe rigKt Nind of MotKer, being
coYered by tKe FatKer.

TKere is no record of any importance in tKe diary until
tKe Vernal ETuino[, wKen tKe “Word of tKe ETuino[,”
wKicK is giYen out by tKe Masters to goYern tKe eYents of
tKe si[ montKs, was Perdumpo; and we ¿nd, in fact, tKat
during tKis si[ montKs were some of tKe most important
eYents of our Kistory, tKose wKicK ¿nisKed Perdurabo.

We KaYe seen Kow Ke tried to aYoid carrying out tKe instruc-
tions; Kow Ke tried to giYe up MagicN altogetKer; Kow Ke
tried to taNe up BuddKism ; Kow Ke tried any and eYery PatK
to escape tKe tasN laid upon Kim. He eYen attempted to
publisK ȗ૵” Legis and tKe 30tK and 29tK fEtKyrs wKicK
Ke Kad obtained in Me[ico, witK sceptical commentary. We
¿nd Kim driYen incK by incK into tKe PatK appointed by tKe
Masters. We KaYe seen Kim stripped Of all tKat Ke Kad and
of all tKat Ke was. We Nnow, too, tKat Ke made tKe obtaining
of SamadKi a condition of Kis taNing up tKe worN, on tKe
ground tKat no one witKout tKat e[perience could possibly
carry it out, and we KaYe seen tKis demand granted. We
KaYe seen Kim Kailed by tKe Adepts of tKe Great WKite
BrotKerKood in England, as not only one of tKemselYes, but
as tKeir Master, nay, as tKe Logos 01 tKe Awon. We KaYe seen
Kim refuse to admit it.

It was impossible,
and tKere was an end of tKe matter. '

HoweYer, Ke was obliged to go to Kis Kouse in Scotland
on business, and Ke arriYed tKere on -une I 5. Two days
later Ke was joined by two disciples. One of tKese was
interested in mountaineering, and Kad asNed Kim for a pair of
Kis sNi. SeYeral pairs were discoYered in tKe loft. Some
days later Ke determined to looN, for four large canYases, on
wKicK, nine years earlier, Ke Kad painted in tKeir proper
colours tKe Four WatcK Towers of tKe uniYerse giYen by
Dr. Dee. TKe Kouse was ransacNed by tKe tKree men and
by tKe serYants; no trace was discoYered, and tKe searcK
was abandoned.

HigKest! A little before midday I was impelled
mysteriously (tKougK e[Kausted by playing ¿Yes,
billiards, etc. till nearly si[ tKis morning), to maNe
a ¿nal searcK for Elemental Tablets. And 10!
wKen I Kad at last abandoned tKe searcK, I cast
mine eyes upon a Kole in tKe loft, wKere were sNi,
etc., and tKere, O Holy, Holy, Holy! were not
only all tKat I sougKt, but tKe manuscript of Liber
Legis/"

It was tKe last straw. For tKe ne[t two days Ke remained
in meditation, as in Kis preYious Samma Sati meditation
in Burma and CKina, wKere Kis marYellous escape from deatK
supplied tKe last factor in tKe eTuation, and brougKt Kim to
tKe understanding of wKo Ke was and wKat Kis worN. So
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tKis strange ¿nding robbed Kim of Kis last e[cuse for not
taNing up tKe worN. Here was tKe reason for tKe years spent
by Kim in climbing mountains. Because Ke Kad climbed
mountains Ke desired sNi ; because Ke Kad climbed mountains
Ke Kad gone to Cumberland in tKe winter preYious, and tKere
found tKe disciple K. M. W., wKose reTuest for tKe sNi Kad
brougKt Kim to tKe loft. Here, too, was tKe reason of Kis
life-tragedy, for witKout tKat Ke would not KaYe gone to
Cumberland at tKat time or gone to Kis Kouse in Scotland
tKat summer. TKere was no furtKer escape. He must taNe
up tKe terrible Karma, wKicK Ke Kad eYaded, in spite of tKe
tremendous pressure brougKt to bear upon Kim by tKe
Masters, for ¿Ye years. It is TKeir silent dealings witK Kim
wKicK ¿ll Volume O of tKe ETuino[.

BroNen at last, Ke went to tKe topmost point of tKe Kill
wKicK crowns Kis estate, at midnigKt, and tKere, as we read
in tKe diary, “1 once more solemnly renounced all tKat I
KaYe or am. On departing, instantly sKone tKe moon, two
days before Ker fullness, oYer tKe Kill among tKe clouds.” A
pencil note in tKe diary, written mucK later, underlines tKe
words “two days before Ker fullness,” and notes: “And I
attained two Tuarters of year later appro[imately.”

TKe traces of tKis decision are now apparent wKen, from
August 22 to 25, we ¿nd Kim at MaidenKead writing
ANa! In tKis poem Ke giYes a complete account of all
tKat Kad occurred to Kim.

It will be seen tKat tKese Yarious metKods of attainment
are all Karmonious. TKe MetKod of Meditation and tKat of
Abramelin are not superseded by tKe new onn, but made
subsidiary to it, and easier to employ in Yirtue of it.

It is indeed abundantly clear tKat tKese tKree patKs are one.
TKe best and greatest of tKe antinomies, tKat between

MagicN and Mysticism, is transcended in tKe MetKod of tKe
New onn.

But to return to tKe effect upon Fra. P. of tKe Finding of
tKe Lost BooN. TKere is no longer any Kesitation or
dissipation; as an Arrow from tKe Bow Ke Àies to tKe marN
of Kis KigK calling.

We now ¿nd Kim, tKerefore, attempting to carry out tKe
worN, and ¿nding it as dif¿cult to do so as Ke Kad preYiously
found it to aYoid doing so; yet doing so successfully, since
Ke was worNing in accordance witK tKe Will of tKe Masters,
and tKis Tamp/e of Solmzwz Me King was now intended to
lead up to tKe point wKicK it Kas at last attained.
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HoweYer, tKis account in ΤKe Tamp/e (3f Solomon tKe King

is too clumsy, too oYerloaded witK matter irreleYant to tKe
main purpose, to serYe as tKe booN referred to in Liber
Legis 111. 39. It will form a booN of reference for students,
but not a popular treatise. Frater Perdurabo was conscious
of tKis dif¿culty. A furtKer reYelation tKrougK anotKer
messenger was necessary before tKe matter could be brougKt
to asatisfactoryconclusion. It is unnecessary in tKis place to
detail Kow tKis came about, as it is Tuite recent and of too
great importance in itself to deal witK in any casual manner.
It must suf¿ce tKat tKis instruction is now being fully obeyed,
as will be eYident upon tKe publication of Part IV of BooN 4.

We now return to tKe diary. On September 24 we
¿nd a new password for tKe fortKcoming ETuino[—Audio.
Its sublime meaning was not yet suspected by Frater Perdu-
rabo. On NoYember 9‘ we ¿nd tKe entry “ Here endetK
tKis diary, for I write now in a Holy BooN of my Holy
Pilgrimage to tKe Sun.” In fact, Ke left London for Paris
on NoYember 10, attended only by a single CKela. He
arriYed at Algiers on tKe 17tK, and on tKe ne[t day tooN tKe
tram to Arba, from wKicK point tKey started to walN to Bou-
Saada.

At Aumale Ke tooN up again tKe worN of obtaining tKe
Cries of tKe 30 fEtKyrs, to wKicK Ke Kad not paid attention
since August 1900. It is eYident tKat Ke was stopped from
going beyond tKat point at tKat time.

A study of tKese Crieswill e[plain to students of intelli-
gence tKe details of tKis Initiation, and it will be seen from tKe
remarNs at tKe end of tKe I 3tK >EtKyr tKat it is not possible
to proceed beyond tKe 16tK for any one wKo is not a Master of
tKe Temple. In tKe 19tK =EtKyr is tKe beginning of tKis

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Initiation, and it will be noticed tKat eYen in tKe 22nd =EtKyr
tKe SamaKdi of AtmadarsKana occurs, wKile in tKe zrst XEtKyr
is tKe Yision of KetKer, and in tKe 20tK SKiYadarsKana,
altKougK not perfect.

In tKe 19tK, tKen, tKe Angel of Initiation appears, and in
tKe 18tK, SKiYadarsKana, in its new and KigKer form—" SKiYa”
being replaced by “Horus ”——taNes place. In tKe 17tK tKe
Initiation continues.

TKe Angel tooN Kim into tKe Pylon of tKe tKresKold in
tKe 19tK. In tKe 17tK Ke is balanced. In tKe 16tK is tKe
¿rst dim dawn of tKe Great Ones of Liber Legis as Lords
of tKe Initiation, and sometKing of tKe nature of tKe ceremony
is foresKadowed. In tKe I 5tK tKe Adept is e[amined, and
permission is giYen to pass Kim fully to tKe grade of Magister
Templi, but admission to any furtKer grade refused.

It will be noticed, furtKer, tKat tKis all taNes place in a
Temple of tKe Rosy Cross.

In tKe 14tK fEtKyr 'we get tKe initiation itself. Fra. P.
and Kis CKela, wKo was acting as Kis scribe, were upon
Da¶leK Addin, a mountain in tKe desert a few miles from
Bou-Saada. It was found impossible to reacK tKat AitKyr,
and tKe Angel said, “Depart, for tKou must inYoNe me only
in tKe darNness, for tKe mystery cannot be spoNen in sigKt of
tKe sun.” Frater Perdurabo tKerefore witKdrew from tKe
Vision.

It was tKen tKat a strange tKing Kappened. Impelled by
some instinct or inspiration, it came to tKem tKat tKey must
tKen and tKere build a Temple to tKe Most Holy E[alted
One, and in tKis Temple inYoNe Him. TKe top of tKe
mountain was coYered witK large loose stones entirely suitable
for tKis purpose. In tKe course of an Kour or so it was built,

He Nnew tKat
by eating and drinNing one did not necessarily detract from
tKe glory of God, but Kad not fully understood tKe sacra-
mentalism of tKe simplest actions. Now Ke Nnew tKat tKe
Kuddling togetKer of unKewn stones migKt build a better
Temple tKan tKat of Lu[or or of KarnaN. He Kad still tKe
old illusion tKat to succeed on one plane you must fail on
anotKer; still tKougKt tKe mind more tKan tKe body, tKe soul
more tKan tKe mind ; did not see tKat tKese tKree must be one
in e[actly tKe same sense as tKe CKristian Trinity (as under-
stood by tKe truest CKristians) is One. It was in tKe course
of tKis illumination tKat tKe TrutK was ceremonially conYeyed
to Kim on tKe Magical plane, altKougK it was not for tKree
years later tKat it fully illuminated Kis mind.

TKis illusion, of wKicK it is Kere spoNen, is a most neces-
sary step for tKe beginner, because to tKe beginner Kis
ordinary life is not a sacrament. To Kim tKings are really
common and unclean. He must, tKerefore, cut tKem out
of Kis life, and Kence to Kim tKe name of tKe PatK is Renum-
ciation.

He corresponded witK learned professors from Leipzig to
VladiYostocN; Ke bombarded Indian Lieutenant—GoYernors
witK long strings of Tuestions: “Did you eYer Nnow any one

called Ramaswamy1 in Madras?” and tKe liNe; in sKort, Ke
turned tKe world upside down to produce laboured disproof of
tKe statements—tKemselYes impossible in nature—of a Paris
penny dreadful of tKe class of Nie/e Cai/fer and DeadwoodDz¶c/e.

(once again) Yindicated, cKieÀy because nobody to speaN of
saw eitKer attacN or defence, and tKe future saint (for so,
strangely enougK, Kad Fate decreed I) Kad Kis reward, and was
initiated in tKe Hermetic Order of tKe Golden Dawn.

TKe future saint (far indeed from saintsKip at tKis time—-
but tKe ways of ProYidence are indeed wondrous!) Nnew tKat
tKere was an inner order, but Kad no idea of its name; Ke
only noticed tKat Ke was not inYited to enter it. So, to pass
tKe time, Ke wrote Kis Rea! His/wy 0f �26 Basia/226mm, in
wKicK Ke proYed conclusiYely tKat tKere were no Rosicrucians
and neYer Kad been, and tKat if any moderns claimed to be
Rosicrucians tKere was “tKat difference between tKeir asser—
tion and tKe facts of tKe case in wKicK tKe essence of a lie
consists.” No sooner Kad Ke publisKed tKese remarNs (amid
general applause) tKan it was gently broNen to tKe future

His metKod of tKrowing mud at masters naturally resulted
in tKe gate of eYery occult sanctuary being slammed in Kis
face. TKe future saint1 obtained admission (it is true) to tKe
pseudo-Rosicrucian order of MatKers, but on tKat order passing,
as it did for a weeN or so, into tKe control of an Konest man,
tKat Konest man¶s ¿rst act was to e[pel tKe aforesaid Waite
witK ignominy.

True to tKe same policy, Ke ne[t declared Kimself possessed
of numberless degrees of Masonry, and accordingly issued two
portentous Yolumes on tKe subject, Yolumes wKicK betray
prejudice and ignorance so nicely balanced tKat it is ne[t to
impossible to determine wKicK is tKe inspiration in any
particular passage, especially as tKe sentences are tKemselYes
coucKed in tKe sKam mediaeYal jargon witK wKicK Kis name
Kas always been associated. His gradual graYitation towards
CatKolicism Kas been attributed to tKe receipt of a subsidy
from tKe Society of -esus; but tKis is a calumny upon tKe
sKrewdness of tKe fatKers wKo, glad enougK to employ a
cleYer scoundrel liNe BootK—or somebody else beginning
witK a B—would Kesitate to waste an obolus on sucK a
literary sausage—seller.1

TKe loYe of obscurantism and mummery is suf¿cient
e[planation; to use Latin for EnglisK, GreeN for Latin,
Hebrew for GreeN, was tKe Ney of Kis wKole literary metKod
of Yain forms of obserYance, of meaningless arcKaisms and
affectations.

And wKile correcting tKe
proofs Ke would put in some more Kints about tKe Sanctuary
Ke belonged to, tKe fact being tKat Kis only teacKer was an e[-
Cantab, named HumpKreys, wKo Kad at one time been tolerated
by Crowley in order to analyze tKe soul (if any) of tKe Nind of
man wKo ¿lls Kis rooms witK tKe portraits of “actresses”
wKom Ke Kas neYer seen, and boasts of tKeir deYotion to Kim.

His only otKer guide appears to KaYe been a solicitor of
tKe Nind tKat writes you terrible tKreatening letters, and on
being told rudely to do wKat tKe Oldest InKabitant of tKe
NortKumbrian Capital actually did (as we are incredibly
informed) retires into tKe Pleroma, and con¿nes Kis actiYi-
ties to sneaNing attacNs on you witKout mentioning your
name.

Well, Ke reacKed tKe age of 40 years, and Kis Yery syco-
pKants could Kardly KaYe called Kim a pKysician.

It was not many years after tKat, liNe Nicodemus, Ke
came to Crowley secretly by nigKt, and pleaded for initiation.
Crowley was moYed by Kis tears, and promised neYer to
diYulge tKe nature of tKe interYiew wKile Waite liYed, for it
was truly a pitiable tKing to see one wKo Kad adYertised Kim-
self as a Master clasping tKe feet of a man twenty years
younger tKan Kimself, and begging for tKe Yery initiation of
wKicK Ke Kad boasted Kimself tKe dispenser.

It was impossible for Crowley to grant tKis reTuest; tKe
Dweller on tKe TKresKold would KaYe found Waite scarce a
caper in Ker daily mayonnaise. Initiation for Waite would
KaYe meant madness, and tKe cold portals of tKe tomb, for one,
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to follow. It is no use “ looNing wise” wKen tKere is an
Abramelin demon gnawing you below tKe belt, or burbling
about tKe Sanctuary wKen tKe Goat of Mendes is tKreatening
you witK a 7oK.p. si[ cylinder, four-speed, gnarled clyster.

All nigKt Waite stayed, and begged; it was in Yain. TKe
Master was not to be moYed from a resolution botK wise and
Nind. He, KoweYer, promised to acNnowledgeWaite openly as
Kis disciple on condition of good beKaYiour for tKe future. It
is witK pleasure indeed tKat we record tKat Waite¶s lapses KaYe
been comparatiYely few. Waite was no Crippen, be it under-
stood. If Crowley teasingly called Kim “old lag” in friendly
conYerse round tKe of¿ce ¿re, too strict a signi¿cance, too
Yital an importance, may easily be attacKed to tKe pKrase.
Crowley may only KaYe been referring to tKe number of Kis
incarnations. Or some secret meaning may lie Kidden in tKe
term. It was at least tKe fact tKatWaite was inclined to writKe
under its application. So Ke did wKen any one said “you and
Westcott,” or “you and WilmsKurst ” ; but tKis was obYiously
a reference to Kis early errors, tKe reopening of an old wound.
Still more so Crowley¶s Kabitual recitation from BlaNe—

“ Steiger, Steiger, burning brigKt
In tKe forests of tKe nigKt,
WKat immortal Kand and eye
Framed tKy fearful synta[y ? ”

And Ke positiYely Kated to be called “pot of basil,” or eYen
“ Columbus.”

He also disliNed puns on Kis name and allusions to Kis
personal appearance—Kis close resemblance to tKe e[cellent
foreman printer at tKe Ballantyne Press was a constant source
of irritation—also to Kis style of dress, wKicK proYed in-

eradicable; and Ke used to wince wKen Kis familiars called
Kim “Art,” as it reYiYed tKe story of Crowley¶s epigram on Kis
worN, as 14741607” Art¶s Sal/tee. Again, Ke objected to references
to tKe “wait—a—bit ” tKorn in connection witK occult style and
subject, so tKat Ke tooN wKat was really Tuite an unreasonable
disliNe to Fra. S. P. merely because tKat wortKiest of men Kad
spent some years in Africa.

HoweYer, tKese were small blemisKes on a beautiful
cKaracter. HaYing giYen up trying to looN wise, Ke began to
be wise ; and Ke neYer forgot tKat tKe fear of Crowley is tKe
beginning of wisdom. To tKe end Ke combined an intensity

of Koly awe witK a Nind of timid audacity of reYerential loYe
for tKe Master, to wKicK tKe latter responded witK tKe most
gracious condescension, mingled witK tKat peculiar affection
wKicK one feels for an old and wortKless dog belonging to
somebody else. It was an uniTue and altogetKer idyllic
relation. His motto, “Fides, spes, caritas sunt Yirtutes ab
omnibus CKristianis diligendae ” Kad to be sKortened for
conYenience¶ saNe to “ Fides," or, more usually, “Fido” ; and it
was e[cessiYely toucKing to Kear tKe caressing austerity of tKe
tones of tKe Master wKen Ke Kad occasion to address Kim.

So, calm and eYen, passed tKe autumn of Kis life. It is
now a painful duty to record tKe passing.
Subject from youtK to cKronic capititis,1 its attacNs Kad

diminisKed botK in freTuency and seYerity under tKe wise
and patient treatment of tKe Master; but tKey still occasion—
ally recurred.

TKe sKocNing accident wKicK resulted in tKe deatK of tKe

in tKe Yery tKings wKicK KaYe caused tKe trouble. Poor
Waite was reacKing up to a booNsKelf in tKe library of Kis
seat at SoutK Ealing for a copy of Kis Simizge Houses of
Sleeì wKen Kis aged but saintly legs gaYe way. TKe aged
saint clutcKed at tKe booNsKelf for support, and a c0py of
A=OM fell, and narrowly missing tKe inÀamed organ, strucN
tKe nobler portions of Kis body, bruising botK great toes
seYerely.

So critical did tKe condition of tKe aged saint become tKat
Sir Coote 0. Key Coote was called in, and found Kimself
obliged to resort to amputation, for unlucNily a friend of tKe
aged saint Kad been offered a c0py of Parma/sus for
35. 8d, and morti¿cation Kad set in.

TKe operation was fortunately a complete success, and tKe
pKysicians announced tKat tKeir distinguisKed patient migKt
Yery well liYe for anotKer four-and-twenty Kours. TKe aged
saint¶s one desire was of course to see Crowley, to offer tKe
last Komage, to confess Kis ingratitude for tKe bene¿ts witK
wKicK tKe Master Kad loaded Kim, and to receiYe tKe ¿nal
benediction.

Needless to say Crowley responded to tKe call. To an
e[plorer of tKe Himalayas tKe perils of a journey to SoutK
Ealing are as notKing: Kad tKey been eYerytKing, Ke would
still KaYe come.

It was Kalf a day later tKat tKe writer arriYed, owing to Kis
Daimler bacN¿ring, missing a dead-centre, and eYentually
trying to climb a tree on ClapKam Common.

After being announced, Ke was usKered into tKe deatK—
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cKamber. TKe dying saint, Kis Kead safe in tKe arms of
Crowley, safe on Kis gentle breast, wKose tears mingled witK
Kis own, stroYe Kard against tKe approacK of tKe Grim Reaper.
Dr. Wynn Westcott was in a corner sKarpening (in tKe worst
of taste) Kis NniYes for tKe ineYitable post-mortem on tKe
dying saint. .

Mr. WilmsKurst was reading tKrougK tKe will in wKicK
tKe dying saint Kad left eYerytKing to Lady S——, and could
¿nd no Àaw, tKougK Ke Kad drawn it up Kimself. Mr.
Battiscombe Gunn was rapidly reYising tKe funeral arrange—
ments of tKe dying saint, wKicK Ke proposed to found on some
unedited documents of tKe Second Dynasty, wKicK sKowed
conclusiYely tKat tKe sacred lotus was in reality a corset, and
tKe Weapon of Men TKu a button-KooN.

Neuburgwas improYising (for sootKing of tKe last moments
of tKe dying saint) a crooning lay to tKe tune (and tKe words,
mutato mulando) of ࢞

“-esus, loYer of my soul,
Let me to tKy bosom Ày,”

tKe bass accompaniment being an obbligato by Wilfred
Merton. Mr. Ε. S. P. Haynes (to tKe Korror of Ada LaNe-
man and Col. Gormley)was reading Morrison¶s Red Triangle B

to conceal Kis emotion. Mr. Austin Harrison, Veli Bey,
Madame Strindberg, tKe Editor of tKe ETuino[, and some
otKers, were aYoidably absent from tKe deatK-bed of tKe
dying saint.
.Transfusion of blood KaYing been suggested, Crowley

readily lent Kimself to tKe operation, Neuburg tKougKtfully
cKanging to “TKere is a fountain.”

But tKe pKysicians Kad made a fatal error. Blood was
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altogetKer too strong for a circulation wKicK eYen in its most
robust days Kad been supplied solely by HorlicN¶s Malted
MilN; only tKe Nind of inN tKey use in France could KaYe
saYed tKe dying saint, for no otKer icKor could KaYe mingled
freely witK tKe liTuor of Kis Yeins.

Poor old Waite is gone to Kell.
He will soon begin to smell :

Let us not be antKropopKagous!
Let us build Kim a sarcopKagus!
Let us bury Kim in state
WortKy of our wobled 2 Waite !

I HAVE already Kad to speaN to publisKers about cKeap production. In tKis
case I must protest empKatically against tKe employment of a translator wKo
maNes a solecism nearly eYery time Ke toucKes Paris.

E. g. ‘nortKern railway station¶ for ‘Gare du Nord,¶ ‘ Lilas brewery¶ for
‘Closerie des Lilas,¶ ‘St. Martin¶s Gate¶ for ‘Porte St. Martin,¶ ‘ Rue de
Fleurs¶ for ‘Rue des Fleurs,¶ ‘racecourse¶ for some unindicated part of
tKe -ardin du Lu[embourg, ‘ cKurcKyard ¶ of Montparnasse for ‘ cemetery,¶
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‘ e[Kibition of independent artists¶ for ‘Salon des Independents,¶ ‘ Bul-
lier¶s dancing saloon¶ for ‘Bal Bullier,¶ ‘ Lyons BanN¶ for ‘ Crpdit Lyon-
nais,¶ ‘St. Germaine des Pres¶ for ‘ St. Germain des Pres,¶ ‘ Dr. Popus¶ for
‘ Dr. Papus,¶ ‘ Rue de Madame¶ for ‘Rue Madame,¶ and so on.

He puts tKe same place-name—¿rst in translation, tKen in FrencK, again and
again; and as often as not gets botK wrong!

TKe constant cKemical absurdities are perKaps Strindberg¶s own and may
KaYe been made intentionally, as tKe booN portrays tKe raYings of a melancKolic
witK delusions of persecution.

WKat sublime and septuple ass calls tKis Strindberg¶s autobiograpKy?
Strindberg was too lazy to ¿nd Kis incidents in otKer people¶s liYes ; tKat is all.

And yet we ¿nd tKe translator note at tKe end: “Strindberg neYer actually
entered tKe Roman CKurcK” !! !

TKe booN is a perfect clinical picture of a typical case. CKapter I describes
tKe irritability, tKe fantastic dreams. He imagines Kimself a great autKor, a
great cKemist. He Kas found carbon in sulpKur; Ke will maNe gold.

In CKapter II Ke begins to see omens in simple incidents, receiYes “ warnings”
from strangers, ¿nds a plot against Kim at Kis Kotel, notices remarNable resem-
blances between Kis neigKbours and some of Kis “ persecutors.”

CKapter III deYelops tKe persecution-delusions. Roaring in tKe ears, electric
sKocNs, and otKer pKysical symptoms deYelop. TKe bedstead Kas Nnobs liNe
tKose of a Leyden jar, tKe spring mattress suggests induction coils, and so on—
to tKe end !

For refuge Ke ranges from Papus to Swedenborg, and ultimately, as Kis
mental disease increases on Kim, Ke clutcKes at sucK straws as Ppladan, Annie
Besant, and tKe CKurcK of Rome. -

In tKis dementia tKe booN ends. But Strindberg did not end. He went Kis
cKeerful and polygamous way as a free—tKinNer. Persons wKo pretend otKerwise
are liars, probably Kired liars—unless, of course, tKey are EnglisKmen, wKo are
sucK natural—born fools in all matters of tKe soul tKat tKey not only reTuire no
bribe to lie, but can Kardly be paid to see trutK.

One of our best Nnown women art
critics Kaunts tKe lowest brotKels of tKe Bd. St. Germain in searcK of adYenture;
a Yery distinguisKed poetess of tKe nobility supports a burly negro from NortK
Africa and a Belgian bo[er; one of our KigKest artists in music roams Paris
eYery midnigKt in searcK of stray milliners¶ apprentices.

TKe EnglisK and American women in tKe Cafp du Dome solidly, stupidly
drunN, dribble curses wKen tKeir maTuereau[ “American sculptors” are late;
tKe peace of tKe AYenue des CKamps Elyse¶es is broNen by tKe wild-beast Kowls
of tKe Karlot Karridans wKo, driYen from CKicago and DenYer by tKe police,
despair of ¿nding sucK products as prairie air and cow-puncKingcan alone supply.

WKo doesn¶t remember tKe supper to 100 of Ker loYers giYen by an e[-
Princess, wKen, only 89 turning up, sKe gatKered I I strangers from tKe street and
made out tKeir diplomas wKile tKe otKers waited?

I could say more, mucK more, indeed, but my only object is to justify tKe
ways of Maude Annesley to tKe BritisK public.

Her story, moreoYer, is e[ceedingly well told, up to tKe point of tKe Kero¶s
deatK. TKe seTuel appears to me somewKat an anticlima[, strained, arti¿cial,
and boring. (At least I would ratKer sKe Kad carried out tKe Yendetta by Nilling
tKe son, as Ker loYer Kad Nilled tKe fatKer.)

I suppose it is tKe publisKer again. “Yes, wKat a nice story ! Now if you¶ll
add 40,000 words of dialogue about loYe and maNe tKe story end Kappily perKaps
we migKt do sometKing.”

A publisKer offered to taNe my Ercz'ldoune if I¶d “ pad it to I 50,000 words ! "
Well, Maude Annesley, ma mome, you¶re a Yery lucNy cKild to get your

noYels publisKed at all in tKis rotten country, and if tKe Komage and deYotion
of a colleague wKo Kas no sucK lucN can serYe you, command it!
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Be wary, tKougK, and neYer stir a step from your own ground. You KaYe

(for tKe ¿rst time in EnglisK) got FrencK slang correct; but you clearly don¶t
Nnow India, and some terrible old bore Kas planted tKe worst and feeblest form
of a Yery stale cobra story on your innocence.

TKere are seYeral mistaNes in tKese few pages—climate and natural Kistory in
particular.

LeYi completely failed to capture CatKolicism; and Kis

a belief wKicK would KaYe enabled Kim to play Ma[imus to
little Napoleon¶s -ulian, was sKattered once for all at Sedan.

It is necessary for tKe reader to gain tKis clear conception
of LeYi¶s inmost mind, if Ke is to reconcile tKe “contra-
dictions ” wKicK leaYe Waite petulant and bewildered. It is
tKe sad priYilege of tKe KigKer order of mind to be able to see
botK sides of eYery Tuestion, and to appreciate tKe fact tKat
botK are eTually tenable.

TKese Neys are described, and tKeir use e[plained,
in a booN tKe source of wKose traditional dogma is tKe
patriarcK AbraKam. TKis booN is called tKe SepKer YetziraK ;

witK tKe aid of tKe SepKer YetziraK one can penetrate tKe

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Kidden sense of tKe =oKar, tKe great dogmatic treatise of tKe
QabalaK of tKe Hebrews. TKe ClaYicles of Solomon, forgotten
in tKe course of time, and supposed lost, KaYe been re-
discoYered by ourselYes ; witKout trouble we KaYe Opened all
tKe doors of tKose old sanctuaries wKere absolute trutK
seemed to sleep,——a1ways young, and alWays beautiful, liNe
tKat princess of tKe cKildisK legend, wKo, during a century of
slumber, awaits tKe bridegroom wKose mission it is to awaNen
Ker.

PRELIMINARY CONSIDERATIONS
WHEN Count -osepK de Maistre, tKat grand and passion-

ate loYer of Logic, said despairingly, “TKe world is witKout
religion,” Ke resembled tKose people wKo say rasKly “TKere
is no God.”

TKe world, in trutK, is witKout tKe religion of Count
-osepK de Maistre, as it is probable tKat sucK a God as tKe
majority of atKeists conceiYe does not e[ist.

Religion is an idea based upon one constant and uniYersal
B I
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fact; man is a religious animal. TKe word “religion” Kas
tKen a necessary and absolute sense. Nature Kerself sancti¿es
tKe idea wKicK tKis word represents, and e[alts it to tKe
KeigKt of a principle.

TKe need .of belieYing is closely linNed witK tKe need of
loYing; for tKat reason our souls need communion in tKe
same Kopes and in tKe same loYe. Isolated beliefs are only
doubts: it is tKe bond of mutual con¿dence wKicK, by
creating faitK, composes religion.

FaitK does not inYent itself, does not impose itself, does
not establisK itself by any political agreement; liNe life, it
manifests itself witK a sort of fatality. TKe same power
wKicK directs tKe pKenomena of nature, e[tends and limits
tKe supernatural domain of faitK, despite all Kuman foresigKt.
One does not imagine reYelations; one undergoes tKem, and
one belieYes in tKem. In Yain does tKe spirit protest against
tKe obscurities of dogma; it is subjugated by tKe attraction
of tKese Yery obscurities, and often tKe least docile of
reasoners would blusK to accept tKe title of “ irreligious man.”

Religion Kolds a greater place among tKe realities of life
tKan tKose wKo do witKout religion—or pretend to do witKout
it—affect to belieYe. All ideas tKat raise man aboYe tKe
animal—moral loYe, deYotion, Konour—are sentiments essen-
tially religious. TKe cult of tKe fatKerland and of tKe family,
¿delity to an oatK and to memory, are tKings wKicK Kumanity
will neYer abjure witKout degrading itself utterly, and wKicK
could neYer e[ist witKout tKe belief in sometKing greater
tKan mortal life, witK all its Yicissitudes, its ignorance and
its misery.

If anniKilation were tKe result of all our aspirations to

tKose sublime tKings wKicK we feel to be eternal, our only
duties would be tKe enjoyment of tKe present, forgetfulness of
tKe past, and carelessness about tKe future, and it would be
rigorously true to say, as a celebrated sopKist once said, tKat
tKe man wKo tKinNs is a degraded animal.

MoreoYer, of all Kuman passions, religious passion is tKe
most powerful and tKe most liYely. It generates itself,
wKetKer by af¿rmation or negation, witK an eTual fanaticism,
some obstinately af¿rming tKe god tKat tKey KaYe made in
tKeir own image, tKe otKers denying God witK rasKness, as if
tKey Kad been able to understand and to lay waste by a single
tKougKt all tKat world of in¿nity wKicK pertains to His
great name.

PKilosopKers KaYe not suf¿ciently considered tKe pKysio-
logical fact of religion in Kumanity, for in trutK religion e[ists
apart from all dogmatic discussion. It is a faculty of tKe
Kuman soul just as mucK as intelligence and loYe. WKile
man e[ists, so will religion. Considered in tKis ligKt, it is
notKing but tKe need of an in¿nite idealism, a need wKicK
justi¿es eYery aspiration for progress, wKicK inspires eYery
deYotion, wKicK alone preYents Yirtue and Konour from being
mere words, serYing to e[ploit tKe Yanity of tKe weaN and tKe
foolisK to tKe pro¿t of tKe strong and tKe cleYer.

It is to tKis innate need of belief tKat one migKt justly
giYe tKe name of natural religion ; and all wKicK tends to clip
tKe wings of tKese beliefs is, on tKe religious plane, in opposi—
tion to nature. TKe essence of tKe object of religion is.

Great criminals
KaYe been able to disKonour tKemselYes doubly because of tKe
sacred cKaracter witK wKicK tKey were inYested, but tKey Kad
not tKe power to disKonour tKat cKaracter, wKicK remains
always radiant and splendid aboYe fallen Kumanity.1

We KaYe said tKat tKere is no religion witKout mysteries;
let us add tKat tKere are no mysteries witKout symbols. TKe
symbol, being tKe formula or tKe e[pression of tKe mystery,
only e[presses its unNnown deptK by parado[ical images
borrowed from tKe Nnown.

An af¿rmation of faitK witK wKicK science is rasK
enougK to meddle can tKen be notKing but an absurdity for
it, just as a scienti¿c statement, if giYen us as an article of
faitK, would be an absurdity on tKe religious plane. To
Nnow and to belieYe are two terms wKicK can neYer be
confounded. ?י

It would be eTually impossible to oppose tKe one to tKe
otKer. It is impossible, in fact, to belieYe tKe contrary of wKat
one Nnows witKout ceasing, for tKat Yery reason, to Nnow it;
and it is eTually impossible to acKieYe a Nnowledge contrary
to wKat one belieYes witKout ceasing immediately to belieYe.

To deny or eYen to contest tKe decisions of faitK in tKe
name of science is to proYe tKat one understands neitKer
science nor faitK: in ¿ne, tKe mystery of a God of tKree
persons is not a problem of matKematics; tKe incarnation of
tKe ?Vord is not a pKenomenon in obstetrics; tKe scKeme of
redemption stands apart from tKe criticism of tKe Kistorian.
Science is absolutely powerless to decide wKetKer we are
rigKt or wrong in belieYing or disbelieYing dogma; it can
only obserYe tKe results of belief, and if faitK eYidently
improYes men, if, moreoYer, faitK is in itself, considered as
a pKysiological fact, eYidently a necessity and a force, science
will certainly be obliged to admit it, and taNe tKe wise part of
always recNoning witK it.

Let us now dare to af¿rm tKat tKere e[ists an immenSe
fact eTually appreciable botK by faitK and science; a fact
wKicK maNes God Yisible (in a sense) upon eartK; a fact

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CKristian reYelation was made, of a spirit unNnown to tKe

Pile one upon tKe otKer tKe SOpKisms of Diderot, tKe
critical arguments of Strauss, tKe “ Ruins ”of Volney, so well
named, for tKis man could maNe notKing but “ruins,” tKe
blaspKemies of tKe reYolution wKose Yoice was e[tinguisKed
once in blood, and once again in tKe silence of contempt ; join
to it all tKat tKe future may Kold for us of monstrosities and
of Yain dreams; tKen will tKere come tKe Kumblest and tKe
simplest of all sisters of cKarity,——tKe world will leaYe tKere
all its follies, and all its crimes, and all its dreams, to bow
before tKis sublime reality.

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ture, tKey were found faitKful. TKey sKowed to tKe multitude
a liYing immortality in tKeir deatK, and tKey watered tKe eartK
witK a blood wKose Keat could not be e[tinguisKed, because
tKey were burning witK tKe ardours of cKarity.

It is by cKarity tKat tKe Apostles built up tKeir Creed.
TKey said tKat to belieYe togetKer was wortK more tKan to
doubt separately; tKey constituted tKe KierarcKy on tKe basis
of obedience—rendered so noble and so great by tKe spirit of
cKarity, tKat to serYe in tKis manner is to reign; tKey formu-
lated tKe faitK of all and tKe Kope of all, and tKey put tKis
Creed in tKe Neeping of tKe cKarity of all.

and a worse persecution was tKreatened. TKen St. Martin left Kis cell at
Marmontier, and set out a second time to TreYes. News of tKe old man coming
along tKe road on Kis ass reacKed Kis enemies. TKey met Kim at tKe gate and
refused Kim entrance. “But,” said Martin, “I come witK tKe peace of -esus
CKrist.” And sucK was tKe power of Kis presence tKat tKey could not close tKe
city gates against Kim. But tKe palace doors were closed. Martin refused to
see tKe ItKacans or to receiYe tKe Communion witK tKem, and tKeir fury at tKis
is eloTuent testimony of tKeir sense of Kis power. TKey appealed to Ma[imus,
wKo deliYered oYer Martin bound to tKem. But in tKe nigKt Ma[imus sent for
Martin, argued, coa[ed, persuaded Kim to compromise. TKe scKism would be
great, Ke persisted, if Martin continued to e[asperate tKe ItKacans. Martin
said Ke Kad notKing to do witK persecutors. In wratK tKe Emperor let Kim go,
and gaYe orders to tKe Tribunes to depart to Spain and carry out a rigorous
InTuisition. TKen Martin returned to Ma[imus and bargained. Let tKis order
be reYoNed, and Ke would receiYe Communion witK tKe ItKacans ne[t day at
tKe election of tKe new ArcKbisKop. TKe order was reYoNed, and Martin Nept
Kis word. But wKen Ke Nnew tKe cause of Humanity safe, Ke departed, and on
Kis way bacN to Tours e[perienced a great agony. WKy Kad Ke Kad dealings
witK tKe ItKacans? In a lonely place Ke pondered sadly. An angel spoNe to
Kim. “ Martin, you do rigKt to be sad, but it was tKe only way.” NeYer again
did Ke go to any council. He was wont to say witK tears tKat if Ke Kad saYed
tKe Keretics Ke Kimself Kad lost power oYer men and oYer demons.

TKey KaYe outraged tKe meaning of tKe episode wKo e[plain Martin¶s protest
as merely against tKe surrender of tKe CKurcK to Secular Power. It was llse-
lzumam'te' of wKicK Ke Keld tKe ItKacans guilty.

St. Martin of Tours was often called Martin tKe TKaumaturgist. He was
noted for Kis power oYer animals.

Nature Kerself induces us to belieYe; but tKe formulae of
faitK are social e[pressions of tKe tendencies of faitK at a giYen
epocK. It is tKat wKicK proYes tKe CKurcK to be infallible,
eYidentially and in fact.

God is necessarily tKe most unNnown of all beings because
He is only de¿ned by negatiYe e[perience ; He is all tKat we
are not, He is tKe in¿nite opposed to tKe ¿nite by KypotKesis.

FaitK, and conseTuently KOpe and loYe, are so free tKat
man, far from being able to impose tKem on otKers, does not
eYen impose tKem on Kimself.

“TKese,” says religion, “are graces.” Now, is it con-
ceiYable tKat grace sKould be subject to demand or e[action ;

tKat is to say, could any one wisK to force men to a tKing
wKicK comes freely and witKout price from KeaYen? One
must not do more tKan desire it for tKem.

To reason concerning faitK is to tKinN irrationally, since
tKe object of faitK is outside tKe uniYerse of reason. If one
asNs me :—“ Is tKere a God?” I reply, “I belieYe it.” “But
are you sure of it?”—-—“If I were sure of it, I sKould not
belieYe it, I sKould Nnow it.”

TKe formulation of faitK is to agree upon tKe terms of tKe
common KypotKesis.

FaitK begins wKere science ends. To enlarge tKe scope
of science is apparently to diminisK tKat oflfaitK; but in
reality, it is to enlarge it in eTual prOportion, for it is to
amplify its base.

One can only de¿ne tKe unNnown by its supposed and
supposable relations witK tKe Nnown.
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Analogy was tKe sole dogma of tKe ancient magi. TKis

dogma may indeed be called “ mediator,” for it is Kalf scienti¿c,
Kalf KypotKetical; Kalf reason, and Kalf poetry. TKis dogma
Kas been, and will always be, tKe fatKer of all otKers.

WKat is tKe Man-God? He wKo realizes, in tKe most
Kuman life, tKe most diYine ideal.

FaitK is a diYination of intelligence and of loYe, wKen
tKese are directed by tKe pointings of nature and of reason.

It is tKen of tKe essence of tKe tKings of faitK to be inac-
cessible to science, doubtful for pKilosopKy, and unde¿ned for
certainty.

.

FaitK is an KypotKetical realization and a conYentional
determination of tKe last aims of Kope. It is tKe attacK-
ment to tKe Yisible sign of tKe tKings wKicK one does not
see.

“ FaitK is tKe substance of tKings Koped for, tKe eYidence
of tKings not seen.”

To af¿rm witKout folly tKat God is or tKat He is not, one
must begin witK a reasonable or unreasonable de¿nition of
God. Now, tKis de¿nition, in order to be reasonable, must
be KypotKetical, analogical, and tKe negation of tKe Nnown
¿nite. It is possible to denya particular God, but tKe absolute
God can no more be denied tKan He can be proYed ; He is a
reasonable supposition in wKom one belieYes.

“Blessed are tKe pure in Keart, for tKey sKall see God,”
said tKe Master; to see witK tKe Keart is to belieYe; and if
tKis faitK is attacKed to tKe true good, it can neYer be deceiYed,
proYided tKat it does not seeN to de¿ne too mucK in accordance
witK tKe dangerous inductions wKicK spring from personal
ignorance. Our judgments in Tuestions of faitKapply to
16
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ourselYes; it will be done to us as we KaYe belieYed; tKat is
to say, we create ourselYes in tKe image of our ideal. ?י

“TKose wKo maNe tKeir gods become liNe unto tKem,”
says tKe psalmist, ‘.‘ and all tKey tKat put tKeir trust in tKem.”

TKe diYine ideal of tKe ancient world made tKe ciYilization
wKicK came to an end, and one must not despair of seeing tKe
god of our barbarous fatKers become tKe deYil of our mOre
enligKtened cKildren. One maNes deYils witK cast—off gods`
and Satan is only so incoKerent and so formless because Ke
is made up of all tKe rags of ancient tKeogonies.

THE Septenary is tKe great biblical number. It is tKe Ney
of tKe Creation in tKe booNs of Moses and tKe symbol of all
religion.

TKe Bible is not a Kistory, it is a collection of poems, a
booN of allegories and images.

Adam and EYe are only tKe primitiYe types of Kumanity;
tKe tempter serpent is time wKicK tests; tKe Tree of Know-
ledge is ‘rigKt¶; tKe e[piation by toil is duty.

Cain and Abel represent tKe ÀesK and tKe spirit, force and
intelligence, Yiolence and Karmony.

TKe giants are tKose wKo usurped tKe eartK in ancient
times; tKe Àood was a great reYolution.

TKe arN is tradition preserYed in a family: religion at
tKis period becomes a mystery and tKe property of tKe race.
Ham was cursed for KaYing reYealed it.
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Nimrod and Babel are tKe two primitiYe allegories of tKe

despot, and of tKe uniYersal empire wKicK Kas always ¿lled
tKe dreams of men,—a dream wKose ful¿lment was sougKt
successiYely by tKe Assyrians, tKe Medes, tKe Persians,
Ale[ander, Rome, Napoleon, tKe successors of Peter tKe
Great, and always un¿nisKed because of tKe dispersion of
interests, symbolized by tKe confusion of tongues.

TKe uniYersal empire could not realize itself by force, but
by intelligence and loYe. TKus, to Nimrod, tKe man of
saYage ‘rigKt,¶ tKe Bible opposed AbraKam, tKe man of duty,
wKo goes Yoluntarily into e[ile in order to seeN liberty and
strife in a strange country, wKicK Ke seizes by Yirtue of
Kis Idea.

He Kas a sterile wife, Kis tKougKt, and a fertile slaYe, Kis
force ; but wKen force Kas produced its fruit, tKougKt becomes
fertile; and tKe son of intelligence driYes into e[ile tKe cKild
of force. TKe man of intelligence is submitted to rude tests ;

Ke must con¿rm Kis conTuests by sacri¿ces. God orders
Kim to immolate Kis son, tKat is to say, doubt ougKt to test
dogma, and tKe intellectual man sKould be ready to sacri¿ce
eYerytKing on tKe altar of supreme reason. TKen God in-
terYenes : uniYersal reason yields to tKe efforts of labour, and
sKows Kerself to science; tKe material side of dogma is alone
immolated. . TKis is tKe meaning of tKe ram caugKt by its
Korns in a tKicNet. TKe Kistory ofAbraKam is, tKen, a symbol
in tKe ancient manner, and contains a lofty reYelation of tKe
destinies of tKe Kuman soul. TaNen literally, it is an absurd
and reYolting story. Did not St. Augustine taNe literally tKe
Golden Ass of Apuleius?

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THE EQUINOX
TKe Kistory of Isaac is anotKer legend. Rebecca is tKe

type of tKe oriental woman, laborious, Kospitable, partial in
Ker affections, sKrewd and wily in Ker manoeuYres. -acob and
Esau are again tKe two types of Cain and Abel; but Kere
Abel aYenges Kimself : tKe emancipated intelligence triumpKs
by cunning. TKe wKole of tKe genius of tKe -ews is in tKe
cKaracter of -acob, tKe patient and laborious supplanter wKo
yields to tKe wratK of Esau, becomes ricK, and buys Kis
brotKer¶s forgiYeness. One must neYer forget tKat, wKen tKe
ancients want to pKilosopKize, tKey tell a story.

TKe Kistory or legend of -osepK contains, in germ, tKe
wKole genius of tKe Gospel; and tKe CKrist, misunderstood
by His people, must often KaYe wept in reading oYer again
tKat scene, wKere tKe GoYernor of Egypt tKrows Kimself on
tKe necN of Benjamin, witK tKe great cry of “I am -osepK l "

Israel becomes tKe people of God, tKat is to say, tKe con-
serYator of tKe idea, and tKe depositaries of tKe word. TKis
idea is tKat of Kuman independence, and of royalty, by means
of worN ; but one Kides it witK care, liNe a precious seed. A
painful and indelible sign is imprinted on tKe initiates; eYery
image of tKe trutK is forbidden, and tKe cKildren of -acob
watcK, sword in Kand, around tKe unity of tKe tabernacle.
Hamor and SKecKem wisK to introduce tKemselYes forcibly
into tKe Koly family, and perisK witK tKeir people after under»
going a feigned initiation.

symbols KaYe no more Yirtue, wKen tKe beacon of intelligence
is e[tinguisKed.

TKe AnticKrist is no more tKe Pope tKan LutKer; tKe

AnticKrist is tKe spirit opposed to tKat of CKrist.
It is tKe usurpation of rigKt for tKe saNe of rigKt ; it is tKe

pride of domination and tKe despotism of tKougKt.
It is tKe sel¿sKness, self-styled religious, of Protestants,

as well as tKe credulous and imperious ignorance of bad
CatKolics.

TKe AnticKrist is wKat diYides men instead of uniting
tKem; it is a spirit of dispute, tKe obstinacy of tKeologians
and sectarians, tKe impious desire of appropriating tKe trutK
to oneself, and e[cluding otKers from it, or of forcing tKe
wKole world to submit to tKe narrow yoNe of our judgments.

TKe AnticKrist is tKe priest wKo curses instead of blessing,
wKo driYes away instead of attracting, wKo scandalizes instead
of edifying, wKo damns instead of saYing.

It is tKe Kateful fanaticism wKicK discourages good-will.
It is tKe worsKip of deatK, sadness, and ugliness.

understood tKat tKe altar is not a manger for slotKful animals.

LooN at tKe unwortKy priests, contemplate tKese pretended
serYants of tKe altar ! WKat do tKey say to your Keart, tKese
obese or cadaYerous men witK tKe lacN-lustre eyes, and pincKed
or gaping moutKs ?1

Hear tKem talN : wKat does it teacK you, tKeir disagreeable
and monotonous noise?

TKe true priest of CKrist is a man wKo liYes, suffers, loYes
and ¿gKts for justice. He does not dispute, Ke does not
reproYe; Ke sends out pardon, intelligence and loYe.

TKe true CKristian is a stranger to tKe sectarian spirit;

WKateYer you may do, at your deatK you will carry away
notKing of tKis world's goods. Now, tKat wKicK must be
taNen away .from you one day is not really yours. It Kas
only been lent to you.

As to tKe usufruct, it is tKe result of worN ; but eYen worN
is not an assured guarantee of possession, and war may come
witK deYastation and ¿re to displace property.

MaNe tKen good use of tKose tKings wKicK perisK, O you
wKo will perisK before tKey do!

Consider tKat egoism proYoNes egoism, and tKat tKe im-
morality of tKe ricK man will answer for tKe crimes of tKe poor.

WKat does tKe poor man wisK, if Ke is Konest? He
wisKes for worN.

Use your rigKts, but do your duty: tKe duty of tKe ricK
man is to spread wealtK; wealtK wKicK does not circulate is
dead; do not Koard deatK!

A sopKist1 Kas said, “Property is robbery,” and Ke
1 ProudKon.—TRANS.
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doubtless wisKed to speaN of property absorbed in itself,
witKdrawn from free e[cKange, turned from common use.

If sucK were Kis tKougKt, Ke migKt go furtKer, and say
tKat sucK a suppression of public life is indeed assassination.

It is tKe crime of monopoly, wKicK public instinct Kas
always looNed upon as treason to tKe Kuman race.

TKe family is a natural society wKicK results from
marriage.

Marriage is tKe union of two beings joined by loYe, wKo
promise eacK otKer mutual deYotion in tKe interest of tKe
cKildren wKo maybe born.

Married persons wKo KaYe a cKild, and. wKo separate, are
impious. Do tKey tKen wisK to e[ecute tKe judgment of
Solomon and Kew tKe cKild asunder?

To Yow eternal loYe is puerile; se[ual loYe is an emotion,
diYine doubtless, but accidental, inYoluntary and transitory;

TKe surprises wKicK one¶s senses spring upon one are
only in¿delities on account of tKe impulses of tKe Keart wKicK
abandons itself more or less to tKe wKispers of pleasure.
MoreoYer, tKese are Kuman faults for wKicK one must blusK,
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and wKicK one ougKt to Kide: tKey are indecencies wKicK one
must aYoid in adYance by remoYing opportunity, but wKicK
one must neYer seeN to surprise: morality proscribes scandal.

EYery scandal is a turpitude. One is not indecent because
one possesses organs wKicK modesty does not name, but one
is obscene wKen one e[Kibits tKem.

A woman wKo abandons Ker Kusband, wKat can sKe be-
come? SKe is no more a wife, and sKe is not a widow ; wKat
is sKe tKen? SKe is an apostate from Konour wKo is forced
to be licentious because sKe is neitKer Yirgin nor free.

A Kusband wKo abandons Kis wife prostitutes Ker, and
deserYes tKe infamous name tKat one applies to tKe loYers of
lost women.

Marriage is tKen sacred and indissoluble wKen it really
e[ists.

But it cannot really e[ist, e[cept for beings ‘of a lofty
intelligence and of a noble Keart.

TKe animals do not marry, and men wKo liYe liNe animals
undergo tKe fatalities of tKe brute nature.

TKey ceaselessly maNe unfortunate attempts to act
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reasonably. TKeir promises are attempts at and imitations
of promises; tKeir marriages, attempts at and imitations of
marriage; tKeir loYes, attempts at and imitations of loYe.
TKey always wisK, and neYer will; tKey are always under-
taNing and neYer completing. For sucK people, only tKe
repressiYe side of law applies.

SucK beings may KaYe a litter, but tKey neYer KaYe a
family: marriage and family are tKe rigKts of tKe perfect
man, tKe emancipated man, tKe man wKo is intelligent and
free.

AsN also tKe annals of tKe Courts, and read tKe Kistory of
parricides.

Raise tKe blacN Yeil from off all tKose cKOpped Keads, and
asN tKem wKat tKey tKougKt of marriage and of tKe family,
wKat milN tKey sucNed, wKat caresses ennobled tKem. . . .

TKen sKudder, all you wKo do not giYe to your cKildren tKe
bread of intelligence and of loYe, all you wKo do not sanction
paternal autKority by tKe Yirtue of a good e[ample!

TKose wretcKes were orpKans in spirit and in Keart, and
tKey KaYe aYenged tKeir birtK.

We liYe in a century wKen more tKan eYer tKe family is
misunderstood in all tKat it possesses wKicK partaNes of tKe
august and tKe sacred : material interest is Nilling intelligence
and loYe; tKe lessons of e[perience are despised, tKe tKings of
God are KawNed about tKe street. TKe ÀesK insults tKe spirit,
fraud laugKs in tKe face of loyalty. No more idealism, no
more justice: Kuman life Kas murdered botK its fatKer and its
motKer.

Courage and patience! TKis century will go wKere great
criminals sKould go.

TKe fatKerland of CatKolic CKristianity is tKat of tKe
sciences and of tKe ¿ne arts; and tKe eternal Word of tKe
Gospel, liYing and incarnate in a Yisible autKority, is still
tKe ligKt of tKe world.
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Silence, tKen, to tKe PKarisees of tKe new synagogue!

Silence to tKe Kateful traditionsof tKe ScKools, to tKe arrogance
of Presbyterianism, to tKe absurdity of -ansenism, and to all
tKose sKameful and superstitious interpretations of tKe
eternal dogma, so justly stigmatized by tKe pitiless genius of
Voltaire!

Voltaire and Napoleon died CatKolics.1 And do you Nnow
wKat tKe CatKolicism of tKe future must be?

It will be tKe dogma of tKe Gospel, tried liNe gold by tKe
critical acid of Voltaire, and realized, in tKe Ningdom of tKe
world, by tKe genius of tKe CKristian Napoleon.

TKose wKo will not marcK will be dragged or trampled by
eYents. '

Immense calamities may again Kang oYer tKe world. TKe
armies of tKe Apocalypse may, perKaps, one day, uncKain tKe
four scourges.

TKe ¿rst and most essential act of faitK is tKen tKis.
Being e[ists ; and tKe Being of beings, tKe TrutK of being,

is God.
Being is aliYe witK intelligence, and tKe liYing intelligence

of absolute being is God.
LigKt is real and life-giYing; now, tKe reality and life of

all ligKt is God.
TKe word of uniYersal reason is an af¿rmation and not a

negation.
How blind are tKey‘wKo do not see tKat pKysical ligKt is

notKing but tKe instrument of tKougKt !

TKougKt alone, tKen, reYeals ligKt, and creates it in using

it for its own purposes.
TKe af¿rmation of atKeism is tKe dogma of eternal nigKt :

e[isting one, but in tKyself, since no otKer can e[ist beside
tKee. TKou art tKe e[isting one, before time, and beyond
space. TKou art indeed tKe e[isting one, and tKine e[istence
is so Kidden, and so deep, tKat none can discoYer it, or
penetrate its secret.

“TKou art tKe liYing one, but not in ¿[ed and Nnown
time; tKou art tKe liYing one, but not by spirit or by soul;
for tKou art tKe Soul of all souls. TKou art tKe liYing one;
but not liYing witK tKe life of mortals, tKat is, liNe a breatK,
and wKose end is to giYe food to worms. TKou art tKe
liYing one, and Ke tKat can attain tKy mysteries will enjoy
eternal deligKt and liYe for eYer.

“TKou art great ; before tKy greatness all otKer greatness
bows, and all tKat is most e[cellent becomes imperfect. TKou
art great aboYe all imagination, and tKou art e[alted aboYe
all tKe KierarcKies of HeaYen. TKou art great aboYe all
greatness, and tKou art e[alted aboYe all praise. TKou art
strong, and not one among tKy creatures can do tKe WorNs
tKat tKou dost, nor can Kis force be compared witK tKine.
TKou art strong, and it is to tKee tKat belongs tKat strengtK
inYincible wKicK cKanges not and decays neYer. TKou art
strong; by tKy loYing-Nindness tKou dost forgiYe in tKe
moment of tKy most burning wratK, and tKou sKowest tKyself
long-suffering to sinners. TKou art strong, and tKy mercies,
e[isting from all time, are upon all tKy creatures. BTKou art
tKe eternal ligKt, tKat pure souls sKall see, and tKat tKe cloud
of sins will Kide from tKe eyes of sinners. TKou art tKe ligKt
wKicK is Kidden in tKis world, and Yisible in tKe otKer, WKere
tKe glory of tKe Lord is sKown fortK. TKou art SoYereign,

TKey sKow, at -eru-
salem, tKe Kouse of tKe wicNed ricK man ! l TKe tKin symbol-
isms of tKe primitiYe religions oYerturned by science, and
depriYed of tKe life of faitK, resemble tKose wKitened bones
wKicK coYered tKe ¿eld tKat EzeNiel saw in Kis Yision.
TKe Spirit of tKe SaYiour, tKe spirit of faitK, tKe spirit of
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THE EQUINOX
cKarity, Kas breatKed upon tKis dust; and all tKat wKicK was
dead Kas taNen life again so really tKat one recognizes no
more yesterday¶s corpses in tKese liYing creatures of to—day.
And wKy sKould one recognize tKem, since tKe world is
renewed, since St. Paul burned at EpKesus tKe booNs of tKe
KieropKants? Was tKen St. Paul a barbarian, and was Ke
committing a crime against science? No, but Ke burned tKe
winding—sKeets of tKe resuscitated tKat tKey migKt forget
deatK. WKy, tKen, do we to-day recall tKe Tabalistic origins
of dogma? WKy do we join again tKe ¿gures of tKe Bible
to tKe allegories of Hermes? Is it to condemn St. Paul, is it
to bring doubt to belieYers? No, indeed, for belieYers KaYe
no need of our booN; tKey will not read it, and tKey will not
wisK to understand it. But we wisK to sKow to tKe innumer-
able crowd of tKose wKo doubt, tKat faitK is attacKed to tKe
reason of all tKe centuries, to tKe science of all tKe sages.
We wisK to force Kuman liberty to respect diYine autKority,
reason to recognize tKe bases of faitK, so tKat faitK and
autKority, in tKeir turn, may neYer again proscribe liberty
and reason.



ARTICLE III
SOLUTION OF THE THIRD PROBLEM

THE RATIONALE OF ΤǾΕ MYSTERIES

FAITH being tKe aspiration to tKe unNnown, tKe object of
faitK is absolutely and necessarily tKis one tKing—Mystery.

In order to formulate its aspirations, faitK is forced to
borrow aspirations and images from tKe Nnown.

But sKe specializes tKe employment of tKese forms, by
placing tKem togetKer in a manner wKicK, in tKe Nnown order
of tKings, is impossible. SucK is tKe profound reason of tKe
apparent absurdity of symbolism.

Let us giYe an e[ample:
.If faitK said tKat God was impersonal, one migKt conclude

tKat God is only a word, or, at most, a tKing.
If it is said tKat God was a person, one would represent

to oneself tKe intelligent in¿nite, under tKe necessarily bounded
form of an indiYidual.

It says, “God is one in tKree persons,” in order to e[press
tKat one conceiYes in God botK unity and multiplicity.

TKe formula of a mystery e[cludes necessarily tKe Yery
intelligence of tKat formula, so far as it is borrowed from tKe
world of Nnown tKings; for, if one understood it, it would
e[press tKe Nnown and not tKe unNnown.

It would tKen belong to science, and no longer to religion,
tKat is to say, to faitK.
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THE EQUINOX
TKe object of faitK is a matKematical problem, wKose [

escapes tKe procedures of our algebra.
Absolute matKematics proYe only tKe necessity, and, in

conseTuence, tKe e[istence of tKis unNnown wKicK we represent
by tKe untranSlatable Ȥ.

Now science progresses in Yain ; its progress is inde¿nite,
but always relatiYely ¿nite; it will neYer ¿nd in tKe language
of tKe ¿nite tKe complete e[pression of tKe in¿nite. Mystery
is tKerefore eternal.

To bring into tKe logic of tKe Nnown tKe terms of a
profession of faitK is to witKdraw tKem from faitK, wKicK Kas
for positiYe bases anti-logic, tKat is to say, tKe impossibility
of logically e[plaining tKe unNnown.
-For tKe -ew, God is separate from Kumanity; He does

not liYe in His creatures, He is in¿nite egoism.
For tKe Mussulman, God is a word before wKicK one

prostrates oneself, on tKe autKority of MoKammed.
For tKe CKristian, God Kas reYealed Himself in Kumanity,

proYes Himself by cKarity, and reigns by Yirtue of tKe order
wKicK constitutes tKe KierarcKy.

TKe KierarcKy is tKe guardian of dogma, for wKose letter
and spirit sKe aliNe demands respect. TKe sectarians wKo, in
tKe name of tKeir reason or, ratKer, of tKeir indiYidual un—

reason, KaYe laid Kands on dogma, KaYe, in tKe Yery act, lost
tKe spirit of cKarity; tKey KaYe e[communicated tKemselYes.

TKe CatKolic, tKat is to say tKe uniYersal, dogma merits
tKat magni¿cent name by Karmonizing in one all tKe religious
aspirations of tKe world ; WitK Mosesand MoKammed, it af¿rms
tKe unity C of God; witK =oroaster, Hermes and Plato, it
recognizes in Him tKe in¿nite trinity of its own regeneration ;
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THE KEY OF THE MYSTERIES
it reconciles tKe liYing numbers of PytKagoras witK tKe
monadic Word of St. -oKn ;1 so mucK, science and reason will
agree. It is tKen in tKe eyes of reason and of science tKem-
selYes tKe most perfect, tKat is to say tKe most complete,
dogma wKicK Kas eYer been produced in tKe world. Let
science and reason grant us so mucK; we sKall asN notKing
more of tKem.

“God e[ists; tKere is only one God, and He punisKes
tKose wKo do eYil,” said Moses.

“God is eYerywKere; He is in us, and tKe good tKat we
do to men we do it to God,” said -esus.

“ Fear ” is tKe conclusion of tKe dogma of Moses.
“ LoYe” is tKe conclusion of tKe dogma of -esus.
TKe typical ideal of tKe life of God in Kumanity is

incarnation.
Incarnation necessitates redemption, and operates it in tKe

name of tKe reYersibility of solidarity,2 or, in otKer words, of
uniYersal communion, tKe dogmatic principle of tKe spirit of
cKarity.

To substitute Kuman arbitrament for tKe legitimate des-
potism of tKe law, to put, in otKer words, tyranny in tKe place
of autKority, is. tKe worN of all Protestantism and of all
democracies. WKat men call liberty is tKe sanction 01
illegitimate autKority, or, ratKer, tKe ¿ction of power not
sanctioned by autKority.

1 TKe autKor Kad perKaps no space to continue witK a demonstration tKat
tKe Gospel legend itself is a macpdoine 01 tKose 01 BaccKus, Adonis, Osiris, and
a Kundred otKers, and tKat tKe Mass, and CKristian ceremonies generally, KaYe
similarly pagan sources.—O. M.

2 TKis and many similar pKrases employed in tKe controYersies of tKe
period are to-day practically unintelligible. LeYi was at one time a Nind of
Socialist—TRANS.
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-oKn CalYin protested against tKe staNes of Rome, in order

to giYe Kimself tKe rigKt to burn MicKael SerYetus. EYery
peOple tKat liberates itself from a CKarles I, or a Louis XVI,
must undergo a Robespierre or a Cromwell, and tKere is a
more or less absurd anti-pope beKind all protestations against
tKe legitimate papacy.

TKe diYinity of -esus CKrist only e[ists in tKe CatKolic
CKurcK, to wKicK He transmits KierarcKically His life and His
diYine powers. TKis diYinity is sacerdotal and royal by Yirtue
of communion ; but outside of tKat communion, eYery af¿rma-
tion of tKe diYinity of -esus CKrist is idolatrous, because
-esus CKrist could not be an isolated God.

TKe number of Protestants is of no importance to CatKolic
trutK.

If all men were blind, would tKat be a reason for denying
tKe e[istence of tKe sun?

Reason, in protesting against dogma, proYes suf¿ciently
tKat sKe Kas not inYented it; but sKe is forced to admire tKe
morality wKicK results from tKat dogma. Now, if morality is
a ligKt, it follows tKat dogma must be a sun; ligKt does not
come from sKadows.

Between tKe two abysses of polytKeism, and an absurd and
ignorant tKeism, tKere is only one possible medium: tKe
mystery of tKe most Holy Trinity.

Between speculatiYe tKeism, and antKropomorpKism, tKere
is only one possible medium : tKe mystery of incarnation.

Between immoral fatality, and Draconic responsibility,
wKicK would conclude tKe damnation of all beings, tKere is
only one possible mean : tKe mystery of redemption.

TKe trinity is faitK.
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TKe incarnation is Kope.
TKe redemption is cKarity.
TKe trinity is tKe KierarcKy.
Incarnation is tKe diYine autKority of tKe CKurcK.
Redemption is tKe uniTue, infallible, unfailing and CatKolic

priestKood.
TKe CatKolic CKurcK alone possesses an inYariable dogma,

and by its Yery constitution is incapable of corrupting
morality; sKe does not maNe innoYations, sKe e[plains.
TKus, for e[ample, tKe dogma of tKe immaculate conception
is not new; it was contained in tKe tKeotoNon of tKe Council
of EpKesus, and tKe tKeotoNon is a rigorous conseTuence of
tKe CatKolic dogma of tKe incarnation.

In tKe same way tKe CatKolic CKurcK maNes no e[commu-
nications, sKe declares tKem; and sKe alone can declare tKem,
because sKe alone15 guardian of unity.

Outside tKe Yessel of Peter, tKere15 notKing but tKe abyss.
Protestants are liNe people wKo KaYe tKroNn tKemselYes into
tKe water in order to escape sea—sicNness. ,It is of CatKolicity, sucK as it is constituted in tKe Roman
CKurcK, tKat one must say wKat Voltaire so boldly said of
God: “If it did not e[ist, it would be necessary to inYent
it.” But if a man Kad been capable of inYenting tKe spirit of
cKarity, Ke also would KaYe inYented God. CKarity does not
inYent itself, it reYeals itself by its worNs, and it is tKen tKat
one can cry witK tKe SaYiour of tKe world: “Blessed are tKe
pure in Keart, for tKey sKall see God ! ”

To understand tKe spirit of cKarity is to understand all
mysteries.
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ARTICLE IV
SOLUTION OF THE FOURTH PROBLEM

RELIGION PROVED BY THE OB-ECTIONS WHICH PEOPLE
ǯ OPPOSE ΤΟ ΙΤ.

ΤǾΕ objections wKicK one may maNe against religion
may be made eitKer in tKe name of science, or in tKe name of
reason, or in tKe name of faitK.

Science cannot deny tKe facts of tKe e[istence of religion,
of its establisKment and its inÀuence upon tKe eYents of
Kistory.

It is forbidden to it to toucK dogma; dogma belongs
wKolly to faitK.

Science ordinarily arms itself against religion witK a
series of facts wKicK it is Ker duty to appreciate, wKicK, in
fact, sKe does appreciate tKorougKly, but wKicK sKe con—
demns still more energetically tKan science does.

In doing tKat, science admits tKat religion is rigKt, and
Kerself wrong; sKe lacNs logic, manifests tKe disorder wKicK
eYery angry passion introduces into tKe spirit of man, and
admits tKe need tKat it Kas of being ceaselessly redressed and
directed by tKe spirit of cKarity.

Reason, on its side, e[amines dogma and ¿nds it absurd.
But, if it were not so, reason would understand it; if

reason understood it, it would no longer be tKe formula of
tKe unNnown.
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It would be a matKematical demonstration of tKe

in¿nite.
ૃ

It would be tKe in¿nite ¿nite, tKe unNnown Nnown, tKe
immeasurable measured, tKe indicible named.

TKat is to say tKat dogma could only cease to be absurd
in tKe eyes of reason to become, in tKe eyes of faitK, science,
reason and good sense in one, tKe most monstrous and tKe
most impossible of all absurdities.

Remain tKe objections of dissent.
TKe -ews, our fatKers in religion, reproacK us witK KaYing

attacNed tKe unity of God, witK KaYing cKanged tKe immut-
able and eternal law, witK adoring tKe creature instead of tKe
Creator.

TKese KeaYy reproacKes are founded on tKeir perfectly
false notion of CKristianity. ૃૃ

Our God is tKe God of Moses, uniTue, immaterial, in¿nite
God, sole object of worsKip, and eYer tKe same.

LiNe tKe -ews, we belieYe Him to be present eYerywKere,
but, as tKey ougKt to do, we belieYe Him liYing, tKinNing and
loYing in Kumanity, and we adore Him in His worNs.

We KaYe not cKanged His law, for tKe -ewisK DecalOgue
is also tKe law of CKristians.

TKe law is immutable because it is founded on tKe eternal
principles of Nature; but tKe worsKip necessitated by tKe
needs of man may cKange, and modify itself, parallel witK tKe
cKanges in men tKemselYes.

TKis signi¿es tKat tKe worsKip itself is immutable, but
modi¿es itself as language does.

WorsKip is a form of instruction; it is a language; one
must translate it wKen nations no longer understand it.
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We KaYe translated, and not destroyed, tKe worsKip of

Moses and of tKe propKets.
In adoring God in creation, we do not adore tKe creation

itself.
In adoring God in -esus CKrist, it is God alone wKom we

adore, but God united to Kumanity.
In maNing Kumanity diYine, CKristianity Kas reYealed tKe

Kuman diYinity.
TKe God of tKe -ews was inKuman, because tKey did not

understand Him in His worNs.
We are, tKen, more Israelite tKan tKe Israelites tKem-

selYes. WKat tKey belieYe, we belieYe witK tKem, and better
tKan tKey do. TKey accuse us of KaYing separated ourselYes
from tKem, and, on tKe contrary, it is tKey wKo wisK to
separate from us.

We wait for tKem, tKe Keart and tKe arms wide
open.

ૃ

We are, as tKey are, tKe disciples of Moses.
LiNe tKem, we come from Egypt, and we detest its

slaYery. But we KaYe entered into tKe Promised Land, and
tKey obstinately abide and die in tKe desert.

MoKammedans are tKe bastards of Israel, or ratKer, tKey
are Kis disinKerited brotKers, liNe Esau.

TKeir belief is illogical, for tKey admit tKat -esus is a
great propKet, and tKey treat CKristians as in¿dels.

TKey recognize tKe DiYine inspiration of Moses, yet tKey
do not looN upon tKe -ews as tKeir brotKers.

TKey belieYe blindly in tKeir blind propKet, tKe fatalist
MoKammed, tKe enemy of progress and of liberty.

NeYertKeless, do not let us taNe away from MoKammed tKe
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glory of KaYing proclaimed tKe unity of God among tKe
idolatrous Arabs.

TKere are pure and sublime pages in tKe Qur¶an.
In reading tKose pages, one may say witK tKe cKildren of

IsKmael, “TKere is no otKer God but God, and MoKammed is
Kis propKet.”

TKere are tKree tKrones in KeaYen for tKe tKree propKets
of tKe nations; but, at tKe end of time, MoKammed will be
replaced by Elias.

TKe Mussulmans do not reproacK tKe CKristians; tKey
insult tKem.

TKey call tKem in¿dels and “giaours,” tKat is to say,
dogs. We KaYe notKing to reply to tKem.

One must not refute tKe TurNs and tKe Arabs; one must
instruct and ciYilize tKem.

Remain dissident CKristians, tKat is to say, tKose wKo,
KaYing broNen tKe bond of unity, declare tKemselYes strangers
to tKe cKarity of tKe CKurcK.

GreeN ortKodo[y, tKat twin of tKe Roman CKurcK wKicK
Kas not grown greater since its separation, wKicK counts no
longer in religion, wKicK, since PKotius, Kas not inspired a
single eloTuence, is a cKurcK become entirely temporal, wKose
priestKood is no more tKan a function regulated by tKe
imperial policy of tKe Tsar of All tKe Russias; a curious
mummy of tKe primitiYe CKurcK, still coloured and gilded
witK all its legends and all its rites, wKicK its popes no longer
understand; tKe sKadow of a liYing cKurcK, but one wKicK
insisted on stopping wKen tKat cKurcK moYed on, and wKicK
is now no more tKan its bloated—out and Keadless silKouette.

TKen, tKe Protestants, tKose eternal regulators of anarcKy,
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wKo KaYe broNen down dogma, and are trying always to ¿ll
tKe Yoid witK reasonings, liNe tKe sieYe of .tKe Danaides;
tKese weaYers of religious fantasy, all of wKose innoYations
are negatiYe, wKo KaYe formulated for tKeir own use an
unNnown calling itself - better Nnown, mysteries better
e[plained, a more de¿ned in¿nite, a more restrained immen-
sity, a more doubting faitK, tKose wKo KaYe Tuintessentialized
tKe absurd, diYided cKarity, and taNen acts of anarcKy for tKe
principles of an entirely impossible KierarcKy; tKose men
wKo wisK to realize salYation by faitK alone, because cKarity
escapes tKem, and wKo can no longer realize it, eYen upon tKe
eartK, for tKeir..pretended sacraments are no longer anytKing
but allegorical mummeries; tKey no longer giYe grace; tKey
no longer maNe God seen and toucKed; tKey are no longer,
in a word, tKe signs of tKe almigKty power of faitK, but tKe
compelled witnesses of tKe eternal impotence of doubt.

It is, tKen, against faitK itself tKat tKe Reformation pro-
tested! Protestants were rigKt only in tKeir protest against
tKe inconsiderate and persecuting zeal wKicK wisKed to force
consciences. TKey claimed tKe rigKt to doubt, tKe rigKt to
KaYe less religion tKan otKers, or eYen to KaYe none at all;
tKey KaYe sKed tKeir blood for tKat sad priYilege; tKey
conTuered it, tKey possess it; but tKey will not taNe away
from us tKat of pitying tKem, and loYing tKem. WKen tKe
need to belieYe again taNes tKem, wKen tKeir Keart reYolts
against tKe tyranny of a falsi¿ed reason, wKen tKey become
tired of tKe empty abstractions of tKeir arbitrary dogma, of
tKe Yague ObserYances of tKeir ineffectiYe worsKip; wKen tKeir
communion witKout tKe real presence, tKeir cKurcKes witKout
diYinity, and tKeir morality witKout grace ¿nally frigKten
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tKem; wKen tKey are sicN witK tKe nostalgia ofGod—will tKey
not rise up liNe tKe prodigal son, and come to tKrow tKem—
selYes at tKe feet of tKe successor of Peter, saying: “FatKer,
we KaYe sinned against KeaYen and in tKy sigKt, and we are
no more wortKy to be called tKy sons, but count us among
tKe; Kumblest 'of- tKy serYants” ?

We will not speaN of tKe criticism of Voltaire. TKat great
mind was dominated by an ardent loYe of trutK and justice,
but Ke lacNed tKat rectitude of Keart wKicK tKe intelligence of
faitK giYes. Voltaire could not admit faitK, because Ke did
not Nnow Kow to loYe. TKe spirit of cKarity did not reYeal
itself to tKat soul wKicK Kad no tenderness, and Ke bitterly
criticized tKe KeartK of wKicK Ke did not feel tKe warmtK, and
tKe lamp of wKicK Ke did not see tKe ligKt. If religion were
sucK as Ke saw it, Ke would KaYe been a tKousand times rigKt
to attacN it, and one would be obliged to fall on one¶s Nnees
before tKe Keroism of Kis courage. Voltaire would be tKe
MessiaK of good sense, tKe Hercules destructor of fanati-
cism. . . . But Ke laugKed too mucK to understand Him
wKo said: “Happy are tKey wKo weep,” and tKe pKilosopKy
of laugKter will neYer KaYe anytKing in common witK tKe
religion of tears.

Voltaire parodied tKe Bible, dogma and worsKip; and
tKen Ke mocNed and insulted tKat parody.

Only tKose wKo recognize religion in Voltaire¶s parody
can taNe offence at it. TKe Voltaireans are liNe tKe frogs in
tKe fable wKo leap upon tKe log, and tKen maNe fun of royal
majesty. TKey are at liberty to taNe tKe log for a Ning, tKey
are at liberty to maNe once more tKat Roman caricature of
wKicK Tertullian once made mirtK, tKat wKicK represented tKe

God of tKe CKristians under tKe ¿gure of a man witK an ass¶s
Kead. CKristians will sKrug tKeir sKoulders wKen tKey see
tKis NnaYery, and pray God for tKe poor ignorants wKo
imagine tKat tKey insult tKem.

M. tKe Count -osepK de Maistre, after KaYing, in one of
Kis most eloTuent parado[es, represented tKe Kangman as a
sacred being, and a permanent incarnation of diYine justice
upon eartK, suggested tKat one sKould raise to tKe old
man of Ferney a statue e[ecuted by tKe Kangman. TKere
is deptK in tKis tKougKt. Voltaire, in effect, also was, in
tKe world, a being at tKe same time proYidential and
fatal, endowed witK insensibility for tKe accomplisKment of
Kis terrible functions. He was, in tKe domain of intelligence,
a Kangman, an e[tirminator armed by tKe justice of God
Himself.

God sent Voltaire between tKe century of Bossuet and tKat
of Napoleon in order to destroy eYerytKing tKat separates
tKose two geniuses and to unite tKem in one alone.

He was tKe Samson of tKe spirit, always ready to sKaNe
tKe columns of tKe temple ; but in order to maNe Kim turn in
spite of Kimself tKe mill of religious progress, ProYidence
made Kim blind of Keart.
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ARTICLE V
SOLUTION OF THE LAST PROBLEM

ΤΟ SEPARATE RELIGION FROM SUPERSTITION AND FANATICISM

SUPERSTITION, from tKe Latin word suìersles, surYiYing,
is tKe sign wKicK surYiYes tKe idea wKicK it represents; it is
tKe form preferred to tKe tKing, tKe rite witKout reason, faitK
become insensate tKrougK isolating itself. It is in conseTuence
tKe corpse of religion, tKe deatK Of life, stupefaction substituted
for inspiration.

Fanaticism is superstition become passionate, its name
comes from tKe word fanum, wKicK signi¿es “temple,” it is
tKe temple put in tKe place of God, it is tKe Kuman and
temporal interest of tKe priest substituted for tKe Konour of
priestKood, tKe wretcKed passion of tKe man e[ploiting tKe
faitK of tKe belieYer.

In tKe fable of tKe ass loaded witK relics, La Fontaine tells
us tKat tKe animal tKougKt tKat Ke was being adored; Ke
did not tell us tKat certain people indeed tKougKt tKat tKey
were adoring tKe animal. TKese people were tKe superstitious.

If any one Kad laugKed at tKeir stupidity, Ke would Yery
liNely KaYe been assassinated, for from superstition to fanaticism
is only one step.

Superstition is religion interpreted by stupidity; fanaticism
is religion serYing as a prete[t to fury.

TKose wKo intentionally and maliciously confound religion
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itself witK superstition and fanaticism, borrow from stupidity
its blind prejudices, and would borrow perKaps in tKe same
way from fanaticism its injustices and angers.

InTuisitors or Septembrisors,1 wKat matter names? TKe
religion of -esus CKrist condemns, and Kas always condemned,
assassins. '

FAITH, SCIENCE, REASON

SCIENCE. You will neYer maNe me belieYe in tKe e[istence
of God.

FAITH. You KaYe not tKe priYilege of belieYing, but you
will neYer proYe to me tKat God does not e[ist.

SCIENCE. In order to proYe it to you, I must ¿rst Nnow
wKat God is.

FAITH. You will neYer Nnow it. If you Nnew it, you could
teacK it to me ; and wKen I Nnew it, I SKould no longer
belieYe it.

SCIENCE. Do you tKen belieYe witKout Nnowing wKat you
belieYe? .

FAITH. OK, do not let us play witK words ! It is you wKo
do not Nnow wKat I belieYe, and I belieYe it precisely because
you do not Nnow it. Do you pretend to be in¿nite? Are you
not stopped at eYery step by mystery? Mystery is for you an
in¿nite ignorante wKicK would: reduce to notKing your ¿nite
Nnowledge, if I did not illumine it witK my burning aspira—
tions; and if, wKen you say, “I no longer Nnow,” I did not
cry, “ As for me, I begin to belieYe."

SCIENCE. But your aspirations and tKeir object are not
(and cannot be for me) anytKing but KypotKeses.
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FAITH. Doubtless, but tKey are certainties for me, since

witKout tKose KypotKeses I sKould be doubtful eYen about
your certainties.

SCIENCE. But if you begin wKere I stop, you begin always
too rasKly and too soon. My progress bears witness tKat I
am eYer adYancing.

FAITH. WKat does your progress matter, if I am always
walNing in front of you ?

SCIENCE. You, walNing! Dreamer of eternity, you KaYe
disdained eartK too mucK; your feet are benumbed.

FAITH. I maNe my cKildren carry me.
SCIENCE. TKey are tKe blind carrying tKe blind ; beware of

precipices!
FAITH. No, my cKildren are by no means blind; on tKe

contrary, tKey enjoy twofold sigKt: tKey see, by tKine eyes,
wKat tKou canst sKow tKem upon eartK, and tKey contemplate,
by mine, wKat I sKow tKem in HeaYen.

SCIENCE. WKat does Reason tKinN of it?
REASON. I tKinN, my dear teacKers, tKat you illustrate a

toucKing fable, tKat of tKe blind man and tKe paralytic.
Science reproacKes FaitK witK not Nnowing Kow to walN upon
tKe eartK, and FaitK says tKat Science sees notKing of Ker
aspirations and of eternity in tKe sNy. Instead of Tuarr‘elling,
Science and FaitK ougKt to unite ; let Science carry FaitK, and
let FaitK console Science by teacKing Ker to Kope and to loYe!

SCIENCE. It is a ¿ne ideal, but UtOpian. FaitK will tell me
absurdities. I prefer to walN witKout Ker.

FAITH. WKat do you call absurdities?
SCIENCE. I call absurdities propositions contrary to my

demonstrations; as, for e[ample, tKat tKree maNe one, tKat a
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God Kas become man, tKat is to say, tKat tKe In¿nite Kas made
itself ¿nite, tKat tKe Eternal died, tKat God punisKed Kis
innocent Son for tKe sin of guilty men. . . .

FAITH. Say no more about it. As enunciated by you, tKese
propositions are in fact absurdities. Do you Nnow wKat is
tKe number of God, you wKo do not Nnow God? Can you
reason about tKe operations of tKe unNnown? Can you under-
stand tKe mysteries of cKarity? I must always be absurd for
you; for, if you understood tKem, my af¿rmations would be
absorbed by your tKeorems ; I sKould be you, and you would
be me; or, to put it better, I sKould no longer e[ist, and
Reason, in tKe presence of tKe in¿nite, would Kalt, blinded for
eYermore by your doubts, wKicK are as in¿nite as space.

SCIENCE. At least, you sKould neYer usurp my autKority,
or giYe me tKe lie in my own domains.

FAITH. I KaYe neYer done so, and I could neYer do so.
SCIENCE. So ! You KaYe neYer belieYed, for e[ample, tKat

a Yirgin could become a motKer, witKout ceasing to be a Yirgin,
in tKe pKysical, natural, positiYe order of tKings, in spite of
all tKe laws of Nature; you do not af¿rm tKat a piece of bread
is not only a God, but a real Kuman body witK its bones and
its Yeins, its organs, its blood; sucK, in sKort, tKat you maNe
of your cKildren wKo eat tKis bread a little race of cannibals.

FAITH. TKere is not a single CKristian wKo would not be
reYolted by wKat you KaYe just said. TKat suf¿ciently proYes
tKat tKey do not understand my teacKings in tKis positiYe and
gross sense. TKe supernatural wKicK I af¿rm is aboYe Nature,
and conseTuently could neYer oppose itself to Ker; tKe words
of FaitK are understood only by FaitK; Science Kas only to
repeat tKem to perYert tKeir proper sense. I employ tKese
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words because I KaYe no otKers; but since you ¿nd my
remarNs absurd, you; sKould conclude from tKat tKat I giYe to
tKe same words a meaning wKicK escapes you. WKen tKe
SaYiour reYealed tKe dogma of tKe real presence, did Ke not
say: “TKe ÀesK pro¿tetK notKing, but my words are spirit
and life.” I do not giYe you tKe mystery of tKe incarnation
for ananatomical pKenomenon, nor tKat of transubStantiation
for a cKemical manipulation. By wKat rigKt do you e[claim
“Absurd ! ”? I do not reason about any of tKe tKings you
Nnow; by wKat rigKt do you say tKat I talN unreasonably?

SCIENCE. I begin to understand you, or ratKer, I see tKat I
sKall neYer understand you. TKis being so, let us remain
separate; I sKall neYer KaYe need of you.

FAITH. I am less proud, and I recognize tKat you may be
useful to me perKaps. PerKaps, too, you will be Yery sad and
Yery desperate witKout me, and I will not leaYe you unless
Reason consents.

REASON. Be well ¶ware of doing so! I am necessary to
botK of you. And I, wKat sKould I do witKout you? In order
to be just, I need to Nnow and to belieYe. But I must neYer
confound wKatI Nnow witK wKat I belieYe. To Nnow is to
belieYe no longer; to belieYe is not to Nnow as yet. TKe
object of Science is tKe Nnown; FaitK does not occupy itself
witK tKat, and leaYes it all to Science. TKe object of FaitK is
tKe unNnown; Science may seeN it, but not de¿ne it; sKe is
tKen obliged, at least proYisionally, to accept tKe de¿nitions of
FaitK wKicK it is impossible for Ker eYen to criticize. Only,
if Science renounces FaitK, sKe renounces KOpe and loYe,
wKose e[istence and necesSity are as eYident for Science as for
FaitK. FaitK, as a psycKological fact, pertains to tKe realm of
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Science ; and Science, as tKe manifestation of tKe ligKt of God
witKin tKe Kuman intelligence, pertains to tKe realm of FaitK.
Science and FaitK must tKen admit eacK otKer, respect eacK
otKer mutually, support eacK otKer, and bear eacK otKer aid in
case of need, but WitKout eYer encroacKing tKe one upon tKe
otKer. TKe means of uniting tKem is—neYer to confound
tKem. NeYer can tKere be contradiction between tKem, for
altKougK tKey use tKe same words, tKey do not speaN tKe
same language.

FAITH. OK, well, Sister Science; wKat do you say about
it ? .

SCIENCE. .Ι say tKat We are separated by a deplorable mis—

understanding, and tKat Kenceforward we sKall be able ‘to
walN togetKer. But to wKicK of your different creeds do you
wisK to attacK me? SKall I be -ewisK, CatKolic, MoKamme-
dan, or Protestant?

FAITH. You will remain Science, and you will be uniYersal.
SCIENCE. TKat is to say, CatKolic, if I understand you

correctly. But wKat sKould I tKinN of tKe different religions ?

FAITH. -udge tKem by tKeir worNs. SeeN true CKarity,
and wKen you KaYe found Ker, asN Ker to wKicK religion sKe
belongs.

SCIENCE. It is certainly not to tKat of tKe InTuisition, and
of tKe autKors of tKe Massacre of St. BartKolomew.

FAITH. It is to tKat of St. -oKn tKe Almoner, of St. Fran-
cois de Sales,1 of St. Vincent de Paul, of Fpnelon, and so
many more. '

1 LeYi was certainly neYer tKe dupe of tKis boudoir TKeologian. He
accepted Kim witKout perusal, as tKe EnglisKman accepts SKaNespeare and
Milton.—-O. M.
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SCIENCE. Admit tKat if religion Kas produced mucK good,

sKe Kas also done mucK eYil.
FAITH. WKen one Nills in tKe name of tKe God wKo said,

“TKou sKalt not Nill,”1 wKen one persecutes in tKe name of
Him wKo commands us to forgiYe our enemies, wKen one
propagates darNness in tKe name of Him wKo tells us not to
Kide tKe ligKt under a busKel, is it just to attribute tKe crime
to tKe Yery law wKicK condemns it? Say, if you wisK to be
just, tKat in spite of religion, mucK eYil Kas been done upon
eartK. But also, to Kow many Yirtues Kas it not giYen birtK ?

How many are tKe deYotions, Kow many tKe sacri¿ces, of wKicK
we do not Nnow! HaYe you counted tKose noble Kearts, botK
men and women, wKo renounced all joys to enter tKe serYice
of all sorrows? TKose souls deYoted to labour and to prayer,
wKo KaYe strewn tKeir patKways witK good deeds? WKo
founded asylums for orpKans and old men, Kospitals for tKe
sicN, retreats for tKe repentant? TKese institutions, as glorious
as tKey are modest, are tKe real worNs witK wKicK tKe annals
of tKe CKurcK are ¿lled ; religious wars and tKe persecution of
Keretics belong to tKe politics of saYage centuries. TKe
Keretics, moreoYer, were tKemselYes murderers. HaYe you
forgotten tKe burning of MicKael SerYetus and tKe massacre of
our priests, renewed, still in tKe name of Kumanity and reason,
by tKe reYolutionaries wKo Kated tKe InTuisition and tKe
Massacre of St. BartKolomew? Men are always cruel, it is
true, but only wKen tKey forget tKe religion wKose watcKwords
are blessing and pardon.

SCIENCE. Ο FaitK ! Pardon me, tKen, if I cannot belieYe ;

WorN, tKen, and seeN, O Science, but respect tKe
oracles of FaitK! WKen your doubt leaYes a gap in uniYersal
enligKtenment, allow FaitK to ¿ll it ! WalN distinguisKed tKe
one from tKe otKer, but leaning tKe one upon tKe otKer, and
you will neYer go astray.

PRELIMINARY CONSIDERATIONS

IT Kas been said tKat beauty is tKe splendour of trutK.
Now moral beauty is goodness. It is beautiful to be

good.
To be intelligently good, one must be just.
To be just, one must act reasonably.
To act reasonably, one must KaYe tKe Nnowledge of

reality.
To KaYe tKe Nnowledge of reality, one must KaYe conscious-

ness of trutK.
To KaYe consciousness of trutK, one must KaYe an e[act

notion of being.
Being, trutK, reason and justice are tKe common objects of

tKe researcKes of science, and of tKe aspirations of faitK. TKe
conceptions, wKetKer real or KypotKetical, of a supreme power,
transform justice into ProYidence; and tKe notion of diYinity,
from tKis point of Yiew, becomes accessible to science Kerself.

Science studies Being in its partial manifestation; faitK
supposes it, or ratKer admits it a prz'arz' as a wKole.

Science seeNs tKe trutK in eYerytKing; faitK refers eYery-
tKing to an uniYersal and absolute trutK.

Science records realities in detail ; faitK e[plains tKem by
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totalized reality to wKicK science cannot bear witness, but
wKicK tKe Yery e[istence of tKe details seems to force Ker to
recognize and to admit. -

Science submits tKe reasons of persons and tKings to tKe
uniYersal matKematical reason ; faitK seeNs, or ratKer supposes,
an intelligent and absolute reason for (and aboYe) matKematics
tKemselYes.

Science demonstrates justice by justness; faitK giYes an
absolute justness to justice, in subordinating it to ProYidence.

One seesKere all tKat faitK borrows from science, and all
tKat science, in its turn, owes to faitK.

WitKout faitK, science is circumscribed by an absolute
doubt, and ¿nds itself eternally penned witKin tKe risNy em-
piricism of a reasoning scepticism; witKout science, faitK
constructs its KypotKeses at random, and can only blindly
prejudge tKe causes of tKe effects of wKicK sKe is ignorant.

TKe great cKain wKicK reunites science and faitK is
analogy.

Science is obliged to respect a belief wKose KypotKeses are
analogous to demonstrated trutKs. FaitK, wKicK attributes
eYerytKing to God, is obliged to admit science as being
a natural reYelation wKicK, by tKe partial manifestation of
tKe laws of eternal reason, giYes a scale of proportion to
all tKe aspirations and to all tKe e[cursions of tKe soul
into tKe domain of tKe unNnown.

It is, tKen, faitK alone tKat can giYe a solution to tKe
mysteries of science; and in return, it is science alone tKat
demonstrates tKe necessity of tKe mysteries of faitK.

Outside tKe union and tKe concourse of tKese two liYing
forces of tKe intelligence, tKere is for science notKing but
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THE EQUINOX
scepticism and despair, for faitK notKing but rasKness and
fanaticism.

If faitK insults science, sKe blaspKemes; if science mis—

understands faitK, sKe abdicates.
Now let us Kear tKem speaN in Karmony!
“Being is eYerywKere,” says science, “it is multiple and

Yariable in its forms, uniTue in its essence, and immutable in
its laws. TKe relatiYe demonstrates tKe e[istence of tKe
absolute. Intelligence e[ists in being. Intelligence animates
and modi¿es matter.¶ C

“Intelligence15 eYerywKere,” says faitK ; “ Life is nowKere
fatal because it is ruled. TKis rule is tKe e[pression of
supreme Wisdom. TKe absolute in intelligence, tKe supreme
regulator of forms, tKe liYing ideal of spirits, is God.”

“ In its identity witK tKe ideal, being is trutK,” says
science. »

“ In its identity witK tKe ideal, trutK is God,” replies faitK.
“ In its identity witK my demonstrations, being is reality,”

says sc1ence.
“ In its identity witK my legitimate aspirations, reality is

my dogma,” says faitK.
“In its identity witK tKe Word, being is reason,” says

It is for tKat
reason tKat it so dangerous to waNe somnambulists suddenly,
for tKe gorged medium may tKen witKdraw itself suddenly
towards tKe common reserYoir, and abandon tKe organs
altogetKer; tKese are tKen separated from tKe soul, and deatK
is tKe result.

TKe state of somnambulism, wKetKer natural or arti¿cial, is
tKen e[tremely dangerous, because in uniting tKe pKenomena of
tKe waNing state and tKe state of slumber, it constitutes a sort
of straddle between two worlds. TKe soul moYes tKe springs
of tKe particular life wKile batKing itself in tKe uniYersal life,
and e[periences an ine[pressible sense of well-being; it will
tKen willingly let go tKe nerYous brancKes wKicK Kold it
suspended aboYe tKe current. In ecstasies of eYery Nind
tKe situation is tKe same. If tKe will plunges into it witK a
passionate effort, or eYen abandons itself entirely to it, tKe
subject may become insane or paralysed, or eYen die.

Hallucinations and Visions result from wounds inÀicted on
tKe plastic medium, and from its local paralysis. Sometimes
it ceases to giYe fortK rays, and substitutes images condensed
someKow or otKer to realities sKown by tKe ligKt; sometimes
it radiates witK too mucK force, and condenses itself outside
and around some cKance and irregulated nucleus, as blood
does in some bodily growtKs. TKen tKe cKimeras of our brain
taNe on a body, and seem to taNe on a soul; we appear to
ourselYes radiant or deformed according to tKe image of tKe
ideal of our desires, or our fears.

Hallucinations, being tKe dreams of waNing
, persons,
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always imply a state analogous to somnambulism. But in
a contrary sense; somnambulism is slumber borrowing its
pKenomena from waNing; Kallucination is waNing still
partially subjected to tKe astral into[ication of slumber.

Our Àuidic bodies attract and repulse eacK otKer following
laws similar to tKose of electricity. It is tKis wKicK produces
instinctiYe sympatKies and antipatKies. TKey tKus eTuilibrate
eacK otKer, and for tKis reason Kallucinations are often con—

tagious; abnormal projections cKange tKe luminous currents ;

tKe perturbation caused by a sicN person wins oYer to itself
tKe more sensitiYe natures; a circle of illusions is establisKed,
and a wKole crowd of people is easily dragged away tKereby.
SucK is tKe Kistory of strange apparitions and popular
prodigies. TKus are e[plained tKe miracles of tKe American
mediums and tKe Kysterics of table-turners, wKo reproduce in
our own times tKe ecstasies of wKirling derYisKes. TKe
sorcerers of LaplandwitK tKeir magic drums, and tKe conjurer
medicine-men of saYages arriYe at similar results by similar
proceedings; tKeir gods or tKeir deYils KaYe notKing to do
witK it.

Madmen and idiots are more sensitiYe to magnetism tKan
people of sound minds ; it sKould be easy to understand tKe
reason of tKat: Yery little is reTuired to turn completely
tKe Kead of a drunNen man, and one more easily acTuires a
disease wKen all tKe organs are predisposed to submit to its
impressions, and manifest its disorders.

Fluidic maladies KaYe tKeir fatal crises. EYery abnormal
tension of tKe nerYous apparatus ends in tKe contrary tension,
according to tKe necessary laws of eTuilibrium. An e[aggerated
loYe cKanges to aYersion, and eYery e[alted Kate comes Yery
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near to loYe; tKe reaction Kappens suddenly witK tKe Àame
and Yiolence of tKe tKunderbolt. Ignorance tKen laments it
or e[claims against it; science resigns itself, and remains
silent.

TKere are two loYes, tKat of tKe Keart, and tKat of tKe Kead :

tKe loYe of tKe Keart neYer e[cites itself, it gatKers itself
togetKer, and grows slowly by tKe patK of ordeal and sacri¿ce;
purely nerYous and passionate cerebral loYe liYes only on
entKusiasm, dasKes itself against all duties, treats tKe beloYed
object as a prize of conTuest, is sel¿sK, e[acting, restless,
tyrannical,and is fated to drag after it eitKer suicide as tKe
¿nal catastropKe, or adultery as a remedy. TKese pKenomena
are constant liNe nature, ine[orable as fatality.

A young artist full of courage, witK Ker future all before
Ker, Kad a Kusband, an Konest man, a seeNer after Nnowledge,
a poet, wKose only fault was an e[cess of loYe for Ker; sKe
outraged Kim and left Kim, and Kas continued to Kate Kim
eYer since. Yet sKe, too, is a decent woman; tKe pitiless
world, KoweYer, judges and condemns Ker. And yet, tKis was
not Ker crime. Her fault, if one may be permitted to reproacK
Ker witK one, was tKat, at ¿rst, sKe madly and passionately
loYed Ker Kusband.

࢞ “But,” you will say, “is not tKe Kuman soul, tKen, free?”
No, it is no longer free wKen it Kas abandoned itself to
tKe giddiness caused by passion. It is only wisdom wKicK is
free; disordered passions are tKe Ningdom of folly, and folly
is fatality.

WKat we KaYe said of loYe may eTually well be said of
religion, wKicK is tKe most powerful, but also tKe most into[iB
cating, of all loYes. Religious passion Kas also its e[cesses
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and its fatal reactions, One may KaYe ecstasies and stigmata
liNe St. Francis of Assisi, and fall afterwards into abysses of
debaucK and impiety.

Passionate natures are KigKly cKarged magnets ; tKey
attract or repel witK Yiolence.

It is possible to magnetize in two ways : first, in acting by
will upon tKe plastic medium of anotKer person, wKose will
and wKose acts are, in conseTuence, subordinated to tKat
action.

Secondly, in acting tKrougK tKe will of anotKer, eitKer by
intimidation, or by persuasion, so tKat tKe inÀuenced will
modi¿es at our pleasure tKe plastic medium and tKe acts of
tKat person.

One magnetizes by radiation, by contact, by looN, or by
word.

TKe Yibrations of tKe Yoice modify tKe moYement of tKe
astral ligKt, and are a powerful YeKicle of magnetism.

SLEEP is an incomplete deatK; deatK is a complete sleep.
Nature subjects us to sleep in order to accustom us to tKe

idea of deatK, and warns us by dreams of tKe persistence of
anotKer life.

TKe astral ligKt into wKicK sleep plunges us is liNe an
ocean in wKicK innumerable images are aÀoat, Àotsam of
wrecNed e[istences, mirages and reÀections of tKose wKicK
pass, presentiments of tKose wKicK are about to be.

Our nerYous disposition attracts to us tKose images
wKicK correspond to our agitation, to tKe nature of our
fatigue, just as a magnet, moYed among particles of Yarious
metals, would attract to itself and cKoose particularly tKe
iron ¿lings.
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Dreams reYeal to us tKe sicNness or tKe KealtK, tKe calm

or tKe disturbance, of our plastic medium, and conseTuently,
also, tKat of our nerYous apparatus.

TKey formulate our presentiments by tKe analogy wKicK
tKe images bear to tKem.

For all ideas KaYe a double signi¿cance for us, relating to
our double life.

TKere e[ists a language of sleep; in tKe waNing state it is
impossible to understand it, or eYen to order its words.

TKe language of slumber15 tKat of nature, KieroglypKic1n
its cKaracter, and rKytKmical1n its sounds.

Slumber may be eitKer giddy or lucid.
Madness is a permanent state of Yertiginous somnambu-

lism.
A Yiolent disturbance may waNe madmen to sense, or Nill

tKem.
Hallucinations, wKen tKey obtain tKe adKesion of tKe

intelligence, are transitory attacNs of madness.
EYery mental fatigue proYoNes slumber ; but if tKe fatigue

is accompanied by nerYous irritation, tKe slumber may be
incomplete, and taNe on tKe cKaracter of somnambulism.

One sometimes goes to sleep witKout Nnowing it in
tKe midst of real life; and tKen, instead of tKinNing, one
dreams.

How is it tKat we remember tKings wKicK KaYe neYer
Kappened to us? Because we dreamt tKem wKen wide awaNe.

TKis pKenomenon of inYoluntary and unperceiYed sleep
wKen it suddenly traYerses real life, often Kappens to tKose
wKo oYer—e[cite tKeir nerYous organism by e[cesses eitKer of
worN, Yigil, drinN, or eretKism.
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Monomaniacs are asleep wKen tKey "perform unreasonable

acts. TKey no longer remember anytKing on waNing.
WKen PapaYoine was arrested by tKe police, Ke calmly

said to tKem tKese remarNable words: You are taNing Me
00�67/ for me. ૃ

It was tKe somnambuli‘st wKo was still speaNing.
Edgar Poe, tKat unKappy man of genius wKo used to

into[icate Kimself, Kas terribly described tKe somnambulism
of monomaniacs. Sometimes it is an assassin wKo Kears, and
wKo tKinNs tKat eYerybody Kears, tKrougK tKe walls of tKe
tomb, tKe beating of Kis Yictim¶s Keart; sometimes it is a
poisoner wKo, by dint of saying to Kimself, “I am safe, pro-
Yided I do not go and denounce myself,” ends by dreaming
aloud tKat Ke is denouncing Kimself, and in fact does so.
Edgar Poe Kimself inYented neitKer tKe persons nor tKe facts
of tKese strange noYels; Ke dreamt tKem waNing, and tKat is
wKy Ke clotKed tKem so well witK all tKe colours of a sKocNing
reality.

Dr. Briere de Boismont in Kis remarNable worN on “ Hal—
lucinations,” tells tKe story of an EnglisKman otKerwise Tuite
sane, wKo tKougKt tKat Ke Kad met a stranger and made Kis
acTuaintance, wKo tooN Kim to luncK at Kis taYern, and tKen
KaYing asNed Kim to Yisit St. Paul¶s in Kis company, Kad tried
to tKrow Kim from tKe tOp of tKe tower wKicK tKey Kad climbed
togetKer.

From tKat moment tKe EnglisKman was obsessed by tKis
stranger, wKom Ke alone could see, and wKom Ke always met
wKen Ke was alone, and Kad dined well.

Precipices attract ; drunNenness calls to drunNenness;
madness Kas inYincible cKarms for madness. WKen a man
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succumbs to sleep, Ke Kolds in Korror eYerytKing wKicK migKt
waNe Kim. It is tKe same witK tKe Kallucinated, witK statical
somnambulists, maniacs, epileptics, and all tKose wKo abandon
tKemselYes to tKe delirium of a passion. TKey KaYe Keard
tKe fatal music, tKey KaYe entered into tKe dance of deatK;
and tKey feel tKemselYes dragged away into tKe wKirl of
Yertigo. You speaN to tKem, tKey no more Kear you; you
warn tKem, tKey no longer understand you, but your Yoice
annoys tKem ; tKey are asleep witK tKe sleep of deatK.

DeatK is a current wKicK carries you away, a wKirlpool
wKicK draws you down, but from tKe bottom of wKicK tKe
least moYement may maNe you climb again. TKe force of
repulsion being eTual to tKat of attraction, at tKe Yery moment
of e[piring, one often attacKes oneself again Yiolently to life.
Often also, by tKe same law of eTuilibrium, one passes from
sleep to deatK tKrougK complaisance for sleep.

Weary witK a long
Yoyage, Hylas Kas arriYed in a Àowered, enamelled isle; Ke
approacKes a fountain to draw water; a gracious mirage
smiles at Kim ; Ke sees a nympK stretcK out Ker arms to Kim,
Kis own lose nerYe, and cannot draw bacN tKe KeaYy jar ; tKe
fresK fragrance of tKe spring puts Kim to sleep ; tKe perfumes.
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of tKe banN into[icate Kim. TKere Ke is, bent oYer tKe water
liNe a narcissus wKose stalN Kas been broNen by a cKild at
play; tKe full jar falls to tKe bottom, and Hylas follows it; Ke
dies, dreaming tKat nympKs caress Kim, and no longer Kears
tKe Yoice of Hercules recalling Kim to tKe labours of life;
Hercules, wKo runs wildly eYerywKere,crying, “ Hylas! Hylas !

AnotKer fable, not less toucKing, wKicK steps fortK from tKe
sKadows of tKe OrpKic initiation, is tKat of Eurydice recalled
to life by tKe miracles of Karmony and loYe, of Eurydice, tKat
sensitiYe broNen on tKe Yery day of Ker marriage, wKo taNes
refuge in tKe tomb, trembling witK modesty. Soon sKe Kears
tKe lyre of OrpKeus, and slowly climbs again towards tKe
ligKt; tKe terrible diYinities of Erebus dare not bar Ker
passage. SKe follows tKe poet, or ratKer tKe poetry wKicK sKe
adores. . . .

But tKe insensate man Kas seen tKe looN of tKe
woman wKom Ke Kas raised from tKe dead, tKe Grand Hiero-
pKant giYes place to tKe loYer, Kis lyre falls from Kis Kands, Ke
looNs upon Eurydice, Ke darts towards Ker, . . . Ke clasps Ker
in Kis arms, Ke ¿nds Ker frozen still, Ker eyes are closed again,
Ker lips are paler and colder tKan eYer, tKe sensitiYe soul Kas
trembled, tKe frail cord is broNen anew—and for eYer. . . .

Eurydice is dead, and tKe Kymns of OrpKeus can no longer
recall Ker to life!

In our Dogma et rimg! de >a Nalde magie, we Kad tKe
temerity to say tKat tKe resurrection of tKe dead is not an
impossible pKenomenon eYen on tKe pKysical plane; and in
saying tKat, we KaYe not denied or in any way contradicted
tKe fatal law of deatK. A deatK wKicK can discontinue is only
letKargy and slumber; but it is by letKargy and slumber tKat

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deatK always begins. TKe state of profound peace wKicK
succeeds tKe agitations of life carries away tKe rela[ed
and sleeping soul; one cannot maNe it return, and force it to
plunge anew into life, e[cept by e[citing Yiolently all its
affections and all its desires. WKen -esus, tKe SaYiour of tKe
world, was upon tKe eartK, tKe eartK was more beautiful and
more desirable tKan HeaYen; and yet it was necessary for
-esus to cry aloud and apply a sKocN in order to awaNen
-airus¶s daugKter. It was by dint of sKudderings and tears
tKat Ke called bacN Kis friend Lazarus from tKe tomb, so
dif¿cult is it to interrupt a tired soul wKo is sleeping Kis
beauty-sleep !

At tKe same time, tKe countenance of deatK Kas not tKe
same serenity for eYery soul tKat contemplates it. WKen one
Kas missed tKe goal of life, wKen one carries away witK one
frenzied greeds or unassuaged Kates, eternity appears to tKe
ignorant or guilty soul witK sucK a formidable proportion of
sorrows, tKat it sometimes tries to Àing itself bacN into mortal
life.

TKese may always be waifs of deatK, men raised from
tKe tomb, wKo, before tKey could abandon tKemselYes
altogetKer to tKe anguisK of tKe tKresKold of eternity, were
obliged to maNe a second attempt.

Α celebrated magnetist, Baron Dupotet, teacKes in Kis
secret booN on Magic tKat one can Nill by magic as by
electricity. TKere is notKing strange in tKis reYelation for
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anyone wKo is well acTuainted witK tKe analogies of Nature.
It is certain tKat in diluting beyond measure, or in coagulating
suddenly, tKe plastic medium of a subject, it is possible to
loose tKe body from tKe soul. It is sometimes suf¿cient to
arouse a Violent anger, or an oYermastering fear in anyone,
to Nill Kim suddenly.

TKe Kabitual use of magnetism usually puts tKe subject,
wKo abandons Kimself to it at tKe mercy of tKe magnetizer.
WKen communication is well-establisKed, and tKe magnetizer
can produce at will slumber, insensibility, catalepsy, and so on,
it will only reTuire a little furtKer effort to bring on deatK.

and all fanaticisms, Kad persuaded a poor girl to submit to
tKeir e[periments for a fee. TKis girl was of an impression-
able and nerYous nature, fatigued moreoYer by tKe e[cesses of
a life wKicK Kad been more tKan irregular, wKile sKe was
already disgusted witK e[istence. TKey put Ker to sleep;
bade Ker see; sKe weeps and struggles. TKey speaN to Ker of
God ; sKe trembles in eYery limb.

“ No,” said sKe, “no; He frigKtens me ; I will not looN at
Him.”

“LooN at Him, I wisK it.”
SKe opens Ker eyes, Ker pupils e[pand ; sKe is terrifying.
“ WKat do you see? ”

“I sKould not Nnow Kow to say it. . . . OK for pity¶s saNe
awaNen me ! "
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"No, looN, and say wKat you see.”
“ I see a blacN nigKt in wKicK wKirl sparNs of eYery colour

around two great eYer-rolling eyes. From tKese eyes leap
rays wKose spiral wKorls ¿ll space. . . . OK, it Kurts me!
WaNe me ! ”

"No, looN.”
"WKere do you wisK me to looN now? "

" LooN into Paradise.”
“No, I cannot climb tKere; tKe great nigKt pusKes me

bacN, I always fall bacN.”
“ Very well tKen, looN into Kell.”
Here tKe sleep-waNer became conYulsiYely agitated.
“No, no!” sKe cried sobbing; “I will not! I sKall be

giddy; I sKould fall! OK, Kold me bacN! Hold me bacN ! "

" No, descend.” ,

"WKere do you want me to descend ? "

" Into Kell.”
“ But it is Korrible! No ! No ! I will not go tKere ! "
" Go tKere."
" Mercy ! "
" -o tKere. It is my will.”
TKe features of tKe sleep-waNer become terrible to beKold ;

Ker Kair stands on end ; Ker wide-opened eyes sKow only tKe
wKite; Ker breast KeaYes, and a sort of deatK—rattle escapes
from Ker tKroat.

“ Go tKere. It is my will,” repeats tKe magnetizer.
“I am tKere ! ” says tKe unKappy girl between Ker teetK,

falling bacN e[Kausted. TKen sKe no longer answers; Ker
Kead Kangs KeaYy on Ker sKoulder; Ker arms fall idly by Ker
side. TKey approacK Ker. TKey toucK Ker. TKey try to
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waNen Ker, but it is too late; tKe Crime was accomplisKed;
tKe woman was dead. It was to tKe public incredulity in tKe
matter of magnetism tKat tKe autKors of tKis sacrilegious
e[periment owed tKeir own immunity from prosecution.
TKe autKorities Keld an inTuest, and deatK was attributed
to tKe rupture of an aneurism. TKe body, anyKow, bore no
trace of Yiolence; tKey Kad it buried, and tKere was an end of
tKe matter.

Here is anotKer anecdote wKicK we Keard from a
traYelling companion.

Two friends were staying in tKe same inn, and sKaring tKe
same room. One of tKem Kad a Kabit of talNing in Kis sleep,
and, at tKat time, would answer tKe Tuestions wKicK Kis com-
rade put to Kim. One nigKt, Ke suddenly uttered stifled
cries; Kis companion woNe up and asNed Kim wKat was tKe
matter.

“But, don¶t you see,” said tKe sleeper, “don¶t you see tKat
enormous stone . . . it is becoming loose from tKe mountain

. it is falling on me, it is going to crusK me.”
“ OK, well, get out of its way ! "

“ Impossible! My feet are caugKt in brambles tKat cling
eYer closer. AK! Help! Help! TKere is tKe great stone
coming rigKt upon me ! "

“Well, tKere it is !” said tKe otKer laugKing, tKrowing tKe
pillow at Kis Kead in order to waNe Kim.

A terrible cry, suddenly strangled in Kis tKroat, a con-
Yulsion, a sigK, tKen notKing more. TKe practical joNer gets
up, pulls Kis comrade¶s arm, calls Kim ; in Kis turn, Ke becomes
frigKtened, Ke cries out, people come witK ligKts . . . tKe
unfortunate sleep-waNer was dead.
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CHAPTER III
MYSTERIES OF HALLUCINATIONS AND OF THE EVOCATION

OF SPIRITS

ΑΝ Kallucination is an illusion produced by an irregular
moYement of tKe astral ligKt.

It is, as we said preYiously, tKe admi[ture of tKe pKeno-
mena of sleep witK tKose of waNing.

Our plastic medium breatKes in and out tKe astral ligKt or
Yital soul of tKe eartK, as our body breatKes in and out tKe
terrestrial atmospKere. Now, just as in certain places tKe air
is impure and not ¿t for breatKing, in tKe same way,
certain unusual circumstances may maNe tKe astral ligKt
unwKolesome, and not assimilable.

TKe air of some places may be too bracing for some
people, and suit otKers perfectly; it is e[actly tKe same witK
tKe magnetic ligKt.

TKe plastic medium is liNe a metallic statue always in
a state of fusion. If tKe mould is defectiYe, it becomes
deformed ; if tKe mould breaNs, it runs out.

TKe mould of tKe plastic medium is balanced and polarized
Yital force. Our body, by means of tKe nerYous system,
attracts and retains tKis fugitiYe form of ligKt; but local
fatigue, or partial oYer-e[citement of tKe apparatus, may
occasion Àuidic deformities.

TKese deformities partially falsify tKe mirror of tKe imagi-
nation, and tKus occasion Kabitual Kallucinations to tKe static
type of Yisionary. .

TKe plastic medium, made in tKe image and liNeness of our
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body, of wKicK it ¿gures eYery organ in ligKt, Kas a sigKt,
toucK, Kearing, smell and taste wKicK are proper to itself; it
may, wKen it is oYer-e[cited, communicate tKem by Yibrations
to tKe nerYous apparatus in sucK a manner tKat tKe Kalluci-
nation is complete. TKe imagination seems tKen to triumpK
oYer Nature itself, and produces truly strange pKenomena.
TKe material body, deluged witK Àuid, seems to participate in
tKe ¿uidic Tualities, it escapes from tKe operation of tKe laws
of graYity, becomes momentarily inYulnerable, and eYen
inYisible, in a circle of persons suffering from collectiYe
Kallucination. TKe conYulsionaries of St. Medard, as one
Nnows, Kad tKeir ÀesK torn off witK red-Kot pincers, Kad tKem—
selYes felled liNe o[en, and ground liNe corn, and cruci¿ed,
witKout suffering any pain; tKey were leYitated, walNed about
Kead downwards, and ate bent pins and digested tKem.

We tKinN we ougKt to recapitulate Kere tKe remarNs
wKicK we publisKed in tKe Esz‘czfez‘z‘e on tKe prodigies pro-
duced by tKe American medium Home, and on seYeral
pKenomena of tKe same Nind.

We KaYe neYer personally witnessed Mr. Home¶s miracles,
but our information comes from tKe best sources; we
gatKered it in a Kouse wKere tKe American medium Kad been
receiYed witK Nindness wKen Ke was in misfortune, and witK
indulgence wKen Ke reacKed tKe point of tKinNing tKat Kis
illness was a piece of good lucN ; in tKe Kouse of a lady born
in Poland, but tKrice FrencK by tKe nobility of Ker Keart, tKe
indescribable cKarm of Ker spirit, and tKe European celebrity
of Ker name.

TKe publication of tKis information in tKe Estafez‘z‘e
attracted to us at tKat time, witKout our particularly Nnowing
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wKy, tKe insults of a Mr. de Pene, since tKen become Nnown
to fame tKrougK Kis unfortunate duel. We tKougKt at tKe
time of La Fontaine¶s fable about tKe fool wKo tKrew stones at
tKe sage. Mr. de Pene spoNe of us as an unfrocNed priest,
and a bad CatKolic. We at least sKowed ourself a good
CKristian in pitying and forgiYing Kim, and as it is impossible
to be an unfrocNed priest witKout eYer KaYing been a priest,
we let fall to tKe ground an insult wKicK did not reacK us.

SPOOKs IN PARIS.
Mr. Home, a weeN ago, was once more about to Tuit Paris,

tKat Paris wKere eYen tKe angels and tKe demons, if tKey
appeared in any sKape, would not pass Yery long for mar-
Yellous beings, and would ¿nd notKing better to do tKan to
return at top-speed to KeaYen or to Kell, to escape tKe forget-
fulness and tKe neglect of Kuman Nind.

Mr. Home, Kis air sad and disillusioned, was tKen bid-
ding farewell to a noble lady wKose Nindly welcome Kad been
one of tKe ¿rst Kappinesses wKicK Ke Kad tasted in France.
Mme. de B. . . treated Kim Yery Nindly tKat day, as always,
and asNed Kim to stay to dinner; tKe man of mystery was
about to accept, wKen, some one KaYing just said tKat tKey
were waiting for a Tabalist, well Nnown in tKe world of occult
science by tKe publication of a booN entitled Dogma et miue!
de >a lum/e magie, Mr. Home suddenly cKanged countenance,
and said, stammering, and witK a Yisible embarrassment,
tKat Ke could not remain, and tKat tKe approacK of tKis
Professor of Magic caused Kim an incomparable terror.
EYerytKing one could say to reassure Kim proYed useless.
“I do not presume to judge tKe man,” said Ke; “I do not
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assert tKat Ke is good or eYil, I Nnow notKing about it; but
Kis atmospKere Kurts me; near Kim I sKould feel myself, as
it were, witKout force, eYen witKout life.” After wKicK
e[planation, Mr. Home Kastened to salute and witKdraw.

TKis terror of miracle-mongers in tKe presence of tKe
Yeritable initiates of science, is not a new fact in tKe annals
of occultism. You may read in PKilostratus tKe Kistory of
tKe Lamia wKo trembles on Kearing tKe approacK of
Apollonius of Tyana. Our admirable story-teller Ale[ander
Dumas dramatized tKis magical anecdote in tKe magni¿cent
epitome of all legends wKicK forms tKe prologue to Kis great
epic noYel, TKe Wandering fete/.1 TKe scene taNes place at
CorintK; it is an old-time wedding witK its beautiful cKildren
crowned witK Àowers, bearing tKe nuptial torcKes, and singing
gracious epitKalamia Àowered witK Yoluptuous images liNe tKe
poems of Catullus. TKe bride is as beautiful in Ker cKaste
draperies as tKe ancient PolyKymnia; sKe is amorous and
deliciously proYoNing in Ker modesty, liNe a Venus of
Correggio, or a Grace of CanoYa. TKe bridegroom is Clinias,
a disciple of tKe famous Apollonius of Tyana. TKe master
Kad promised to come to Kis disciple¶s wedding, but Ke does
not arriYe, and tKe fair bride breatKes easier, for sKe fears
Apollonius. HoweYer, tKe day is not oYer. TKe Kour Kas
arriYed wKen tKe newly married are to be conducted to tKe
nuptial coucK. Meroe trembles, pales, looNs obstinately
towards tKe door, stretcKes out Ker Kand witK alarm and says
in a strangled Yoice : “Here Ke is ! It is Ke! ” It was in fact
Apollonius. Here is tKe magus; Kere is tKe master; tKe
Kour of encKantments Kas passed; jugglery falls before true

1 Some autKorities attribute tKis noYel to Eugene Sue—TRANS.
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science. One seeNs tKe loYely bride, tKe wKite Meroe, and
one sees no more tKan an old woman, tKe sorceress Canidia,
tKe deYourer of little cKildren. Clinias is disabused; Ke
tKanNs Kis master, Ke is saYed.

TKe Yulgar are always deceiYed about magic, and confuse
adepts witK encKanters. True magic, tKat is to say, tKe
traditional science of tKe magi, is tKe mortal enemy of
encKantment; it preYents, or maNes to cease, sKam miracles,
Kostile to tKe ligKt, tKat fascinate a small number of pre—
judiced or credulous witnesses. TKe apparent disorder in tKe
laws of Nature is a lie: it is not tKen a miracle. TKe true
miracle, tKe true prodigy always Àaming in tKe eyes of all, is
tKe eYer constant Karmony of effect and cause; tKese are tKe
splendours of eternal order!

We could not say wKetKer Cagliostro would KaYe per-
formed miracles in tKe presence of Swedenborg; but Ke
would certainly KaYe dreaded tKe presence of Paracelsus and
of Henry KKunratK, if tKese great men Kad been Kis
contemporaries.

Far be it from us, KoweYer, to denounce Mr. Home as a
low-class sorcerer, tKat is to say, as a cKarlatan. TKe cele-
brated American medium is sweet and natural as a cKild. He
is a poor and oYer-sensitiYe being, witKout cunning and witK—

out defence; Ke is tKe playtKing of a terrible force of wKose
nature Ke is ignorant, and tKe ¿rst of Kis dupes is certainly
Kimself.

TKe study of tKe strange pKenomena wKicK are produced
in tKe neigKbourKood of tKis young man is of tKe greatest
importance. One must seriously reconsider tKe too easy
denials of tKe eigKteentK century, and open out before
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science and reason broader Korizons tKan tKose of a bourgeois
criticism, wKicK denies eYerytKing wKicK it does not yet Nnow
Kow to e[plain to itself. Facts are ine[orable, and genuine
good faitK sKould neYer fear to e[amine tKem.

TKe e[planation of tKese facts, wKicK all traditions obsti-
nately af¿rm, and wKicK are reproduced before our eyes witK
tiresome publicity, tKis e[planation, ancient as tKe facts
tKemselYes, rigorous as matKematics, but drawn for tKe ¿rst
time from tKe sKadows in wKicK tKe KierOpKants of all
ages KaYe Kidden it, would be a great scienti¿c eYent if it
could obtain suf¿cient ligKt and publicity. TKis eYent we are
perKaps about to prepare, for one would not permit us tKe
audacious Kope of accomplisKing it.

Here, in tKe ¿rst place, are tKe facts, in all tKeir
singularity. We KaYe Yeri¿ed tKem, and we KaYe establisKed
tKem witK a rigorous e[actitude, abstaining in tKe ¿rst place
from all e[planation and all commentary.

Mr. Home is subject to trances wKicK put Kim, according
to Kis own account, in direct communication witK tKe soul of
Kis motKer, and, tKrougK Ker, witK tKe entire world of spirits.
He describes, liNe tKe sleep-waNers ‘of CaKagnet, persons
wKom Ke Kas neYer seen, and wKo are recognized by tKose
wKo eYoNe tKem; Ke will tell you eYen tKeir names, and will
reply, on tKeir beKalf, to Tuestions wKicK can be understood
only by tKe soul eYoNed and yourselYes.

WKen Ke is in a room, ine[plicable noises maNe tKemselYes
Keard. Violent blows resound upon tKe furniture, and in tKe
walls; sometimes doors and windows open by tKemselYes, as
if tKey were blown open by a storm; one eYen Kears tKe wind
and tKe rain, tKougK wKen one goes out of doors, tKe sNy
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is cloudless, and one does not feel tKe ligKtest breatK of
wind.

TKe furniture is oYerturned and displaced, witKout any-
body toucKing it.

Pencils write of tKeir own accord. TKeir writing is tKat
of Mr. Home, and tKey maNe tKe same mistaNes as Ke does.

TKose present feel tKemselYes toucKed and seized by
inYisible Kands. TKese contacts, wKicK seem to select ladies,
lacN a serious side, and sometimes eYen prOpriety. We tKinN
tKat we sKall be suf¿ciently understood.

Visible and tangible Kands come out, or seem to come out,
of tables; butin tKis case, tKe tables must be coYered. TKe
inYisible agent needs certain apparatus, just as do tKe cleYerest
successors of Robert Houdin.

TKese Kands sKow tKemselYes aboYe all in darNness; tKey
are warm and pKospKorescent, or cold and blacN. TKey write
stupidities, or toucK tKe piano; and wKen tKey KaYe toucKed
tKe piano, it is necessary to send for tKe tuner, tKeir contact
being always fatal to tKe e[actitude of tKe instrument.

One of tKe most considerable personages in England, Sir
Bulwer Lytton, Kas seen and toucKed tKose Kands; we KaYe
read Kis written and signed attestation. He declares eYen
tKat Ke Kas seized tKem, and drawn tKem towards Kimself
witK all Kis strengtK, in order to witKdraw from tKeir incognito
tKe arm to wKicK tKey sKould naturally be attacKed. But tKe
inYisible object Kas proYed stronger tKan tKe EnglisK noYelist,
and tKe Kands KaYe escaped Kim.

Α Russian nobleman wKo was tKe protector of Mr. Home,
and wKose cKaracter and good faitK could not possibly be
doubted, Count Α. B———, Kas also seen and seized witK
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Yigour tKe mysterious Kands. “TKey are,” says Ke, “perfect
sKapes of Kuman Kands, warm and liYing, Only one fee/5 720

bones.” Pressed by an unaYoidable constraint, tKose Kands
did not struggle to escape, but grew smaller, and in some
way melted, so tKat tKe Count ended by no longer Kolding
anytKing.

OtKer persons wKo KaYe seen tKem, and toucKed tKem,
say tKat tKe ¿ngers are puffed out and stiff, and compare
tKem to gloYes of india—rubber, swollen witK a warm and
pKospKorescent air. Sometimes, instead of Kands, it is feet
wKicK produce tKemselYes, but neYer naNed. TKe spirit,
wKicK probably lacNs footwear, respects (at least in tKis
particular) tKe delicacy of ladies, and neYer sKows Kis feet but
under a drapery or a clotK.

TKe production of tKese feet Yery mucK tires and frigKtens
Mr. Home. He tKen endeaYours to approacK some KealtKy
person, and seizes Kim liNe a drowning man; tKe person so
seized by tKe medium feels Kimself, on a sudden, in a singular
state of e[Kaustion and debility.

A PolisK gentleman, wKo was present at one of tKe se¶cmces
of Mr. Home, Kad placed on tKe ground between Kis feet a
pencil on a paper, and Kad asNed for a sign of tKe presence of
tKe spirit. For some instants notKing stirred, but suddenly,
tKe pencil was tKrown to tKe otKer end of tKe room. TKe
gentleman stOOped, tooN tKe paper, and saw tKere tKree
Tabalistic signs wKicK nobody understood. Mr. Home (alone)
appeared, on seeing tKem, to be Yery mucK upset, and eYen
frigKtened ; but Ke refused to e[plain Kimself as to tKe nature
and signi¿cance of tKese cKaracters. TKe inYestigators accord-
ingly Nept tKem, and tooN tKem to tKat Professor of HigK
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Magic wKose approacK Kad been so mucK dreaded by tKe
medium. We KaYe seen tKem, and Kere is a minute descrip-
tion of tKem.

TKey were traced forcibly, and tKe pencil Kad almost cut
tKe paper.

TKey Kad been dasKed on to tKe paper witKout order or
alignment.

TKe ¿rst was tKe symbol wKicK tKe Egyptian initiates
usually placed in tKe Kand of TypKon. Α tau witK uprigKt
double lines opened in tKe form of a compass; an anNK (or
cru[ ansata) KaYing at tKe top a circular ring; below tKe ring,
a double Korizontal line; beneatK tKe double Korizontal line,
two obliTue lines, liNe a V upside down.

TKe second cKaracter represented a Grand HieropKant¶s
cross, witK tKe tKree KierarcKical cross-bars. TKis symbol,
wKicK dates from tKe remotest antiTuity, is still tKe attribute
of our soYereign pon¶tiffs, and forms tKe upper e[tremity of
tKeir pastoral staff. But tKe sign traced by tKe pencil Kad
tKis particularity, tKat tKe upper brancK, tKe Kead of tKe cross,
was double, and formed again tKe terrible TypKonian V, tKe
sign of antagonism and separation, tKe symbol of Kate and
eternal combat.

TKe tKird cKaracter was tKat wKicK Freemasons call tKe
PKilosopKical Cross, a cross witK four eTual arms, witK a
point in eacK of its angles. But, instead of four points, tKere
were only two, placed in tKe two rigKt-Kand corners, once
more a sign of struggle, separation and denial.

TKe Professor, wKom one will allow us to distinguisK
from tKe narrator, and to name in tKe tKird person in order
not to weary our readers in KaYing tKe air of speaNing of
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ourself—tKe Professor, tKen, Master ElipKas LeYi, gaYe tKe
persons assembled in Mme. de B———-¶s drawing-room tKe
scienti¿c e[planation of tKe tKree signatures, and tKis is wKat
Ke said :

“TKese tKree signs belong to tKe series of sacred and
primitiYe KieroglypKs, Nnown only to initiates of tKe ¿rst
order. TKe ¿rst is tKe signature of TypKon. It e[presses
tKe blaspKemy of tKe eYil spirit by establisKing dualism in
tKe creatiYe principle. For tKe cru[ ansata of Osiris is a
lingam upside down, and represents tKe paternal and actiYe
force of God (tKe Yertical line e[tending from tKe circle)
fertilizing passiYe nature (tKe Korizontal line). To double tKe
Yertical line is to af¿rm tKat nature Kas two fatKers; it is to
put adultery in tKe place of tKe diYine motKerKood, it is to
af¿rm, instead of tKe principle of intelligence, blind fatality,
wKicK Kas for result tKe eternal conÀict of appearances in
notKingness ; it is, tKen, tKe most ancient, tKe most autKentic,
and tKe most terrible of all tKe stigmata of Kell. It signi¿es
tKe `!!/2623166 god ; it is tKe signature of Satan.

“TKis ¿rst signature is Kieratical, and bears reference to
tKe occult cKaracters of tKe diYine world.

“TKe second pertains to pKilosopKical KieroglypKs, it
represents tKe graduated e[tent of idea, and tKe progressiYe
e[tension of form. -

“It is a triple tau upside down; it is Kuman tKougKt
af¿rming tKe absolute in tKe tKree worlds; and tKat absolute
ends Kere by a forN, tKat is to say, by tKe sign of doubt and
antagonism. So tKat, if tKe ¿rst cKaracter means: ‘TKere is
no God,¶ tKe rigorous signi¿cation of tKis one is :

‘ HierarcKical
trutK does not e[ist.¶
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“TKe tKird or pKilosopKical cross Kas been in all initiations

tKe symbol of Nature, and its four elementary forms. TKe
four points represent tKe four indicible and incommunicable
letters of tKe occult tetragram, tKat eternal formula of tKe
Great Arcanum, G.'. A.:

“TKe two points on tKe rigKt represent force, as tKose
on tKe left symbolize loYe, and tKe four letters sKould be read
from rigKt to left, beginning by tKe rigKt-Kand upper corner,
and going tKence to tKe left-Kand lower corner, and so for tKe
otKers, maNing tKe cross of St. Andrew.

“TKe suppression of tKe two left-Kand points e[presses
tKe negation of tKe cross, tKe negation of mercy and of loYe.

“TKe af¿rmation of tKe absolute reign of force, and its
eternal antagonism, from aboYe to beneatK, and from beneatK
to aboYe.

“TKe glori¿cation of tyranny and 01 reYolt.
“TKe KieroglypKic sign of tKe unclean rite, witK wKicK,

rigKtly or wrongly, tKe Templars were reproacKed; it is tKe
sign of disorder and of eternal despair.”

SucK, tKen, are tKe ¿rst reYelations of tKe Kidden science
of tKe magi witK regard to tKese pKenomena of supernatural
manifestations. Now let it be permitted to us to compare
witK tKese strange signatures otKer contemporary apparitions
of pKenomenal writings, for it is really a brief wKicK science
ougKt to study before taNing it to tKe tribunal 01 public
opinion.

In tKe neigKbourKood of Caen, at Tilly-sur-Seulles, a
series of ine[plicable facts occurred some years ago, under
tKe inÀuence 01 a medium, or ecstatic, named Eugene Vintras.

One tKing, KoweYer, is re-
marNable in tKe inYectiYes of wKicK Ke is tKe object: Kis
adYersaries, tKougK straining eYery effort in order to scourge
Kim, recognize tKe trutK of Kis miracles, and content tKem-
selYes witK attributing tKem to tKe deYil.

WKat, tKen, are tKese so autKentic miracles of Vintras.�
On tKis subject we are better informed tKan anybody, as will.
soon appear. Af¿daYits signed by Konourable witnesses,
persons wKo are artists, doctors, priests, all men aboYe re—

proacK, KaYe been communicated to us; we KaYe Tuestioned
eye-witnesses, and, better tKan tKat, we KaYe seen witK our
own eyes. TKe facts deSerYe to be described in detail.

TKere is in Paris a writer named Mr. Madrolle, wKo is, to
say tKe least of it, a bit eccentric. He is an old man of good
family. He wrote at ¿rst on beKalf of CatKolicism in tKe
most e[alted way, receiYed most Àattering encouragements
from ecclesiastical autKority, and eYen letters from tKe Holy
See. TKen Ke saw Vintras; and, led away by tKe prestige of
Kis miracles, became adetermined sectarian, and an irreconcil-
able enemy of tKe KierarcKy and of tKe clergy.

At¶tKe period wKen ElipKas LeYi was publisKing Kis
Dogma et 727246@ de la: Nai/tte magie, Ke receiYed a pampKlet
from Mr. Madrolle wKicK astonisKed Kim. In it, tKe autKor
Yigorously sustained tKe most unKeard of parado[es in tKe
disordered style of tKe ecstatics. For Kim, life sufficed for
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tKe e[piation of tKe greatest crimes, since it was tKe conse-
Tuence of a sentence of deatK. TKe most wicNed men, being
tKe most unKappy of all, seemed to Kim to offer tKe sublimest
of e[piations to God. He broNe all bounds in Kis attacN on
all repression and all damnation. “A religion wKicK damns,”
Ke cried, “is a damned religion ! " He furtKer preacKed tKe
most absolute licence under tKe prete[t of cKarity, and so far
forgot Kimself as to say, tKat tKe most imperfect and tKe most
aììan/mil)! repreKensible act of loYe was wortK more tKem
tKe best of prayers` It was tKe MarTuis de Sade turned
preacKer ! 2 FurtKer, Ke denied tKe e[istence of tKe deYil witK
an entKusiasm often full of eloTuence.

“Can you conceiYe,” said Ke, “a deYil tolerated and
autKorized by God? Can you conceiYe, furtKer, a God wKo
made tKe deYil, and wKo allowed Kim to raYage creatures
already so weaN, and so prompt to deceiYe tKemselYes! Α
god of tKe deYil, in sKort, abetted, protected, and scarcely
surpassed in Kis reYenges, bya deYil of a god !” TKe rest of
tKe pampKlet was of tKe same Yigour. TKe Professor of
Magic was almost frigKtened, and inTuired tKe address of Mr.
Madrolle. It was not witKout some troubletKat Ke obtained
an interYiew witK tKis singular pampKleteer, and Kere is,
more or less, tKeir conYersation:

ELIPHAs LEVI. “ Sir, I KaYe receiYed a pampKlet from you.

“OK, no doubt; tKey KaYe said, and say still, tKat I am
mad. But it is notKing new tKat belieYers must undergo tKe
folly of tKe cross. I am e[alted, sir, because you yourself
would be so in my place, because it is impossible to remain
calm in tKe presence of prodigies. . .

“OK, oK, you speaN of prodigies, tKatinterests me. Come,
between ourselYes, and in all good faitK, of wKat prodigies are
you speaNing ?

“EK, wKat prodigies sKould tKey be but tKose of tKe
great propKet Elias, returned to eartK under tKe name of
Pierre MicKel ?"

“I understand; you mean Eugene Vintras. ItKaYe Keard Kis
propKecies spoNen of. But does Ke really perform miracles ? ¶ૃ

“ But tKe greatest l

" TKe most astonisKing !

" TKe most incontestable !

" TKe truest miracles tKat KaYe eYer been done on eartK
since tKe time of -esus CKrist! . . . WKat! TKousands
of Kosts appear on altars wKere tKere were none; wine
appears in empty cKalices, and it is not an illusion, it is wine, a
delicious wine . . . . celestial music is Keard, perfumes of tKe
world beyond ¿ll tKe room, and tKen blood . . . . real Kuman
blood (doctors KaYe e[amined it !), real blood, I tell you, sweats
and sometimes Àows from tKe Kosts, imprinting mysterious
cKaracters on tKe altars! I am talNing to you of wKat I KaYe
seen, of wKat I KaYe Keard, of wKat I KaYe toucKed, of wKat I
KaYe tasted ! And you want me to remain cold at tKe bidding
of an ecclesiastical autKority wKicK ¿nds it more conYenient
to deny eYerytKing tKan to e[amine tKe least tKing !

. . .”

“By permission, sir; it is in religious matters, aboYe all,
tKat autKority can neYer be wrong. . . . In religion, good is
KierarcKy, and eYil is anarcKy; to wKat would tKe inÀuence
of tKe priestKood be reduced, in effect, if you set up tKe prin-
ciple tKat one must ratKer belieYe tKe testimony of one¶s senses
tKan tKe decision of tKe CKurcK? Is not tKe CKurcK more
Yisible tKan all your miracles? TKose wKo see miracles and
wKo do not see tKe CKurcK are mucK more to be pitied tKan
tKe blind, for tKere remains to tKem not eYen tKe resource of
allowing tKemselYes to be led. . .

“Sir, I Nnow all tKat as well as you do. But God cannot
be diYided against Himself. He cannot allow good faitK
to be deceiYed, and tKe CKurcK itself could Kardly decide tKat
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I am blind wKen I KaYe eyes. . . . Here, see wKat -oKn
Huss says in Kis letter, tKe forty-tKird letter, towards tKe end :

“ ‘A doctor of tKeology said to me: “In eYerytKing I
sKould submit myself to tKe Council ; eYerytKing would tKen
be good and lawful for me.” He added: “If tKe Council
said tKat you Kad only one eye, altKougK you KaYe two, it
would be still necessary to admit tKat tKe Council was not
wrong.” “Were tKe wKole world,” I replied, “to af¿rm sucK
a tKing, so long as I Kad tKe use of my reason, I sKould not
be able to agree witKout wounding my conscience.”

¶ I will say
to you, liNe -oKn Huss, ‘Before tKere were a CKurcK and its
councils tKere were trutK and reason.¶ ”

“Pardon me if I interrupt, my dear sir; you were a
CatKolic at one time, you are no longer so; consciences are
free. I sKall merely submit to you tKat tKe institution of tKe
KierarcKical infallibility in matters of dogma is reasonable in
Tuite anotKer sense, and far more incontestably true tKan all
tKe miracles of tKe world. Besides, wKat sacri¿ces OugKt one
not to maNe in order to preserYe peace! BelieYe me, -oKn
Huss would KaYe been a greater man if Ke Kad sacri¿ced one
of Kis eyes to uniYersal concord, ratKer tKan deluge Europe
witK blood! Ο sir! let tKe CKurcK decide wKen sKe will
tKat I KaYe but one eye; I only asN Ker one faVour, it is to
tell me in wKicK eye I am blind, in order tKat I may close it
and looN witK tKe otKer witK an irreproacKable ortKodo[y ! ”

“ I admit tKat I am not ortKodo[ in your fasKion.”
“ I perceiYe tKat clearly. But let us come to tKe miracles!

You KaYe tKen seen, toucKed, felt, tasted tKem; but, come,
putting e[altation on one side, please giYe me a tKorougKly
detailed and circumstantial account of tKe affair, and, aboYe
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all, eYident proof of miracle. Am I indiscreet in asNing you
tKat?"

“Not tKe least in tKe world; but wKicK sKall I cKoose?
TKere are so many ! ”

“Let me tKinN,” added Mr. Madrolle, after a moment¶s
reÀection and witK a sligKt trembling in tKe Yoice, “tKe
propKet is in. London, and we are Kere. EK ! well, if you only
maNe a mental reTuest to tKe propKet to send you immediately
tKe communion, and if in a place designated by you, in your
own Kouse, in a clotK, or in a booN, you found a Kost on your
return, wKat would you say?”

“I sKould declare tKe fact ine[plicable by ordinary critical
rules.”

“OK, well, sir,” cried Mr. Madrolle, triumpKantly, “tKere
is a tKing tKat often Kappens to me; wKeneYer I wisK, tKat is
to say, wKeneYer I am prepared and Kope Kumbly to be wortKy
of it!

“ Sir, you do us Konour. Has tKen tKe good Desbarrolles
astonisKed you by Kis science ? ”

“OK, certainly Ke possesses in a Yery remarNable degree
tKe secrets of cKeiromancy; by merely inspecting my Kand,
Ke told me nearly tKe wKole Kistory of my life.”
“He is Tuite capable of tKat. But did Ke enter into tKe

smallest details ?"
“Suf¿ciently, sir, to conYince me of Kis e[traordinary

power.”
“Did Ke tell you tKat you were once tKe Yicar of
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Mont—Louis, in tKe diocese of Tours? TKat you are tKe
most zealous disciple of tKe ecstatic Eugene Vintras? And
tKat your name is CKarYoz?” -

It was a Yeritable tKunderbolt; at eacK of tKese tKree
pKrases tKe old priest jumped in Kis cKair. WKen Ke Keard
Kis name, Ke turned pale, and rose as if a spring Kad been
released.

“You are tKen really a magician?” Ke cried ; “ CKarYoz is
certainly my name, but it is not tKat wKicK I bear; I call
myself La Paraz.”

“I Nnow it; La Paraz is tKe name of your motKer.
You KaYe left a suf¿ciently enYiable position, tKat of a country
Yicar, and your cKarming Vicarage, in order to sKare tKe
troubled e[istence of a sectary.”

“ Say of a great propKet ! ”

“Sir, I belieYe perfectly in your good faitK. But you
will permit me to e[amine a little tKe mission and tKe
cKaracter of your propKet.”

“Yes, sir; e[amination, full ligKt, tKe microscope of
science, tKat is all we asN. Come to London, sir, and
you will see! TKe miracles are permanently establisKed
tKere.”

“Would you be so Nind, sir, as to giYe me, ¿rst of all,
some e[act and conscientious details witK regard to tKe
miracles?”

“OK, as many as you liNe ! "

And immediately tKe old priest began to recount tKings
wKicK tKe wKole world would KaYe found impossible, but
wKicK did not eYen turn an eye-lasK of tKe Professor Of
Transcendental Magic.

I oYerturned it in
tKe sigKt of eYeryone, tKen I returned to Nneel at tKe foot 01

tKe altar, Kolding tKe cKalice between my two Kands . . .

Suddenly tKere was a sligKt noise; tKe noise of a drop of
water, falling into tKe cKalice from tKe ceiling, was distinctly
Keard, and a drop of wine appeared at tKe bottom of tKe Yase.

TKe wKole Kost bore in its centre a Keart in relief on botK
sides ; a clot of blood moulded in tKe form of a Keart, wKicK
seemed to KaYe been formed in tKe Kost itself in an ine[plicable
manner. TKe blood could not KaYe been applied from witKout,
for tKe imbibed colouring matter Kad left tKe particles adKering
to tKe e[terior surface Tuite wKite. TKe appearance of tKe
pKenomenon was tKe same on botK sides. TKe Master of
Magic was seized witK an inYoluntary trembling.

TKis emotion did not escape tKe old Yicar, wKo KaYing once
again done adoration and closed Kis reliTuary, drew from Kis
pocNet an album, and gaYe it witKout a word to ElipKas. . . .

TKere were copies of all tKe bleeding cKaracters wKicK Kad been
obserYed upon Kosts since tKe beginning of tKe ecstasies and
miracles of Vintras.

TKere were Kearts of eYery Nind, and many different sorts
of emblems. But tKree especially e[cited tKe curiosity of
ElipKas, to tKe KigKest point.

TKe Àaming star,
wKicK, wKen turned upside down, is tKe KierolgypKic sign of
tKe goat of BlacN Magic, wKose Kead may tKen be drawn in
tKe star, tKe two Korns at tKe top, tKe ears to tKe rigKt and
left, tKe beard at tKe bottom. It is tKe sign of antagonism
and fatality. It is tKe goat of lust attacNing tKe KeaYens witK
its Korns. It is a sign e[ecrated by initiates of a superior
ranN, eYen at tKe SabbatK.1

2�.—TKe two Kermetic serpents. But tKe Keads and tails,
instead of coming togetKer in two similar semicircles, were
turned outwards, and tKere was no intermediate line repre-
senting tKe caduceus. AboYe tKe Kead of tKe serpents, one
saw tKe fatal V, tKe TypKonian forN, tKe cKaracter of Kell. To
tKe rigKt and left, tKe sacred numbers III and VII were
relegated to tKe Korizontal line wKicK represents passiYe and
secondary tKings. TKe meaning of tKe cKaracter was tKen tKis :

Antagonism is eternal.
1 But if tKis were on a circular Kost, Kow could it be upside down P—O. M.
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God is tKe strife of fatal forces, wKicK always create tKrougK

destruction.

TKe tKings of religion are passiYe and transitory.
Boldness maNes use of tKem, war pro¿ts by tKem, and it is

by tKem tKat discord is perpetuated.
3�.-——Fina11y, tKe Tabalistic monogram of -eKoYaK, tKe -OD

and tKe HE, but upside down. TKis is, according to tKe
doctors of occult science, tKe most frigKtful of all blaspKemies,
and signi¿es, KoweYer one may read it, “ Fatality alone
e[ists: God and tKe Spirit are not. Matter is all, and spirit
is only a ¿ction of tKis matter demented. Form is more tKan
idea, woman more tKan man, pleasure more tKan tKougKt, Yice
more tKan Yirtue, tKe mob more tKan its cKiefs, tKe cKildren
more tKan tKeir fatKers, folly more tKan reason ! ”

TKere is wKat was written in cKaracters of blood upon tKe
pretended miraculous Kosts of Vintras!

We af¿rm upon our Konour tKat tKe facts cited aboYe are
sucK as we KaYe stated, and tKat we ourselYes saw and
e[plained tKe cKaracters according to magical science and tKe
true Neys of tKe QabalaK.

TKe disciple of Vintras also communicated to us tKe
description and design of tKe ponti¿cal Yestments giYen, said
Ke, by -esus CKrist Himself to tKe pretended propKet, during
one of Kis ecstatic trances. Vintras Kad tKese Yestments
made, and clotKes Kimself witK tKem in order to perform
Kis miracles. TKey are red in colour. He wears upon Kis
foreKead a cross in tKe form of a lingam; and Kis pastoral
staff is surmounted by a Kand, all of wKose ¿ngers are closed,
e[cept tKe tKumb and tKe little ¿nger.

Now, all tKat is diabolical in tKe KigKest degree. And is
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it not a really wonderful“ tKing, tKis intuition of tKe signs of a
lost science? For it is transcendental magic wKicK, basing
tKe uniYerse upon tKe two columns of Hermes and of

It is tKe perYerted and material translation of tKat great word
of St. Augustine: “LoYe, and do wKat you will !

reYeries of India witK tKe occult alpKabets of Hermes ?

tKat is tKat force? I will tell you. But I KaYe still
plenty of otKer miracles to tell; and tKis article is liNe a
judicial inYestigation. We must, before anytKing else,
complete it.

HoweYer, we may be permitted, before proceeding to otKer
accounts, to transcribe Kere a page from a German z'llzmzz'ne',

tKe worN of Ludwig TiecN ;

“If, for e[ample, as an ancient tradition informs us, some

TKis
force, by its resistance, eTuilibrated tKe creatiYe principle. It
is tKus tKat tKe EloKim gaYe birtK to tKe eartK. WKen, sub-
seTuently, men were placed upon tKe eartK by tKe Lord, as
intermediate spirits, in tKeir entKusiasm, wKicK led tKem to
searcK Nature in its deptKs, tKey gaYe tKemselYes oYer to
tKe influence of tKat proud and powerful genius, and wKen
tKey were softly raYisKed away oYer tKe precipice of deatK to
¿nd life, tKere it was tKat tKey began to e[ist in a real and
natural manner, as is ¿t for all creatures.”

TKis page needs no commentary, and e[plains suf¿ciently
tKe tendencies of wKat one calls spiritualism, or spz'rz'z‘z'sm.

In tKe course of tKe nigKt between tKe Ist and 2nd of
-anuary, 1857, ElipKas LeYi was awaNened suddenly by tKe
emotions of a bizarre and dismal dream.

“ Come and see your fatKer, wKo is about to die.”
TKis repeated nigKtmare made a painful impression upon

ElipKas: Ke Kad accepted, for tKe 3rd of -anuary, an inYita-
tion to dinner in pleasant company, but Ke wrote and e[cused
Kimself, feeling KimSelf little inclined for tKe gaiety of a banTuet
of artists. He remained, tKen, in Kis study; tKe weatKer was
cloudy; at midday-Ke receiYed a. Yisit from one of. Kis magical
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pupils, Viscount M——. WKen Ke left, tKe rain was; falling
in sucK abundance tKat ElipKas offered Kis umbrella to
tKe Viscount, wKo refused it. TKere followed a contest of
politeness, of wKicK tKe result was tKat ElipKas went out to
see tKe Viscount Kome. WKile tKey were in tKe street, tKe
rain stopped, tKe Viscount found a carriage, and ElipKas,
instead of returning to Kis Kouse, mecKanically crossed tKe
Lu[embourg, went out by tKe gate wKicK opens on tKe Rue
d¶Enfer, and found Kimself opposite tKe PantKeon.

A double row of bootKs, improYised for tKe FestiYal of
St. GeneYieYe, indicated to pilgrims tKe road to St. Etienne--
du-Mont. ElipKas, wKose Keart was sad, and conseTuently
disposed to prayer, followed tKat way and entered tKe cKurcK.
It migKt KaYe been at tKat time about four o¶clocN in tKe
afternoon.

After tKe cross, accompanied by its acolytes, and followed by
tKe cKoirboys, came tKe banner of St. GeneYieYe; tKen, walN-
ing in double ¿le, came tKe lady deYotees of St. GeneYieYe,
clotKed in blacN, witK a wKite Yeil on tKe Kead, a blue ribbon
around tKe necN, witK tKe medal of tKe legend, a taper in tKe
Kand, surmounted by tKe little gotKic lantern tKat tradition
giYes to tKe images of tKe saint. For, in tKe old booNs,

Yersing tKe naYe, went up again by tKe aisle at tKe left of tKe?

door, and came to tKe station of tKe tomb of St. GeneYieYe;?
tKen it returned by tKe rigKt-Kand aisle, cKanting tKe litanies?
as it went. A group of tKe faitKful followed tKe procession,?
and walNed immediately beKind tKe ArcKbisKop.?

ElipKas mingled in tKis group, in order more easily to get
tKrougK tKe crowd wKicK. was about to reform,so tKat Ke
migKt regain tKe door of tKe cKurcK. He was lost in reYerie,
softened by tKis pious solemnity.

TKe Kead of tKe procession Kad already returned to tKe
cKoir, tKe ArcKbisKop wasarriYing. at tKe railing of tKe naYe:
tKere tKe passage was too! narrow for tKree people to walN in
¿le; tKe ArcKbisKop wasin front, and tKe two grand—Yicars
beKind Kim, always Kolding tKe edges: of Kis cope, wKicK was
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tKus tKrown off, and drawn bacNwards, in sucK a manner tKat
tKe prelate presented Kis breast? uncoYered, and protected
only by tKe crossed embroideries of Kis stole.

TKen tKose wKo were beKind tKe ArcKbisKop saw Kim
tremble, and we Keard an interruption in a loud and clear
Yoice; but witKout sKouting, or clamour. WKat Kad been
said? It seemed tKat it was : “ Down witK tKe goddesses!
But. I tKougKt tKat I Kad not Keard arigKt, so out of place and
Yoid of sense it seemed. HoweYer, tKe e[clamation was
repeated twice or tKrice; tKen some one cried: “SaYe tKe
ArcKbisKop ! ” OtKer Yoices replied :- “To arms ! ” TKe crowd,
oYerturning tKe cKairs and tKe barriers, scattered, and rusKed
towards tKe doors sKrieNing.

At tKis moment De la MarcN cKarged at tKe Kead of Kis men witK tKe e[pected
success. TKe BisKop was brougKt before De la MarcN, wKo ¿rst cut Kim oYer
tKe face, tKen murdered Kim witK Kis own Kand, and caused Kis body to be
e[posed naNed in tKe great sTuare of Liege before St. Lambert¶s CatKedral.”

TKree years after tKe BisKops deatK, Ma[imilian, Emperor of Austria,
caused De la MarcN to be arrested at UtrecKt, wKere Ke was beKeaded in I485.
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as tKe Karmony of tKe orbs of KeaYen goes on for eYer, careless
of our reYolutions and of our anguisK.

ElipKas LeYi Kad been swept out of tKe cKurcK by tKe
crowd. He Kad come out by tKe rigKt-Kand door. Almost
at tKe same moment tKe left-Kand door was Àung Yiolently
open, and a furious group of men rusKed. out of tKe cKurcK.

“Mingle witK tKis of¿ce infernal eYocations. ʚ?

“ FinisK tKe of¿ce by tKe ligKt of a single taper, e[tinguisK
it immediately, and remain WitKout ligKt in tKe cKurcK tKus
profaned until sunrise. ʚ?

“On TKursday, mingle witK tKe consecrated water tKe
powder of tKe tongue and Keart of tKe blacN cocN, and let tKe
wKole be swallowed by a male. lamb of nine days old. . .
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TKe Kand refuses to write tKe rest. It is a mi[ture of

brutalizing practices and reYolting crimes, so constituted as
to Nill for eYermore judgment and conscience.1

But in order to communicate witK tKe pKantom of abso-
lute eYil, to realize tKat pKantom to tKe point of seeing and
toucKing it, is it not necessary to be witKout conscience and
witKout judgment?

TKere is doubtless tKe secret of tKis incredible perYersity,
of tKis murderous fury, of tKis unwKolesome Kate against all
order, all ministry, all KierarcKy, of tKis fury, aboYe all, against
tKe dogma wKicK sancti¿es peace, obedience, gentleness, purity,
under so toucKing an emblem as tKat of a motKer.

TKis wretcK tKougKt Kimself sure not to die. TKe
Emperor, tKougKt Ke, would be obliged to pardon Kim; an
Konourable e[ile awaited Kim; Kis crime would giYe Kim an
enormous celebrity; Kis reYeries would be bougKt for tKeir
weigKt in gold by tKe booNsellers. He would become
immensely ricK, attract tKe notice of a great lady, and marry
beyond tKe seas. It is by sucK promises tKat tKe pKantOm of
tKe deYil, long ago, lured Gilles de LaYal, Seigneur of Retz,
and made Kim wade from crime to crime. Α man capable of
eYoNing tKe deYil, according to tKe rites of tKe grimoz're
of Honorius, Kas gone so far upon tKe road of eYil tKat Ke is
disposed .to all Ninds of Kallucinations, and all lies. So,
Verger slept in blood, to dream of I Nnow not wKat abomin-
able pantKeon ; and Ke awoNe upon tKe scaffold.

Α great part of tKe pKenomena of Mr. Home belong to a
natural inÀuence similar to tKat of KasKisK.

TKis is tKe reason wKy tKe medium refuses to operate
e[cept before a small number of persons cKosen by Kim—
self.

TKe rest of tKese pKenomena sKould be attributed to
magnetic power.

To see anytKing at Mr. Home¶s Mamas is not a reassuring
inde[ of tKe KealtK of Kim wKo sees.

And eYen if Kis KealtK sKould be in otKer ways e[cellent,
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tKe Yision indicates a transitory perturbation of tKe nerYous
apparatus in its relation to imagination and ligKt.

TKe simple letters are diYided into four triplicities, KaYing
for titles tKe four letters of tKe diYine tetragam ?ʤʥʤי.

In tKe diYine tetragram, tKe IOD, as we KaYe just said,
symbolizes tKe productiYe and actiYe principle—TKe HE ʤ?

represents tKe passiYe productiYe principle, tKe erras.—TKe
VAU symbolizes tKe union of tKe two, or tKe lingam, and tKe.
¿nal HE is tKe image of tKe second reproductiYe principle;
tKat is to say, of tKe passiYe reproduction in tKe world of
effects and forms.

TKe twelYe simple letters, ʤʥʦʧʨʬʡʱʲʶʷ? and ?י or D, diYided
into tKrees, reproduce tKenotion of tKe primitiYe triangle, witK
tKe interpretation, and under tKe inÀuence, of eacK of tKe
letters of tKe tetragram.

One sees tKat tKe pKilosopKy and tKe religious dogma of
tKe QabalaK are tKere indicated in a complete but Yeiled
manner.

Let us now inYestigate tKe allegories of Genesis.
“In tKe beginning (ΙȠȣ tKe unity of being,) EloKim, tKe

witK Ker in Ker fall. TKey are tKen driYen out from tKe
sanctuary of trutK, and a Nerub (a bull-Keaded SpKin[, 'Yide
tKe KieroglypKs of Assyria, of India and of Egypt) is placed at
tKe gate of tKe garden of trutK in order to preYent tKe pro-
fane from destroying tKe tree of life. Here we KaYe mysterious
dogma, witK all its allegories and its terrors, replacing tKe
simplicity of trutK. TKe idol Kas replaced God, and fallen
Kumanity will not delay to giYe itself up to tKe worsKip of tKe
golden calf.

.

TKe mystery of tKe necessary and successiYe reactions of
tKe two principles on eacK otKer is indicated subseTuently
by tKe allegory of Cain and Abel. Force aYenges itself by
oppression for tKe seduction of weaNness ; martyred weaNness
e[piates and intercedes for force WKen it is condemned for its
crime to branding remorse. TKus is reYealed tKe eTuilibrium
of tKe moral world ; Kere is tKe basis of all tKe propKecies, and
tKe fulcrum of all intelligent political tKougKt. To abandon
a force to its own e[cesses is to condemn it to suicide.

Dupuis failed to understand tKe uniYersal religious dogma
of tKe QabalaK, because Ke Kad not tKe science of tKe beautiful
KypotKesis, partly demonstrated and realized more from day
to day by tKe discoYeries of science: I refer to ??`ʥשʢʬש/561<

(malogy.
DepriYed of tKis Ney of transcendental dogma, Ke could see

no more of tKe. gods tKan tKe sun, tKe seYen planets, and tKe
twelYe signs of tKe zodiac; but Ke did not see in tKe suntKe
image of tKe Logos of Plato, in tKe seYen planets tKe seYen
notes of tKe celestial gamut, and in tKe zodiac tKe Tuadrature
of tKe ternary circle of all initiations.

TKe Emperor -ulian, tKat adept of Μİ spiri! wKo was

neYer understood, tKat initiate wKose paganism was less
idolatrous tKan tKe faitK of certain CKristians, tKe Emperor-
-ulian, we say, understood better tKan Dupuis and Volney tKe
symbolic worsKip of tKe sun. In Kis Kymn to tKe Ning, Helios,
Ke recognizes tKat tKe star of day is but tKe reÀection and tKe
material sKadow of tKat sun of trutK wKicK illumines tKe
world of intelligence, and wKicK is itself only a ligKt borrowed
from tKe Absolute.

It is a remarNable tKing tKat -ulian Kas ideas of tKe
Supreme God, tKat tKe CKristians tKougKt tKey alone adored,
mucK greater and more correct tKan tKose of some of tKe
fatKers of tKe CKurcK, wKo were Kis contemporaries, and Kis
adYersaries.

TKis is Kow Ke e[presses Kimself in Kis defence of
Hellenism :

“It is not suf¿cient to write in a booN tKat God spaNe,
and tKings were made. It is necessary to e[amine wKetKer
tKe tKings tKat one attributes to God are not contrary to
tKe Yery laws of Being. For, if it is so, God could not
KaYe made tKem, for He could not contradict Nature witK-
out denying Himself. . . .

CKristian doctor, become tKe oracle of tKe tKeological scKools,
taNing Kis inspiration perKaps from tKese splendid words of
tKe misbelicYer, found Kimself obliged to bridle superstition
by writing tKat beautiful and braYe ma[im wKicK easily
resumes tKe tKougKt of tKe great Emperor :
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THE KEY OF THE MYSTERIES
“A tKing is not just because God wills it; but God wills

it because it is just.”
TKe idea of a perfect and immutable order in nature,

tKe notion of an ascending KierarcKy and of a descending
inÀuence in all beings, Kad furnisKed to tKe ancient Kiero-
pKants tKe ¿rst classi¿cation of tKe wKole of natural Kistory.
Minerals, Yegetables, animals were studied analogically; and
tKey attributed tKeir origin and tKeir properties to tKe passiYe
or to tKe actiYe principle, to tKe darNness or to tKe ligKt. TKe
sign of tKeir election or of tKeir reprobation, traced in tKeir
natural form, became tKe KieroglypKic cKaracter of a Yice or a
Yirtue; tKen, by dint of taNing tKe sign for tKe tKing, and
e[pressing tKe tKing by tKe sign, tKey ended by confounding
tKem. SucK is tKe origin of tKat fabulous natural Kistory, in
wKicK lions allow tKemselYes to be defeated by cocNs, wKere
dolpKins die of sorrow for tKe ingratitude of men, in wKicK
mandraNes speaN, and tKe stars sing. TKis encKanted world
is indeed tKe poetic domain of magic: but it Kas no otKer
reality tKan tKe meaning of tKe KieroglypKs wKicK gaYe it
birtK. For tKe sage wKo understands tKe analogies of tKe
transcendental QabalaK, and tKe e[act relation of ideas witK
signs, tKis fabulous country of tKe fairies is a country still
fertile in discoYeries ; for tKose trutKs wKicK are too beautiful,
or too simple to please men, witKout any Yeil, KaYe all been
Kidden in tKese ingenious sKadows.

Yes, tKe cocN can intimidate tKe lion, and maNe Kimself
master of Kim, because Yigilance often supplants force, and
succeeds in taming wratK.

To inYoNe is to adjure, tKat is to say, to swear by a name ;

it is to perform an act of faitK in tKat name, and to communi—
cate in tKe Yirtue wKicK it represents.

Words in tKemselYes are, tKen, good or eYil, poisonous or
wKolesome.

TKe most dangerous words are Yain and ligKtly uttered
words, because tKey are tKe Yoluntary abortions of tKougKt.

Α ¿ne style is an aureole of Koliness.
From tKese principles, some true, otKers KypotKetical, and

from tKe more or less e[aggerated conseTuences tKat tKey
draw from tKem, tKere resulted for superstitious Tabalists an
absolute con¿dence in encKantments, eYocations, conjurations
and mysterious prayers. Now, as faitK Kas always aCcom—

plisKed miracles, apparitions, oracles, mysterious cures, sudden
and strange maladies, KaYe neYer been lacNing to it.

It is tKus tKat a simple and sublime pKilosopKy Kas
become tKe secret science of BlacN Magic. It is from tKis
point of Yiew aboYe all tKat tKe QabalaK is still able to e[cite
tKe curiosity of tKe majority in our so distrustful and so
credulous century. HoweYer, as we KaYe just e[plained, tKat
is not tKe true science.

Men rarely seeN tKe trutK for its own saNe; tKey KaYe
always a secret motiYe in tKeir efforts, some passion to
satisfy, or some greed to assuage. Among tKe secrets of tKe
QabalaK tKere is one aboYe all wKicK Kas always tormented
seeNers; it is tKe secret of tKe transmutation of metals, and
of tKe conYersion of all eartKly substances into gold.

AlcKemy borrowed all tKese signs fromtKe QabalaK, and
it is upon tKe law of tKe analogies resulting from tKe Karmony
of contraries tKat it based its operations.

We KaYe spoNen at some lengtK in our booN entitled
Dogma ef Viti/ze! de >a Nauff: magie of a KieroglypKic monu-
ment (preserYed up to our own time under a futile prete[t)
wKicK alone e[plains all tKe mysterious writings of KigK
initiation. TKis monument is tKat Tarot of tKe BoKemians
wKicK gaYe rise to our games of cards. It is composed of
twenty-two allegorical letters, and of four series of ten Kiero-
glypKs eacK, referring to tKe four letters of tKe name of
-eKoYaK. TKe diYerse combinations of tKose signs, and tKe
numbers wKicK correspond to tKem, form so many Tabalistic
oracles, so tKat tKe wKole science is contained in tKis
mysterious booN. TKis perfectly simple pKilosopKical
macKine astonisKes by tKe deptK of its results.

It is a combined
series of progressiYe alpKabets wKere eacK letter represents a
word, tKe words correspond to eacK otKer, and complete
tKemselYes from one alpKabet to anotKer; and tKere is no
doubt tKat TritKemius was acTuainted witK tKe Tarot, and
made use of it to set Kis learned combinations in logical
order.

-erome Cardan was acTuainted witK tKe symbolical
alpKabet of tKe initiates, as one may recognize by tKe number
and disposition of tKe cKapters of Kis worN on Subtlety.
TKis worN, in fact, is composed of twenty-two cKapters, and
tKe subject of eacK cKapter is analogous to tKe number and
to tKe allegory of tKe corresponding card of tKe Tarot. We
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KaYe made tKe same obserYation on a booN of St. Martin
entitled A Nel/iiim! Pia/ure of Μİ Relations wKicK e[ist
between Gad, Maii (me! Μİ UniYerse. TKe tradition of tKis
secret Kas, tKen, neYer been interrupted from tKe ¿rst ages of
tKe QabalaK to our own times.

TKe table-turners, and tKose wKo maNe tKe spirits speaN
witK alpKabetical cKarts, are, tKen, a good many centuries
beKind tKe times; tKey do not Nnow tKat tKere e[ists an
oracular instrument wKose words are always clear and always
accurate, by means of wKicK one can communicate witK tKe
seYen genii of tKe planets, and maNe to speaN at will tKe
seYenty-two wKeels of AssiaK, of YetziraK, and of BriaK. For
tKat purpose it is suf¿cient to understand tKe system of
uniYersal analogies, sucK as Swedenborg Kas set it fortK in
tKe KieroglypKic Ney of tKe arcana; tKen to mi[ tKe cards
togetKer, and draw from tKem by cKance, always grouping
tKem by tKe numbers corresponding to tKe ideas on wKicK
one desires enligKtenment; tKen, reading tKe oracles as
Tabalistic writings ougKt to be read, tKat is to say, beginning
in tKe middle and going from rigKt to left for odd numbers,
beginning on tKe rigKt for eYen numbers, and interpreting
successiYely tKe number for tKe letter wKicK corresponds to it,
tKe grouping of tKe letters by tKe addition of tKeir numbers,
and all tKe successiYe oracles by tKeir numerical order, and
tKeir KieroglypKic relations.

TKis operation of tKe Tabalistic sages, originally intended
to discoYer tKe rigorous deYelopment of absolute ideas,
degenerated into superstition wKen it fell into tKe Kands
of tKe ignorant priests and tKe nomadic ancestors of tKe
BoKemians wKo possessed tKe Tarot in tKe Middle Ages;
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THE KEY OF THE MYSTERIES
tKey did not Nnow Kow to employ it. properly, and used it
solely for fortune-telling.

TKe game of cKess, attributed to Palamedes, Kas no otKer
origin tKan tKe Tarot, and one ¿nds tKere tKesame combina-
tions and tKe same symbols : tKe Ning, tKe Tueen, tKe NnigKt,
tKe soldier, tKe fool, tKe tower, and Kouses representing
numbers. In old times, cKess-players sougKt upon tKeir
cKess-board tKe solution of pKilosopKical and religious
problems, and argued silently witK eacK otKer in manoeuYring
tKe KieroglypKic cKaracters across tKe numbers. Our Yulgar
game of goose, reYiYed from tKe old Grecian game, and also
attributed to Palamedes, is notKing but a cKess-board witK
motionless ¿gures and numbers moYable by means of dice.
It is a Tarot disposed in tKe form of a wKeel, for tKe use of
aspirants to initiation. Now, tKe word Tarot, in wKicK one
¿nds “rota” and “tora,” itself e[presses, as William Postel
Kas demonstrated, tKis primitiYe disposition in tKe form of
a wKeel.

TKe KieroglypKs of tKe game of goose are simpler tKan
tKose of tKe Tarot, but one ¿nds tKe same symbols in it: tKe
juggler, tKe Ning, tKe Tueen, tKe tower, tKe deYil or TypKon,
deatK, and so on. TKe dice-indicated cKances of tKe game
represent tKose of life, and conceal a KigKly pKilosopKical
sense suf¿ciently profound to maNe sages meditate, and
simple enougK to be understood by cKildren.

TKe allegorical personage Palamedes is, KoweYer, identical
witK EnocK, Hermes, and Cadmus, to wKom Yarious mytKo-
logies KaYe attributed tKe inYention of letters. But, in tKe
conception of Homer, Palamedes, tKe man wKo e[posed tKe
fraud of Ulysses and fell a Yictim to Kis reYenge, represents
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tKe initiator or tKe man of genius wKose eternal destiny is to
be Nilled by tKose wKom Ke initiates. TKe disciple does not
become tKe liYing realization of tKe tKougKts of tKe Master
until Ke Kas drunN Kis blood and eaten Kis ÀesK, to use tKe
energetic and allegorical e[pression of tKe initiator, so ill
understood by CKristians.

TKe conception of tKe primitiYe alpKabet was, as one may
easily see, tKe idea of a uniYersal language wKicK sKould
enclose in its combinations, and eYen in its signs tKemselYes,
tKe recapitulation and tKe eYolutionary law of all sciences,
diYine and Kuman. In our own opinion, notKing ¿ner or
greater Kas eYer been dreamt by tKe genius of man; and we
are conYinced tKat tKe discoYery of tKis secret of tKe ancient
world Kas fully repaid us for so many years of sterile researcK
and tKanNless toil in tKe crypts of lost sciences and tKe
cemeteries of tKe past.

One of tKe ¿rst results of tKis discoYery sKould be to giYe
a new direction to tKe study of tKe KieroglypKic writings as
yet so imperfectly decipKered by tKe riYals and successors of
M. CKampollion.

TKe system of writing of tKe disciples of Hermes being
analogical and syntKetical, liNe all tKe signs of tKe QabalaK,
would it not be useful, in order to read tKe pages engraYed
upon tKe stones of tKe ancient temples, to replace tKese stones
in tKeir place, and to count tKe numbers of tKeir letters,
comparing tKem witK tKe numbers of otKer stones?

TKe obelisN of Lu[or, for e[ample, was it not one of tKe two
columns at tKe entrance of a temple? Was it at tKe rigKt-Kand
or tKe left-Kand pillar? If at tKe rigKt, tKese signs refer to
tKe actiYe principle; if at tKe left, it is by tKe passiYe principle
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tKat one must interpret its cKaracters. But tKere sKould be
an e[act correspondence of one obelisN witK tKe otKer, and
eacK sign sKould receiYe its complete sense from tKe analogy
of contraries. M. CKampollion found Coptic in tKe Kiero-
glypKics, anotKer saYant would perKaps ¿nd more easily, and
more fortunately, Hebrew; but wKat would one say if it were
neitKer Hebrew nor Coptic? If it were, for e[ample, tKe
uniYersal primitiYe language? Now, tKis language, wKicK
was tKat of tKe transcendental QabalaK, did certainly e[ist;
more, it still e[ists at tKe base of Hebrew itself, and of all tKe
oriental languages wKicK deriYe from it; tKis language is
tKat of tKe sanctuary, and tKe columns at tKe entrance of tKe
temples ordinarily contained all its symbols. TKe intuition
of tKe ecstatics comes nearer to tKe trutK witK regard to tKese
primitiYe signs tKan eYen tKe science of tKe learned, because,
as we KaYe said, tKe uniYersal Yital Àuid, tKe astral ligKt,
being tKe mediating principle between tKe ideas and tKe
forms, is obedient to tKe e[traordinary leaps of tKe soul
wKicK seeNs tKe unNnown, and furnisKes it naturally witK tKe
signs already found, but forgotten, of tKe great reYelations
of occultism. TKus are formed tKe pretended signatures
of spirits, tKus were produced tKe mysterious writings of
Gablidone, wKo appeared to Dr. LaYater, tKe pKantoms
of ScKroepfer, of St. MicKel-Vintras, and tKe spirits of
Mr. Home.'

If electricity can moYe a ligKt, or eYen a KeaYy body,
witKout one toucKing it, is it impossible to giYe by magnet-
ism a direction to electricity, and to produce, tKus naturally,
signs and writings? One can do it, doubtless; because one
does it.
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TKus, tKen, to tKose wKo asN us, “ WKat is tKe most

important agent of miracles?” we sKall reply—
“It is tKe ¿rst matter of tKe Great WorN.
“ It is MAGNETI=ED ELECTRICITY.”

EYerytKing Kas been created by ligKt.
It is in ligKt tKat form is preserYed.
It is by ligKt tKat form reproducesitself.
TKe Yibrations of ligKt are tKe principle of uniYersal

moYement.
By ligKt, tKe suns are attacKed to eacK otKer, and tKey

interlace tKeir rays liNe cKains of electricity.
Men and tKings are magnetized by ligKt liNe tKe suns,

and, by means of electro-magnetic cKains WKose tension is
caused by sympatKies and af¿nities, are able to communicate
witK eacK otKer from one end of tKe world to tKe otKer, to
caress or striNe, wound or Keal, in a manner doubtless natural,
but inYisible, and of tKe nature of prodigy.

TKere is tKe secret of magic.
Magic, tKat science wKicK comes to us from tKe magi !

Magic, tKe ¿rst of sciences!
Magic, tKe Koliest science, because it establisKes in tKe

sublimest manner tKe great religious trutKs!
Magic, tKe most calumniated of all, because tKe Yulgar

obstinately confound magic witK tKe superstitious sorcery
wKose abominable practices we KaYe denounced!

It is only by magic tKat one can reply to tKe enigmatical
Tuestions of tKe SpKin[ of TKebes, and ¿nd tKe solution of
tKose problems of religious Kistory wKicK are sealed in tKe
sometimes scandalous obscurities wKicK are to be found in
tKe stories of tKe Bible.
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TKe sacred Kistorians tKemselYes recognize tKe e[istence

and tKe power of tKe magic wKicK boldly riYalled tKat of Moses.
TKe Bible tells us tKat -annes and -ambres, PKaraoK¶s

magicians, at ¿rst performed Me same mima/es as Moses, and
tKat tKey declared tKose wKicK tKey could not imitate im—

possible to Kuman science. It is in fact more Àattering to tKe
self-loYe of a cKarlatan to deem tKat a miracle Kas taNen place,
tKan to declare Kimself conTuered by tKe science or sNill of a
fellow-magician—aboYe all, wKen Ke is a political enemy or a
religious adYersary.

WKen does tKe possible in magical miracles begin and end ?

Here is a serious and important Tuestion. WKat is certain is
tKe e[istence of tKe facts wKicK one Kabitually describes as
miracles. Magnetizers and sleep-waNers do tKem eYery day ;

Sister Rose Tamisier did tKem; tKe “illuminated” Vintras
does tKem still ; more tKan ¿fteen tKousand witnesses recently
attested tKose of tKe American mediums; ten tKousand peasants
of Berry and Sologne would attest, if need were, tKose of tKe
god CKeneau (a retired button-mercKant wKo belieYes Kimself
inspired by God). Are all tKese people Kallucinated or NnaYes?
Hallucinated, yes, perKaps, but tKe Yery fact tKat tKeir Kalluci-
nation is identical, wKetKer separately or collectiYely, is it not
a suf¿cientlygreat miracle on tKe part of Kim wKo produces it,
always, at will, and at a stated time and place?

To do miracles, and to persuade tKe multitude tKat one does
tKem, are Yery nearly tKe same tKing, aboYe all in a century as
friYolous and scof¿ng as ours. Now, tKe world is full of
wonder-maNers, and science is often reduced to denying tKeir
worNs or refusing to see tKem, in order not to be reduced to
e[amining tKem, or assigning a cause to tKem.

In tKe last century all Europe resounded witK tKe miracles

of Cagliostro. WKo is ignorant of wKat powers were attri—
buted to Kis ‘wine of Egypt,¶ and to Kis ‘eli[ir¶? WKat can
we add to tKe stories tKat tKey tell of Kis otKer-world
suppers, wKere Ke made appear in ÀesK and blood tKe illustri-
ous personages of tKe past? Cagliostro was, KoweYer, far
from being an initiate of tKe ¿rst order, since tKe Great WKite
BrotKerKood abandoned Kim 1 to tKe Roman InTuisition,
before wKom Ke made, if one can belieYe tKe documents to
Kis trial, so ridiculous and so odious an e[planation of tKe
Masonic trigram, L.'. P.'. D:.

But miracles are not tKe e[clusiYe priYilege of tKe ¿rst
order of initiates; tKey are often performed by beings witK-
out education or Yirtue. Natural laws ¿nd an opportunity
in an organism wKose e[ceptional Tuali¿cations are not
clear to us, and tKey perform tKeir worN witK tKeir inYariable
precision and calm. TKe most re¿ned gourmets appreciate
trufÀes, and employ tKem for tKeir purposes, but it is Kogs tKat
dig tKem up : it is analogically tKe same for plenty of tKings
less material and less gastronomical : instincts KaYe groping
presentiments, but it is really only science wKicK discoYers.

TKe actual progress of Kuman Nnowledge Kas diminisKed
by a great deal tKe cKances of prodigies, but tKere still remains
a great number, since botK tKe power of tKe imagination and
tKe nature and power of magnetism are not yet Nnown. TKe
obserYation of uniYersal analogies, moreoYer, Kas been neg-
lected, and for tKat reason diYination is no longer belieYed in.

1 TKis is no more an argument tKan to say tKat God “abandoned ” CKrist.
Martyrdom is usually cited on tKe otKer side. Besides, tKe fate of CaglioStro is
unNnown—at least to tKe world at large—O. M.
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A Tabalistic sage may, tKen, still astonisK tKe crowd and

eYen bewilder tKe educated :

I�——By diYining Kidden tKings; 2�——by predicting many
tKings to come ; 3�-—by dominating tKe will of otKers so as to
preYent tKem doing wKat tKey will, and forcing tKem to do
wKat tKey do not will; 4�——by e[citing apparitions and
dreams; 5�———by curing a large number of illnesses; 6�——-by

restoring life to subjects wKo display all tKe symptoms of
deatK ; 7�—lastly, by demonstrating (if need be, by e[amples)
tKe reality of tKe pKilosopKical stone, and tKe transmutation
of metals, according to tKe secrets of AbraKam tKe -ew, of
Flame@, and of Raymond Lully.

All tKese prodigies are accomplisKed by means of a single
agent wKicK tKe Hebrew calls OD, as did tKe CKeYalier de
ReicKenbacK, wKicK we, witK tKe ScKool of PasTualis
Martinez, call astral ligKt, wKicK Mr. de MirYille calls tKe
deYil, and wKicK tKe ancient alcKemists called AzotK. It
is tKe Yital element wKicK manifests itself by tKe pKenomena
of Keat, ligKt, electricity and magnetism, wKicK magnetizes all
terrestrial globes, and all liYing beings.

In tKis agent eYen are manifested tKe proofs of tKe Taba-
listic doctrine witK regard to eTuilibrium and motion, by
double polarity; wKen one pole attracts tKe otKer repels,
one produces Keat, tKe otKer cold, one giYes a blue or greenisK
ligKt, tKe otKer a yellow or reddisK ligKt.

TKis agent, by its different metKods of magnetization,
attracts us to eacK otKer, or estranges us from eacK otKer,
subordinates one to tKe wisKes of tKe otKer by causing Kim to
enter Kis centre of attraction, re—establisKes or disturbs tKe
eTuilibrium in animal economy by its transmutations and its.
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alternate currents, receiYes and transmits tKe imprints of tKe
force of imagination wKicK is in men tKe image and tKe
semblance of tKe creatiYe word, and tKus produces presenti-
ments and determines dreams. TKe science of miracles is
tKen tKe Nnowledge of tKis marYellous force, and tKe art of
doing miracles is simply tKe art of magnetizing or illuminat—
Mg beings, according to tKe inYariable laws of magnetism
or astral ligKt.

We prefer tKe word “ligKt” to tKe word “magnetism,”
because it is more traditional in occultism, and e[presses in a
more complete and perfect manner tKe nature of tKe secret
agent. TKere is, in trutK, tKe liTuid and drinNable gold of
tKe masters in alcKemy; tKe word “ OR ” (tKe FrencK word for
“ gold ) comes from tKe Hebrew “AOUR” wKicK signi¿es
“ligKt.” “WKat do you wisK?" tKey asNed tKe candidate in
eYery initiation : “ To see tKe ligKt,” sKould be tKeir answer.
TKe name of illuminati wKicK one ordinarily giYes to adepts,
Kas tKen been generally Yery badly interpreted by giYing to it
a mystical sense, as if it signi¿ed men wKose intelligence
belieYes itself to be ligKted by amiraculous day. "Illuminati¶
means simply, Nnowers and possessors of tKe ligKt, eitKer by
tKe Nnowledge of tKe great magical agent, or by tKe rational
and ontological notion of tKe absolute.

TKe uniYersal agent is a force tractable and subordinate
to intelligence. Abandoned to itself, it, liNe MolocK, deYours
rapidly all tKat to wKicK it giYes birtK, and cKanges tKe super-
abundance of life into immense destruction. It is, tKen,
tKe infernal serpent of tKe ancient mytKs, tKe TypKon of tKe
Egyptians, and tKe MolocK of PKoenicia; but if Wisdom,
motKer of tKe EloKim, puts Ker foot upon Kis Kead, sKe outwears
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all tKe ÀameswKicK Ke belcKes fortK, and pours witK full Kands
upon tKe eartK a YiYifying ligKt. TKus also it is said in tKe
=oKar tKat at tKe beginning of our eartKly period, wKen tKe
elements disputed among tKemselYes tKe surface of tKe eartK,
tKat ¿re, liNe an immense serpent, Kad enYeloped eYerytKing
in its coils, and was about to consume all beings, wKen diYine
clemency, raising around it tKe waYes of tKe sea liNe a Yest—
ment of clouds, put Ker foot upon tKe Kead of tKe serpent and
made Kim re-enter tKe abyss. WKo does not see in tKis
allegory tKe ¿rst idea, and tKe most reasonable e[planation, of
one of tKe images dearest to CatKolic symbolism, tKe triumpK
of tKe MotKer of God?

TKe Tabalists say tKat tKe occult name of tKe deYil, Kis
true name, is tKat of -eKoYaK written bacNwards. TKis, for
tKe initiate, is a complete reYelation of tKe mysteries of tKe
tetragram. In fact, tKe order of tKe letters of tKat great name
indicates tKe predominance of tKe idea oYer form, 01 tKe actiYe
oYer tKe passiYe, 01 cause oYer effect. By reYersing tKatorder
one obtains tKe contrary. -eKoYaK is Ke wKo tames Nature as
it were a superb Korse and maNes it go wKere Ke will ; CKaYajoK
(tKe demon) is tKe Korse witKout a bridle wKo, liNe tKose of
tKe Egyptians 01 1116 song of Moses, falls upon its rider, and
Kurls Kim beneatK it, into tKe abyss.

TKe deYil, tKen, e[ists really enougK for tKe Tabalists ; but
it is neitKer a person nor a distinguisKed power of eYen tKe
forces of Nature. TKe deYil is dispersion, or tKe slumber 01

tKeintelligence. It is madness and falseKood.
'TKus are e[plained tKe nigKtmares of tKe Middle Ages;

tKus, too, are e[plained tKe bizarre symbols of some initiates,
tKose of tKe Templars, for e[ample, wKo are mucK less to be
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blamed for KaYing worsKipped BapKomet, tKan for allowing its
image to be perceiYed by tKe profane. BapKomet, pantKeistic
¿gure of tKe uniYersal agent, is notKing else tKan tKe bearded
deYil of tKe alcKemists. One Nnows tKat tKe members of tKe
KigKest grades in tKe old Kermetic masonry attributed to a
bearded demon tKe accomplisKment of tKe Great WorN. At
tKis word, tKe Yulgar Kastened to cross tKemselYes, and to Kide
tKeir eyes, but tKe initiates of tKe cult of Hermes-PantKeos
understood tKe allegory, and were Yery careful not to e[plain
it to tKe profane.

Mr. de MirYille, in a booN to—day almost forgotten, tKougK
it made some noise a few montKs ago, giYes Kimself a great
deal of trouble to compile an account of Yarious sorceries, of tKe
Nind wKicK ¿ll tKe compilations of people liNe Delancre, Delrio,
and Bodin. He migKt KaYe found better tKan tKat in Kistory.
And witKout speaNing of tKe easily attested miracles of tKe
-ansenists of Port Royal, and of tKe Deacon Paris, wKat is
more marYellous tKan tKe great monomania of martyrdom
wKicK Kas made cKildren, and eYen women, during tKree
Kundred years, go to e[ecution as if to a feast? WKat more
magni¿cent tKan tKat entKusiastic faitK accorded during so
many centuries to tKe most incompreKensible, and, Kumanly
speaNing, to tKe most reYolting mysteries? On tKis occasion,
you will say, tKe miracles came from God, and one eYen.
employs tKem as a proof of tKe trutK of religion. But,wKat?
Keretics, too, let tKemselYes be Nilled for dogmas, tKis time
Tuite franNly and really absurd. TKey tKen sacri¿ced botK
tKeir reason and tKeir life to tKeir belief? OK, for Keretics, it
is eYident tKat tKe deYil was responsible. Poor folN, wKo
tooN tKe deYil for God, and God for tKe deYil! WKy KaYe
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tKey not been undeceiYed by maNing tKem recognize tKe true
God by tKe cKarity, tKe Nnowledge, tKe justice, and aboYe all,
by tKe mercy of Kis ministers ?

TKe necromancers wKo cause tKe deYil to appear after a
fatiguing and almost impossible series of tKe most reYolting
eYocations, are only cKildren by tKe side of tKat St. AntKony
of tKe legend wKo drew tKem from Kell by tKousands, and
dragged tKem eYerywKere after Kim, liNe OrpKeus, wKo
attracted to Kim oaNs, rocNs and tKe most saYage animals.

Callot alone, initiated by tKe wandering BoKemians
during Kis infancy into tKe mysteries of blacN sorcery, was
able to understand and reproduce tKe eYocations of tKe ¿rst
Kermit. And do you tKinN tKat in retracing tKose frigKtful
dreams of maceration and fasting, tKe maNers of legends KaYe
inYented? No; tKey KaYe remained far below tKe trutK.
TKe Cloisters, in fact, KaYe always been peopled witK nameless
spectres, and tKeir walls KaYe palpitated witK sKadows and
infernal larYae. St. CatKerine of Siena on one occasion passed
a weeN in tKe midst of an obscene orgy wKicK would KaYe
discouraged tKe lust of Pietro di Aretino ; St. TKeresa felt Ker-
self carried away liYing into Kell, and tKere suffered, between
walls wKicK eYer closed upon Ker, tortures wKicK only Kysteri-
cal women will be able to understand. . . . All tKat, one will
say, Kappened in tKe imagination of tKe sufferers. But wKere,
tKen, would you e[pect facts of a supernatural order to taNe
place? WKat is certain is tKat all tKese Yisionaries KaYe seen
and toucKed, tKat tKey KaYe Kad tKe most YiYid feeling of a
formidable reality. We speaN of it from our own e[perience,
and tKere are Yisions of our own ¿rst youtK, passed in retreat
and asceticism, wKose memory maNes us sKudder eYen now.
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God and tKe deYil are tKe ideals of absolute good and

eYil. But man neYer conceiYes absolute eYil, saYe as a false
idea of good. Good only can be absolute; and eYil is only
relatiYe to our ignorance, and to our errors. EYery man, in
order to be a God, ¿rst maNes Kimself a deYil ; but as tKe law
of solidarity is uniYersal, tKe KierarcKy e[ists in Kell as it does
in KeaYen. Α wicNed man will always ¿nd one more wicNed
tKan Kimself to do Kim Karm; and wKen tKe eYil is at its
clima[, it must cease, for it could only continue by tKe anniKi-
lation of being, wKicK is impossible. TKen tKe man-deYils, at
tKe end of tKeir resources, fall once more under tKe empire of
tKe god—men, and are saYed by tKose wKom one at ¿rst
tKougKt tKeir Yictims ; but tKe man wKo striYes to liYe a life
of eYil deeds, does Komage to good by all tKe intelligence and
energy tKat Ke deYelops in Kimself. For tKis reason tKe great
initiator said in Kis ¿guratiYe language: “ I would tKat tKou
wert cold or Kot; but because tKou art luNewarm, I will spew
tKee out of my moutK.”

TKe Great Master, in one of Kis parables, condemns only
tKe idle man wKo buried Kis treasure from fear of losing it in
tKe risNy operations of tKat banN wKicK we call life. To tKinN
notKing, to loYe notKing, to wisK for notKing, to do notKing
-—tKat is tKe real sin. Nature only recognizes and rewards
worNers.

TKe Kuman will deYelops itself and increases itself by its
own actiYity. In order to will truly, one must act. Action
always dominates inertia and drags it at its cKariot wKeels,
TKis is tKe secret of tKe inÀuence of tKe alleged wicNed oYer
tKe alleged good. How many poltroons and cowards tKinN
tKemselYes Yirtuous because tKey are afraid to be otKerwise !
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How many respectable women cast an enYious eye upon pros-
titutes ! It is not Yery long ago since conYicts were in fasKion.
WKy? Do you tKinN tKat public opinion can eYer giYe Komage
to Yice? No, but it can do justice to actiYity and braYery, and
it is rigKt tKat cowardly NnaYes sKould esteem bold brigands.

Boldness united to intelligence is tKe motKer of all
successes in tKis world. To undertaNe, one must Nnow; to
accomplisK, one must will ; to will really, one must dare ; and
in order to gatKer in peace tKe fruits of one¶s audacity, one
must Neep silent.

To KNOW, TO DARE, TO WILL, TO KEEP SILENT, are, as
we KaYe said elsewKere, tKe four Tabalistic words wKicK corre-
spond to tKe four letters of tKe tetragram and to tKe four
KieroglypKic forms of tKe SpKin[. To Nnow, is tKe Kuman
Kead; to dare, tKe claws of tKe lion; to will, tKe migKty
ÀanNs of tKe bull; to Neep silent, tKe mystical wings of
tKe eagle. He only maintains Kis position aboYe otKer men
wKo does not prostitute tKe secrets of Kis intelligence to tKeir
commentary and tKeir laugKter.

All men wKo are really strong are magnetizers, and tKe
uniYersal agent obeys tKeir will. It is tKus tKat tKey worN
marYels. TKey maNe tKemselYes belieYed, tKey maNe tKem-
selYes followed, and wKen tKey say, “TKis is tKus,” Nature
cKanges (in a sense) to tKe eyes of tKe Yulgar, and becomes
wKat tKe great man wisKed. “TKis is my ÀesK and tKis is
my blood,” said a Man wKo Kad made Kimself God by Kis
Yirtues; and eigKteen centuries, in tKe presence of a piece of
bread and a little wine, KaYe seen, toucKed, tasted and adored
ÀesK and blood made diYine by martyrdom! Say now, tKat
tKe Kuman will accomplisKes no miracles !
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Do not let us Kere speaN of Voltaire ! Voltaire was not a

wonder-worNer, Ke was tKe witty and eloTuent interpreter of
tKose on wKom tKe miracle no longer acted. EYerytKing in
Kis wOrN is negatiYe ; eYerytKing was af¿rmatiYe, on tKe con-
trary, in tKat of tKe “Galilean,” as an illustrious and too
unfortunate Emperor called Him.

And yet -ulian in Kis time attempted more tKan Voltaire
could accomplisK; Ke wisKed to oppose miracles to miracles,
tKe austerity of power to tKat of reYolt, Yirtues to Virtues,
wonders to wonders; tKe CKristians neYer Kad a more
dangerous enemy, and tKey recognized tKe fact, for -ulian was
assassinated ; and tKe GOlden Legend still bears witness tKat
a Koly martyr, awaNened in Kis tomb by tKe clamour of tKe
CKurcK, resumed Kis arms, and strucN tKe Apostate in tKe
darNness, in tKe midst of Kis army and of Kis Yictories.
Sorry martyrs, wKo rise from tKe dead to become Kangmen!
Too credulous Emperor, wKo belieYed in Kis gods, and in tKe
Yirtues of tKe past !

WKen tKe Nings of France were Kedged around witK tKe
adoration of tKeir people, wKen tKey were regarded as tKe
Lord¶s anointed, and tKe eldest sons of tKe CKurcK, tKey cured
scrofula. A man wKo is tKe fasKion can always do miracles
wKen Ke wisKes. Cagliostro may KaYe been only a cKarlatan,
but as soon as opinion Kad made of Kim “tKe diYine
Cagliostro,” Ke was e[pected to worN miracles; and tKey
Kappened.

WKen CepKas Barjona was notKing but a -ew proscribed
by Nero, retailing to tKe wiYes of slaYes a speci¿c for eternal
life, CepKas Barjona, for all educated people of Rome, was
only a cKarlatan; but public opinion made an apostle of tKe
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spiritualistic empiric ; and tKe successors of Peter, were tKey
Ale[ander VI, or eYen -oKn XXII, are infallible for eYery
man wKo is properly brougKt up, wKo does not wisK to put
Kimself uselessly outside tKe pale of society. So goes tKe
world.

CKarlatanism, wKen it is successful, is tKen, in magic as in
eYerytKing else, a great instrument of power. To fascinate
tKe mob cleYerly, is not tKat already to dominate it? TKe
poor deYils of sorcerers wKo in tKe Middle Ages stupidly got
tKemselYes burnt aliYe Kad not, it is easy to see, a great empire
on otKers. -oan of Arc was a magician at tKe Kead of Ker
armies, and at Rouen tKe poor girl was not eYen a witcK.
SKe only Nnew Kow to pray, and Kow to ¿gKt, and tKe prestige
wKicK surrounded Ker ceased as soon as sKe was in cKains.
Does Kistory tell us tKat tKe King of France demanded Ker
release? TKat tKe FrencK nobility, tKe people, tKe army
protested against Ker condemnation? TKe Pope, wKose
eldest son was tKe King of France, did Ke e[communicate tKe
e[ecutioners of tKe Maid of Orleans? No, notKing of all tKat!
-oan of Arc was a sorceress for eYery one as soon as sKe
ceased to be a magician, and it was certainly not tKe EnglisK
alone wKo burned Ker. WKen one e[ercises an apparently
superKuman power, one must e[ercise it always, or resign
oneself to perisK. TKe world always aYenges itself in a
cowardly way for KaYing belieYed too mucK, admired too
mucK, and aboYe all, obeyed too mucK.

We only understand magic power in its application. to
great matters. If a true practical >magician does not maNe
Kimself master of tKe world, it is tKat Ke disdains it. To wKat,
tKen, would. Ke degrade Kis soYereign power? “ I will giYe
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tKee all tKe Ningdoms of tKe world, if tKou wilt fall at my
feet and worsKip me,” tKe Satan of tKe parable said to -esus.
“Get tKee beKind me, Satan,” replied tKe SaYiour; “for it is
written, TKou sKalt adore God alone.” . . .

“ ELI, ELI, LAMA
SABACHTHANI ! was wKat tKis sublime and diYine adorer of
God cried later. If Ke. Kad replied to Satan, “I will not
adore tKee, and it is tKou wKo wilt fall at my feet, for I bid
tKee in tKe name of intelligence and eternal reason,” Ke would
not KaYe consigned Kis Koly and noble life to tKe most frigKtful
of all tortures. TKe Satan of tKe mountain was indeed cruelly
aYenged!

TKe ancients called practical magic tKe sacerdotal and
royal art, and one remembers tKat tKe magi were tKe masters
of primitiYe ciYilization, because tKey were tKe masters of all
tKe science of tKeir time.

To Nnow is to be able wKen one dares to will.
TKe ¿rst science of tKe practical Tabalist, or tKe magus, is

tKe Nnowledge of men. PKrenology, psycKology, cKiromancy,
tKe obserYation of tastes and of moYement, of tKe sound of
tKe Yoice and of eitKer sympatKetic or antipatKetic impres-
sions, are brancKes of tKis art, and tKe ancients were not
ignorant of tKem. Gall and SpurzKeim in our days KaYe
rediscoYered pKrenology. LaYater, following Porta, Cardan,
Taisnier, -ean Belot and some otKers KaYe diYined anew
ratKer tKan rediscoYered tKe science of psycKology; cKiro-
mancy is still occult, and one scarcely ¿nds traces of it in tKe
Tuite recent and Yery interesting worN of d¶Arpentigny. In
order to KaYe suf¿cient notion-s of it, one must remount to tKe
Tabalistic sources tKemselYes from wKicK tKe learned Cornelius
Agrippa drewwater. It is, tKen, conYenient to say a few words

on tKe subject wKile waiting for tKe worN of "our friend.
Desbarrolles.

TKe Kand is tKe instrument of action in man: it is, liNe
tKe face, a sort of syntKesis of tKe nerYous system, and sKould
also KaYe features and pKysiognomy. TKe cKaracter of tKe
indiYidual is traced tKere by undeniable signs. TKus, among
Kands, some are laborious, some are idle, some sTuare and
KeaYy, otKers insinuating and ligKt. Hard and dry Kands
are made for strife and toil, soft and damp Kands asN only
for pleasure. Pointed ¿ngers are inTuisitiYe and mystical,
sTuare ¿ngers matKematical, spatulated ¿ngers obstinate and
ambitious.

TKe tKumb, polle[, tKe ¿nger of force and power, corre-
sponds in tKe Tabalistic symbolism to tKe ¿rst letter of tKe
name of -eKoYaK. TKis ¿nger is tKen a syntKesis 01 tKe
Kand : if it is strong, tKe man is morally strong; if it is weaN,
tKe man is weaN. It Kas tKree pKalanges, of wKicK tKe ¿rst
is Kidden in tKe palm of tKe Kand, as tKe imaginary a[is of
tKe world traYerses tKe tKicNness of tKe eartK. TKis ¿rst
pKalan[ corresponds to tKe pKysical life, tKe second to tKe
intelligence, tKe tKird to tKe will. Greasy and tKicN palms
denote sensual tastes and great force of pKysical life; a
tKumb wKicK is long, especially in its last pKalan[, reYeals a
strong will, wKicK may go as far as despotism ; sKort tKumbs,
on tKe contrary, sKow cKaracters gentle and easily controlled.

TKe Kabitual folds of tKe Kand determine its lines. TKese
lines are, tKen, tKe traces of Kabits, and tKe patient obserYer
will Nnow Kow to recognize tKem and Kow to judge tKem.
TKe man wKose Kand folds badly is clumsy or unKappy. TKe
Kand Kas tKree principal functions: to grasp, to Kold, and to
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Kandle. TKe subtlest Kands seize and Kandle best; Kard and
strong Kands Kold longer. EYen tKe ligKtest wrinNles bear
witness to tKe Kabitual sensations of tKe organ. EacK ¿nger
Kas, besides, a special function from wKicK it taNes its name.
We KaYe already spoNen of tKe tKumb; tKe inde[ is tKe ¿nger
wKicK points out, it is tKat of tKe word and of propKecy; tKe
mediusdominates tKe wKole Kand, it is tKat of destiny; tKe
ring—¿nger is tKat of alliances and of Konours: cKiromancers
KaYe consecrated it to tKe sun ; tKe little ¿nger is insinuating
and talNatiYe, at least, so say simple folN and nursemaids, wKose
little ¿nger tells tKem so mucK. TKe Kand Kas seYen protuber—
ances wKicK tKe Tabalists, following natural analogies, KaYe
attributed to tKe seYen planets : tKat of tKe tKumb, to Venus ;

tKat of tKe inde[, to -upiter; tKat of tKe medius, to Saturn;
tKat of tKe ring-¿nger, to tKe Sun ; tKat of tKe little ¿nger, to
Mercury; tKe two otKers to Mars and to tKe Moon. Accord-
ing to tKeir form and tKeir predominance, tKey judged tKe
inclinations, tKe aptitudes, and conseTuently tKe probable
destinies of tKe indiYiduals wKo submitted tKemselYes to tKeir
judgment.

TKere is no Yice wKicK does not leaYe its trace, no Yirtue
wKicK Kas not its sign. TKus, for tKe trained eyes of tKe
obserYer, no Kypocrisy is possible. One will understand tKat
sucK a science is already a power indeed sacerdotal and
royal.

TKe prediction of tKe principal eYents of life is already
possible by means of tKe numerous analogical probabilities of
tKis obserYation : but tKere e[ists a faculty called tKat of pre-
sentiments or sensitiYism. EYents e[ist often in tKeir causes
before realizing tKemselYes in action ; sensitiYes see in adYance
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tKe effects in tKe causes. PreYious to all great eYents, tKere
KaYe been most astonisKingpredictions. In tKe reign of Louis
PKilippe we Keard sleep-walNers and ecstatics announce tKe
return of tKe Empire, and specify tKe date of its coming. TKe
Republic of 1848 was clearly announced in tKe propKecy of
OrYal, wKicK dated at least from 1830 and wKicK we strongly
suspect to be, liNe tKose worNs attributed to tKe brotKers
OliYarius, tKe postKumous worN of Mlle. Lenormand. TKis
is a matter of little importance in tKis tKesis.

TKat magnetic ligKt wKicK causes tKe future to appear,
also causes tKings at present e[isting, but Kidden, to be
guessed; as it is tKe uniYersal life, it is also tKe agent of
Kuman sensibility, transmitting to some tKe sicNness or tKe
KealtK of otKers, according to tKe fatal inÀuence of contracts,
or tKe laws of tKe will. It is tKat wKicK e[plains tKe power
of benedictions and of bewitcKments so clearly recognized by
tKe great adepts, and aboYe all by tKe wonderful Paracelsus.
An acute and judicious critic, Mr. CK. FauYety, in an
article publisKed by tKe ReYue ìKz'losoì/zz'gue et welzgz'euse,
appreciates in a remarNable manner tKe adYanced worNs of
Paracelsus, of Pomponacius, of Goglienus, of Crollius, and of
Robert Fludd on magnetism. But wKat our learned friend
and collaboratorstudies only as a pKilosopKical curiosity,
Paracelsus and Kis followers practised witKout being Yery
an[ious tKat tKe world sKould understand it; for it was for
tKem one of tKose traditional secrets witK regard to wKicK
silence is necessary, and wKicK it is suf¿cient to indicate to
tKose wKo Nnow, leaYing always a Yeil upon tKe trutK for tKe
ignorant.

Now Kere is wKat Paracelsus reserYed for initiates alone,
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and wKat we KaYe understood tKrougKdecipKering tKe Tabalistic
cKaracters, and tKe allegories of wKicK Ke maNes use in Kis
worN:

TKe Kuman soul is material ; tKe diYine mens is offered to
it to immortalize it and to maNe it liYe spiritually and indi-
Yidually, but its natural substance is Àuidic and collectiYe.

TKere are, tKen, in man, two liYes: tKe indiYidual or
reasonable life, and tKe common or instinctiYe life. It is by
tKis latter tKat one can liYe in tKe bodies of otKers, since tKe
uniYersal soul, of wKicK eacK nerVous organism Kas a separate
consciousness, is tKe same for all.

We liYe in a common and uniYersal life in tKe embryonic
state, in ecstasy, and” in sleep. In sleep, in fact, reason does
not act, and logic, wKen it mingles in our dreams, only does
so by cKance, in accordance WitK tKe accidents of purely
pKysical reminiscences.

In dreams, we KaYe tKe consciousness of tKe uniYersal
life; we mingle ourselYes witK water, ¿re, air, and eartK; we
Ày liNe birds ; we climb liNe sTuirrels ; we crawl liNe serpents ;

we are into[icated witK astral ligKt; we plunge into tKe
common reserYoir, as Kappens in a more complete manner
in deatK; but tKen (and it is tKus tKat Paracelsus e[plains
tKe mysteries of tKe otKer life) tKe wicNed, tKat is to say,
tKose wKo KaYe allowed tKemselYes to be dominated by tKe
instincts of tKe brute to tKe prejudice of Kuman reason, are
drowned in tKe ocean of tKe common life witK all tKe anguisK
of eternal deatK; tKe otKers swim upon it, and enjoy for eYer
tKe ricKes of tKat Àuid gold wKicK tKey KaYe succeeded in
dominating.

TKis identity of all pKysical life permits tKe stronger
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souls to possess tKemselYes of tKe e[istence of tKe otKers, and
to maNe au[iliaries of tKem ; it e[plains sympatKetic currents
eitKer near or distant, and giYes tKe wKole secret 01 occult
medicine, because tKe principle of tKis medicine is tKe grand
KypotKesis 01 uniYersal analogies, and, attributing all tKe
pKenomena of pKysical life to tKe uniYersal agent, teacKes
tKat one must act upon tKe astral body in order to react upon
tKe material Yisible body; it teacKes also tKat tKe essence of
tKe astral ligKt is a double moYement 01 attraction and
repulsion; just as Kuman bodies attract and repel one
anotKer, tKey can also absorb tKemselYes, e[tend one into
anotKer, and maNe e[cKanges; tKe ideas or imaginations
of one can inÀuence tKe form 01 tKe otKer, and subseTuently
react upon tKe e[terior body.

'l‘Kus are produced tKe so strange pKenomena of mater-
nal impressions, tKus tKe neigKbourKood of inYalids giYes
bad dreams, and tKus tKe soul breatKes in sometKing
unwKolesome wKen in tKe company of fools and NnaYes.

One may remarN tKat in boarding-scKools tKe cKildren
tend to assimilate in pKysiognomy; eacK place of education
Kas, so to speaN, a family air wKicK is peculiar to it. In
orpKan scKools conducted by nuns all tKe girls resemble eacK
otKer, and all taNe; on tKatobedient and effaced pKysiognomy
wKicK cKaracterizes ascetic education. Men become Kand-
some in tKe scKool of entKusiasm, of tKe arts, and 01 glory;
tKeybecome ugly in prison, and 01 sad countenance in
seminaries and in conYents.

Here it will be understood we leaYe Paracelsus, in order
tKat we may inYestigate tKe conseTuenCes and applications
01 Kis ideas, wKicK are simply tKose of tKe ancient magi, and
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to study tKe elements of tKat pKysical QabalaK wKicK we call
magic.

According to tKe Tabalistic principles formulated by tKe
scKool of Paracelsus, deatK is notKing but a slumber, eYer
growing deeper and more de¿nite, a slumber wKicK it would
not be impossible to stop in its early stages by e[ercising a
powerful action of will on tKe astral body as it breaNs loose,
and by recalling it to life tKrougK some powerful interest or
some dominating affection. -esus e[pressed tKe same tKougKt
wKen Ke said to tKe daugKter of -airus: “TKe maiden is not
dead, but sleepetK ”; and of Lazarus: “Our friend is fallen
asleep, and I go to waNe Kim.” To e[press tKis resurrection-
ist system in sucK a manner as not to offend common sense,
by wKicK we mean generally-Keld opinions, let us say tKat
deatK, wKen tKere is no destruction or essential alteration of
tKe pKysical organs, is always preceded by a letKargy of
Yarying duration. (TKe resurrection of Lazarus, if we could
admit it as a scienti¿c fact, would proYe tKat tKis state may
last for four days.1)

Let us now come to tKe secret of tKe Great WorN, wKicK
we KaYe giYen only in Hebrew, witKout Yowel points, in tKe
Rz¶z‘ue/ de >a !1612416 magie. Here is tKe complete te[t in
Latin, as one ¿nds it on page 144 of tKe SepKer YetziraK,
commented by tKe alcKemist AbraKam (Amsterdam, 1642) :

1 It will be objected tKat Lazarus stanN, but tKis is a tKing wKicK Kappens
freTuently to KealtKy people, as well as to sicN men, wKo recoYer in spite of it.
Besides, in tKe Gospel story, it is one of tKe bystanders wKo says tKat Lazarus
“by tKis time stinNetK, for Ke KatK been dead four days.” One may tKen
attribute tKis remarN to imagination—E. L. RatKer to tKe arrogance of tKe a
priori reasoner.—TRANS. '

Here is tKe FrencK translation of tKe Hebrew te[t wKicK
we KaYe transcribed in our ritual :

“ TKe tKirty-¿rst patK is called tKe perpetual intelligence ;

and it goYerns tKe sun and tKe moon, and tKe otKer stars
and ¿gures, eacK in its respectiYe orb. And it distributes
wKat is needful to all created tKings, according to tKeir
disposition to tKe signs and ¿gures."

TKis te[t, one sees, is still perfectly obscure for wKoeYer
is not acTuainted witK tKe cKaracteristic Yalue of eacK of tKe
tKirty-two patKs. TKe tKirty-two patKs are tKe ten numbers
and tKe twenty-two KieroglypKic letters of tKe QabalaK. TKe
tKirty—¿rst refers to w, wKicK represents tKe magic lamp, or
tKe ligKt between tKe Korns of BapKomet. It is tKe Tabalistic
sign of tKe oo, or astral ligKt, witK its two poles, and its
balanced centre. One Nnows tKat in tKe language of tKe
alcKemist tKe sun signi¿es gold, tKe moon silYer, and tKat
tKe otKer stars or planets refer to tKe otKer metals. One
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sKould now be able to understand tKe tKougKt of tKe -ew
AbraKam.

TKe secret ¿re of tKe masters of alcKemy was, tKen,
electricity ; and tKere is tKe better Kalf of tKeir grand arcanum ;

but tKey Nnew Kow to eTuilibrate its force by a magnetic
inÀuence wKicK tKey concentrated in tKeir atKanor. TKis
is wKat results from tKe obscure dogmas of Basil Valentine,
of Bernard TreYisan, and of Henry KKunratK, wKo, all of
tKem, pretend to KaYe worNed tKe transmutation, liNe Raymond.
Lully, liNe Arnaud de VilleneuYe, and liNe NicKolas Flamel.

TKe uniYersal ligKt, wKen it magnetizes tKe worlds, is
called astral ligKt; wKen it forms tKe metals, one calls it
azotK, or pKilosopKical mercury ; wKen it giYes life to animals,
it sKould be called animal magnetism.

TKe brute is subject to tKe fatalities of tKis ligKt; man is
able to direct it.

It is tKe intelligence wKicK, by adapting tKe sign to tKe
tKougKt, creates forms and images.

TKe uniYersal ligKt is liNe tKe diYine imagination, and
tKis world, wKicK cKanges ceaselessly, yet eYer remaining tKe
same witK regard to tKe laws of its con¿guration, is tKe Yast
dream of God.

Man formulates tKe ligKt by Kis imagination; Ke attracts
to Kimself tKe ligKt in suf¿cient Tuantities to giYe suitable
forms to Kis tKougKts and eYen to Kis dreams; if tKis ligKt
oYercomes Kim, if Ke drowns Kis understanding in tKe forms
wKicK Ke eYoNes, Ke is mad. But tKe Àuidic atmospKere of
madmen is often a poison for tottering reason and for e[alted
imaginations.

TKe forms wKicK tKe oYer-e[cited imagination produces
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in order to leadastray tKe understanding, are as real as
pKotograpKic images. One could not see wKat does not
e[ist. TKe pKantoms of dreams, and eYen tKe dreams of
tKe waNing, are tKen real images wKicK e[ist in tKe ligKt.

TKere e[ist, besides tKese, contagious Kallucinations.
But we Kere af¿rm sometKing more tKan ordinary Kallucina-
tions.

If tKe images attracted by diseased brains are in some
sense real, can tKey not tKrow tKem witKout tKemselYes, as
real as tKey receiYe tKem?

TKese images projected by tKe complete nerYous organism
of tKe medium, can tKey not affect tKe complete organism of
tKose wKo, Yoluntarily or not, are in nerYous sympatKy witK
tKe medium?

TKe tKings accomplisKed by Mr. Home proYe tKat all tKis
is possible.

Now, let us reply to tKose wKo tKinN tKat tKey see in
tKese pKenomena manifestations of tKe otKer world and facts
of necromancy.

We sKall borrow our answer from tKe sacred booN of tKe
Tabalists, and in tKis our doctrine is tKat of tKe rabbis wKo
compiled tKe =oKar.

AXIOM

TKe spirit clotKes itself to descend, and strips itself to
rise.

In fact :

WKy are created spirits clotKed witK bodies?
It is tKat tKey must be limited in order to KaYe a possible

e[istence. Stripped of all body, and become conseTuently
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witKout limit, created spirits would lose tKemselYes in tKe
in¿nite, and from lacN of tKe power to concentrate tKemselYes
somewKere, tKey would bedead and impotent eYerywKere, lost
as tKey would be in tKe immensity of God.

All created spirits KaYe, tKen, bodies, some subtler, some
grosser, according to tKe surroundings in wKicK tKey are
called to liYe.

TKe soul of a dead man would, tKen, not be able to liYe
in tKe atmospKere of tKe liYing, any more tKan we can liYe in
eartK or in water.

For an airy, or ratKer an etKereal, spirit, it would be
necessary to KaYe an arti¿cial body similar to tKe apparatus
of our diYers, in order tKat it migKt come to us.

All tKat we can see of tKe dead are tKe reÀections wKicK
tKey KaYe left in tKe atmospKeric ligKt, ligKt wKose imprints
we eYoNe by tKe sympatKy of our memories.

TKe souls of tKe dead are aboYe our atmospKere. Our
respirable air becomes eartK for tKem. TKis is wKat tKe
SaYiour declares in His Gospel, wKen He maNes tKe soul of
a saint say :

“Now tKe great abyss is establisKed between .us, and
tKose wKo are aboYe can no longer descend to tKose wKo are
below.”

TKe Kands wKicK Mr. Home causes to appear are, tKen,
composed of air coloured by tKe reflection wKicK Kis sicN
imagination attracts and projects.1

Yariations of temperature occasioned by tKe abnormal projections or sudden
absorptions of tKe ligKt.

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One toucKes tKem as one sees tKem; Kalf illusion, Kalf

magnetic and nerYous force.
TKese, it seems to us, are Yery precise and Yery clear

e[planations.
Let us reason a little witK tKose wKo support tKe tKeory

of apparitions from anotKer world :

EitKer tKose Kands are real bodies, or tKey are illusions.
If tKey are bodies, tKey are, tKen, not spirits.
If tKey are illusions produced by mirages, eitKer in us, or

outside ourselYes, you admit my argument.
Now, one remarN!
It is tKat all tKose wKo suffer from luminous congestion

or contagious somnambulism, perisK by a Yiolent or, at least,
a sudden deatK.

It is for tKis reason tKat one used to attribute to tKe deYil
tKe power of strangling sorcerers.

TKe e[cellent and wortKy LaYater Kabitually eYoNed tKe
alleged spirit of Gablidone.

He was assassinated.
A lemonade-seller of Leipzig, ScKroepfer, eYoNed tKe

animated images of tKe dead. He blew out Kis brains witK
a pistol.

One Nnows wKat was tKe unKappy end of Cagliostro.
A misfortune greater tKan deatK itself is tKe only

tKing tKat can saYe tKe life of tKese imprudent e[peri-
menters.

TKey may become idiots or madmen, and tKen tKey do not
die, if one watcKes oYer tKem witK care to preYent tKem from
committing suicide.

Magnetic maladies are tKe road to madness; tKey are
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always born from tKe KypertropKy or atropKy of tKe nerYous
system.

TKey resemble Kysteria, wKicK is one of tKeir Yarieties,
and are often produced, eitKer by e[cesses of celibacy, or tKose
of e[actly tKe opposite Nind.

One Nnows Kow closely connected witK tKe brain are tKe
organs cKarged by Nature witK tKe accomplisKment of Ker
noblest worN: tKose wKose object is tKe reproduction of being.

One does not Yiolate witK impunity tKe sanctuary of
Nature.

WitKout risNing Kis own life, no one lifts tKe Yeil “of tKe
great Isis.

Nature is cKaste, and it is to cKastity tKat sKe giYes tKe
Ney of life.

To giYe oneself up to impure loYes is to pligKt one¶s trotK
to deatK. ૃ

Liberty, wKicK is tKe life of tKe soul, is only preserYed in
tKe order of Nature. EYery Yoluntary disorder wounds it,—

prolonged e[cess murders it.
TKen, instead of being guided and preserYed by reason,

one is abandoned to tKe fatalities of tKe ebb and Àow of C

magnetic ligKt.
TKe magnetic ligKt deYours ceaselessly, because it is always

creating, and because, in order to produce continually, one
must absorb eternally.

TKence come Komicidal manias and temptations to commit
suicide.

TKence comes tKat spirit of perYersity wKicK Edgar Poe
Kas described in so impressiYe and accurate a manner, and
wKicK Mr. de MirYille would be rigKt to call tKe deYil.
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TKe deYilIS tKe giddiness of tKe intelligence stupe¿ed by

tKe irresolution of tKe Keart.
ItIS a monomania of notKingness, tKe lure of tKe abyss;

independently of wKat it may be according to tKe decisions of
tKe CatKolic, Apostolic, and Roman faitK, wKicK we KaYe not
tKe temerity to toucK.

As to tKe reproduction of signs and cKaracters by tKat
uniYersal Àuid, wKicK we call astral ligKt, to deny its possi-
bility would be to taNe little account of tKe most ordinary
pKenomena of 'Nature.

TKe mirage in tKe steppes of Russia, tKe palace of Morgan
le Fay, tKe ¿gures printed naturally in tKe Keart of stones
wKicK Gaffarel calls gamaNe¶s, tKe monstrous deformities of
certain cKildren caused by impressions of tKe nigKtmares of
tKeir motKers, all tKese pKenomena and many otKers proYe tKat
tKe ligKt is full of reÀections and images wKicK it projects and
reproduces according to tKe eYocations of tKe imagination, of
memory, or of desire. Hallucination is not always an
objectless reYerie: as soon as eYery one sees a tKing it is
certainly Yisible; but if tKis tKing is absurd one must
rigorously conclude tKat eYerybody is deceiYed or Kalluci-
nated by a real appearance.

To say (for e[ample) tKat in tKe magnetic parties of
Mr. Home real and liYing Kands come out of tKe tables, true
Kands wKicK some see, otKers toucK, and by wKicK still otKers
feel tKemselYes toucKed witKout seeing tKem, to say tKat
tKese really corporeal Kands are Kands of spirits, is to speaN
liNe cKildren or madmen; it implies a contradiction in terms.
But to deem tKat sucK or sucK apparitions, sucK or sucK
sensations, are produced, is simply to be sincere, and to mocN
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tKe mocNery of tKe normal man, eYen wKen tKese normal men
are as witty as tKis or tKat editor of tKis or tKat comic journal.

TKese pKenomena of tKe ligKt wKicK produce apparitions
always appear at epocKs wKen Kumanity is in labour. TKey
are pKantoms of tKe delirium of tKe world-feYer; it is tKe
Kysteria of a bored society. Virgil tells us in ¿ne Yerse tKat
in tKe time of Caesar Rome was full of spectres; in tKe time
of Vespasian tKe gates of tKe Temple of -erusalem opened of
tKemselYes, and a Yoice was Keard crying, “ TKe gods depart.”
Now, wKen tKe gods depart, tKe deYils return. Religious
feeling transforms itself into superstition wKen faitK is lost;
for souls need to belieYe, because tKey tKirst for Kope. How
can faitK be lost? How can science doubt tKe in¿nite
Karmony? Because tKe sanctuary of tKe absolute is always
closed for tKe majority. But tKe Ningdom of trutK, wKicK is
tKat of God, suffers Yiolence, and tKe Yiolent must taNe it by
force. TKere e[ists a dogma, tKere e[ists a Ney, tKere e[ists
a sublime tradition; and tKis dogma, tKis Ney, tKis tradition
is transcendental magic. TKere only are found tKe absolute
of Nnowledge and tKe eternal bases of law, guardian against
all madness, all superstition and all error, tKe Eden of tKe
intelligence, tKe ease of tKe Keart, and tKe peace of tKe soul.
We .do not say tKis in tKe Kope of conYincing tKe scoffer, but
only to guide tKe seeNer. Courage and good Kope to Kim;
Ke will surely ¿nd, since we ourselYes KaYe found.

TKe magical dogma is not tKat of tKe mediums. TKe
mediums wKo dogmatize can teacK notKing but anarcKy,
since tKeir inspiration is drawn from a disordered e[altation.
TKey are always predicting disasters; tKey deny KierarcKical
autKority; tKey pose, liNe Vintras, as soYereign pontiffs.
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TKe initiate, on tKe contrary, respects tKe KierarcKy before all,
Ke loYes and preserYes order, Ke bows before sincere beliefs,
Ke loYes all signs of immortality in faitK, and of redemption
by cKarity, wKicK is all discipline and obedience. We KaYe
just read a booN publisKed under tKe inÀuence of astral and
magnetic into[ication, and we KaYe been strucN by tKe
anarcKical tendencies witK wKicK it is ¿lled under a great
appearance of beneYolence and religion. At tKe Kead of tKis
booN one sees tKe symbol, or, as tKe magi call it, llle
signatum, of tKe doctrines wKicK it teacKes. Instead of tKe
CKristian cross, symbol of Karmony, alliance and regularity,
one sees tKe tortuous tendrils of tKe Yine, jutting from its
twisted stem, images of Kallucination and of into[ication.

TKe ¿rst ideas set fortK by tKis booN are tKe clima[ of tKe
absurd. TKe souls of tKe dead, it says, are eYerywKere, and
notKing any longer Kems tKem in. It is an in¿nite oYer-
crowded witK gods, returning tKe one into tKe otKer. TKe
souls can and do communicate witK us by means of tables
and Kats. And so, no more regulated instruction, no more
priestKood, no more CKurcK, delirium set upon tKe tKrone of
trutK, oracles wKicK write for tKe salYation of tKe Kuman race
tKe word attributed to Cambronne, great men wKo leaYe tKe
serenity of tKeir eternal destinies to maNe our furniture dance,
and to Kold witK us conYersations liNe tKose wKicK Beroalde
de VerYille1 maNes tKem Kold, in Le Mayer/z de ParYem'r.
All tKis is a great pity; and yet, in America, all tKis is

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spreading liNe an intellectual plague. Young America raYes,
sKe Kas feYer; sKe is, perKaps, cutting Ker teetK. But
France! France to accept sucK tKings! No, it is not pos-
sible, and it is not so. But wKile tKey refuse tKe doctrines,
serious men sKould obserYe tKe pKenomena, remain calm in
tKe midst of tKe agitations of all tKe fanaticisms (for in-
credulity also Kas its own), and judge after KaYing e[amined.

To preserYe one¶s reason in tKe midst of madmen, one¶s
faitK in tKe midst of superstitions, one¶s dignity in tKe midst
of buffoons, and one¶s independence among tKe sKeep of
Panurge, is of all miracles tKe rarest, tKe ¿nest, and tKe most
dif¿cult to accomplisK.

CHAPTER IV
FLUIDIC PHANTOMS AND THEIR MYSTERIES

THE ancients gaYe different names to tKese: larYae,
lemures (empuses). TKey loYed tKe Yapour of sKed blood,
and fled from tKe blade of tKe sword.

TKeurgy eYoNed tKem, and tKe QabalaK recognized tKem
under tKe name of elementary spirits.

TKey were not spirits, KoweYer, for tKey were mortal.
TKey were Àuidic coagulations wKicK one could destroy by

diYiding tKem.
TKey were a sort of animated mirages, imperfect emana-

tions of Kuman life. TKe traditions of BlacN Magic say tKat
tKey were born owing to tKe celibacy of Adam. Paracelsus
says tKat tKe Yapours of tKe blood of Kysterical women people
tKe air witK pKantoms; and tKese ideas are so ancient, tKat.
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we ¿nd traces of tKem in Hesiod, wKo e[pressly forbids tKat
linen, stained by a pollution of any sort, sKould be dried
before a ¿re.

Persons wKo are obsessed by pKantoms are usually
e[alted by too rigorous celibacy, or weaNened by e[cesses.

Fluidic pKantoms are tKe abortions of tKe Yital ligKt; tKey
are plastic media witKout body and witKout spirit, born from
tKe e[cesses of tKe spirit and tKe disorders of tKe body.

TKese wandering media may be attracted by certain
degenerates wKo are fatally sympatKetic to tKem, and wKo
lend tKem at tKeir own cost a factitious e[istence of a more or
less durable Nind. TKey tKen serYe as supplementary instru-
ments to tKe instinctiYe Yolitions of tKese degenerates : neYer
to cure tKem, always to send tKem fartKer astray, and to
Kallucinate tKem more and more.

If corporeal embryos can taNe tKe forms wKicK tKe
imagination of tKeir motKers giYes tKem, tKe wandering Àuidic
embryos ougKt to be prodigiously Yariable, and to transform
tKemselYes witK an astonisKing facility. TKeir tendency to
giYe tKemselYes a body in order to attract a soul, maNes tKem
condense and assimilate naturally tKe corporeal molecules
wKicK Àoat in tKe atmospKere.

TKus, by coagulating tKe Yapour of blood, tKey remaNe
blood, tKat blood wKicK Kallucinated maniacs see Àoating
upon pictures or statues. But tKey are not tKe only ones to
see it. Vintras and Rose Tamisier are neitKer impostors nor
myopics; tKe blood really flows; doctors e[amine it, analyse
it; it is blood, real Kuman blood: wKence comes it? Can it
be formed spontaneously in tKe atmospKere? Can it naturally
Àow from a marble, from a painted canYas or a Kost? No,
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doubtless; tKis blood did once circulate in Yeins, tKen it Kas
been sKed, eYaporated, dried, tKe serum Kas turned into
Yapour, tKe globules into impalpable dust, tKe wKole Kas
Àoated and wKirled into tKe atmospKere, and Kas tKen
been attracted into tKe current of a speci¿ed electro-
magnetism. TKe serum Kas again become liTuid; it Kas
taNen up and imbibed anew tKe globules wKicK tKe astral ligKt
Kas coloured, and tKe blood Àows.

PKotograpKy proYes to us suf¿ciently tKat images are real
modi¿cations of ligKt. Now, tKere e[ists an accidental and
fortuitous pKotograpKy wKicK maNes durable impressions of
mirages wandering in tKe atmospKere, upon leaYes of trees, in
wood, and eYen in tKe Keart of stones : tKus are formed tKose
natural ¿gures to wKicK Gaffarel Kas consecrated seYeral
pages in Kis booN of Curz'osz'z‘ps z'izozzz'es, tKose stones to
wKicK Ke attributes an occult Yirtue, and wKicK Ke calls
gamaNe¶s ,- tKus are traced tKose writings and drawings wKicK
so greatly astonisK tKe obserYers of ¿uidic pKenomena. TKey
are astral pKotograpKs traced by tKe imagination of tKe
mediums witK or witKout tKe assistance of tKe Àuidic larYae.

TKe e[istence of tKese larYae Kas been demonstrated to us
in a peremptory manner by a ratKer curious e[perience.
SeYeral persons, in order to test tKe magic power of tKe
American Home, asNed Kim to summon up relations wKicK
tKey pretended tKey Kad lost, but, wKo, in reality, Kad neYer
e[isted. TKe spectres did not fail to reply to tKis appeal, and
tKe pKenomena wKicK Kabitually followed tKe eYocations of
tKe medium were fully manifested.

TKis e[perience is suf¿cient of itself to conYict of tiresome
credulity and of formal error tKose wKo belieYe tKat spirits

interYene to produce tKese strange pKenomena. TKat tKe
dead may return, it is aboYe all necessary tKat tKey sKould
KaYe e[isted, and demons would not so easily be tKe dupes of
our mysti¿cations.

LiNe all CatKolics, we belieYe in tKe e[istence of spirits of
darNness, but we Nnow also tKat tKe diYine power Kas giYen
tKem tKe darNness for an eternal prison, and tKat tKe
Redeemer saw Satan fall from KeaYen liNe ligKtning. If tKe
demons tempt us, it is by tKe Yoluntary complicity of our
passions, and it is not permitted to tKem to maNe Kead
against tKe empire of God, and by stupid and useless mani-
festations to disturb tKe eternal order of Nature.

TKe diabolical signatures and cKaracters, wKicK are
produced witKout tKe Nnowledge of tKe medium, are eYidently
not proofs of a tacit or formal pact between tKese degenerates
and intelligences of tKe abyss. TKese signs KaYe serYed from
tKe beginning to e[press astral Yertigo, and remain in a state
of mirage in tKe reÀections of tKe diYulged ligKt. Nature
also Kas its recollections, and sends to us tKe same signs to
correspond to tKe same ideas. In all tKis, tKere is notKing
eitKer supernatural or infernal.

“How? do you want me to admit," said to us tKe Cure
CKarYoz, tKe ¿rst Yicar of Vintras, “tKat Satan dares to
impress Kis Kideous stigmata upon consecrated materials,
wKicK KaYe become tKe actual body of -esus CKrist?” We
declared immediately, tKat it was eTually impossible for us to
pronounce in faYour of sucK a blaspKemy; and yet, as we
demonstrated in our articles in tKe Esz‘afez‘z‘e, tKe signs
printed in bleeding cKaracters upon tKe Kosts of Vintras,
regularly consecrated by CKarYoz, were tKose wKicK, in
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BlacN Magic, are absolutely recognized for tKe signatures of
demons.

Astral writings are often ridiculous or obscene. TKe
pretended spirits, wKen Tuestioned on tKe greater mysteries
of Nature, often reply by tKat coarse word wKicK became, so
tKey say, Keroic on one occasion, in tKe military moutK of
Cambronne. TKe drawings wKicK pencils will trace if left to
tKeir own deYices Yery often reproduce sKapeless pKalli, sucK
as tKe anaemic Kooligan, as one migKt picturesTuely call Kim,
sNetcKes on tKe Koardings as Ke wKistles, a furtKer proof of
our KypotKesis, tKat wit in no way presides at tKose mani—

festations, and tKat it would be aboYe all soYereignly absurd
to recognize in tKem tKe interYention of spirits released
from tKe bondage of matter.

TKe -esuit, Paul Sau¿dius, wKo Kas written on tKe
manners and customs of tKe -apanese, tells us a Yery remarN-
able story. A troop of -apanese pilgrims one day, as tKey
were traYersing a desert, saw coming towards tKem a band
of spectres wKose number was eTual to tKat of tKe pilgrims,
and wKicK walNed at tKe same pace. TKese spectres, at ¿rst
witKout sKape, and liNe larYae, tooN on as tKey approacKed all
tKe appearance of tKe Kuman body. Soon tKey met tKe
pilgrims, and mingled witK tKem, gliding silently between
tKeir ranNs. TKen tKe -apanese saw tKemselYes double,
eacK pKantom KaYing become tKe perfect image and, as it
were, tKe mirage of eacK pilgrim. TKe -apanese were afraid,
and prostrated tKemselYes, and tKe bonze wKowas conducting
tKem began to pray for tKem witK great contortions and great
cries. WKen tKe pilgrims rose up again, tKe pKantoms Kad
disappeared, and tKe troop of deYotees was able to continue
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its patK in peace. TKis pKenomenon, wKose trutK we do
not doubt, presents tKe double cKaracters of a mirage, and of
a sudden projection of astral larYae, occasioned by tKe Keat of
tKe atmospKere, and tKe fanatical e[Kaustion of tKe pilgrims.

Dr. Brierre de Boismont, in Kis curious treatise, Tmz'te'
des Nal/zzcz'uafz'ons, tells us tKat a man, perfectly sane, wKo
Kad neYer Kad Yisions, was tormented one morning by a
terrible nigKtmare: Ke saw in Kis room a mysterious ape
Korrible to beKold, wKo gnasKed Kis teetK upon Kim, and gaYe
Kimself oYer to tKe most Kideous contortions. He woNe witK
a start, it was already day; Ke jumped from Kis bed, and was
frozen witK terror on seeing, really present, tKe frigKtful
object of Kis dream. TKe monNey was tKere, tKe e[act image
of tKe monNey of tKe nigKtmare, eTually absurd, eTually
terrible, eYen maNing tKe same grimaces. He could not
belieYe Kis eyes ; Ke remained nearly Kalf an Kour motionless,
obserYing tKis singular pKenomenon, and asNing Kimself
wKetKer Ke was delirious or mad. Ultimately, Ke approacKed
tKe pKantasm to toucK it, and it YanisKed.

Cornelius Gemma, in Kis Hz'Sfoz'ife crz'fz'Tue uniYerse/>6,
says tKat in tKe year 454, in tKe island of Candia, tKe pKantom
of Moses appeared to some -ews on tKe sea—side; on Kis
foreKead Ke Kad luminous Korns, in Kis Kand was Kis blasting
rod ;.and Ke inYited tKem to follow Kim, sKowing tKem witK
Kis ¿nger tKe Korizon in tKe direction of tKe Holy Land.
TKe news of tKis prodigy spread abroad, and tKe Israelites
rusKed towards tKe sKore in a mob. All saw, or pretended to
see, tKe marYellous apparition : tKey were, in number, twenty
tKousand, according to tKe cKronicler, wKom we suspect to be
sligKtly e[aggerating in tKis respect. Immediately Keads
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grow Kot, and imaginations wild; tKey belieYe in a miracle
more startling tKan was of old tKe passage of tKe Red Sea.
TKe -ews form in a close column, and runtowards tKe sea;
tKe rear ranNs pusK tKe front ranNs frantically: tKey tKinN
tKey see tKe pretended Moses walN upon tKe water. Α
sKocNing disaster resulted: almost all tKat multitude was
drowned, and tKe Kallucination was only e[tinguisKed witK
tKe life of tKe greater number of tKose unKappy Yisionaries.

Human tKougKt creates wKat it imagines ; tKe pKantoms of
superstition project tKeir deformities on tKe astral ligKt, and
liYe upon tKe same terrors wKicK giYe tKem. birtK. TKat blacN
giant wKicK reacKes its wings from east to west to Kide tKe
ligKt from tKe world, tKat monster wKo deYours souls, tKat
frigKtful diYinity of ignorance and fear—in a word, tKe deYil,
—is still, for a great multitude of cKildren of all ages, a frigKt—
ful reality. In our Dogma et ?”272161 de la lzazzz‘e 72mgz'e we
represented Kim as tKe sKadow of God, and in saying tKat, we
still Kid tKe Kalf of our tKougKt: God is ligKt witKout
sKadow. TKe deYil is only tKe sKadow of tKe pKantom of
God!

TKe pKantom of God! tKat last idol of tKe eartK; tKat
antKropomorpKic spectre wKicK maliciously maNes Kimself
inYisible; tKat ¿nite personi¿cation of tKe in¿nite; tKat
inYisible wKom one cannot see witKout dying—witKout dying
at least to intelligence and to reason, since in order to see tKe
inYisible, one must be mad ; tKe pKantom of Him wKo Kas no
body; tKe confused form of HimwKo is witKout form and witK—
out limit; it is in t/zat tKat, witKout Nnowing it, tKe greater
number of belieYers belieYe. He wKo 2'5 essentially, purely,
spiritually, witKout being eitKer absolute being, or an abstract
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being, or tKe collection of beings, tKe intellectual in¿nite in a
word, is so dif¿cult to imagine! Besides, eYery imagination
maNes its creator an idolater; Ke is obliged to belieYe in it,
and worsKip it. Our spirit sKould be silent before Him, and
our Keart alone Kas tKe rigKt to giYe Him a name: Our
FatKer!



BOOK II
MAGICAL MYSTERIES

CHAPTER I

THEORY OF THE WILL

HUMAN life and its innumerable dif¿culties KaYe for
object, in tKe ordination of eternal wisdom, tKe education of
tKe will of man.

TKe dignity of man consists in doing wKat Ke will, and in
willing tKe good, in conformity witK tKe Nnowledge of trutK.

TKe good in conformity witK tKe true, is tKe just.
-ustice is tKe practice of reason.
Reason is tKe word of reality.
Reality is tKe science of trutK.
TrutK is idea identical witK being.
Man arriYes at tKe absolute idea of being by two roads,

e[perience and KypotKesis.
HypotKesis is probable wKen it is necessitated by tKe

teacKings of e[perience; it is improbable or absurd wKen it is
rejected by tKis teacKing.

E[perience is science, and KypotKesis is faitK.
True science necessarily admits faitK; true faitK neces-

sarily recNons witK science.
Pascal blaspKemed against science, wKen Ke said tKat by

reason man could not arriYe at tKe Nnowledge of any trutK.
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In fact, Pascal died mad.
But Voltaire blaspKemed no less against science, wKen

Ke declared tKat eYery KypotKesis of faitK was absurd,
and admitted for tKe rule of reason only tKe witness of tKe
senses.

MoreoYer, tKe last word of Voltaire was tKis contradic—
tory formula: “GOD AND LIBERTY.”

God! tKat is to say, a Supreme Master, e[cludes eYery
idea of liberty, as tKe scKool of Voltaire understood it.

And Liberty, by wKicK is meant an absolute independence
of any master, wKicK e[cludes all idea of God.

TKe word GOD e[presses tKe supreme personi¿cation of
law, and by conseTuence, of duty; and if by tKe word
LIBERTY, you are willing to accept our interpretation, THE
RIGHT OF DOING ONE¶s DUTY, we in our turn will taNe it for
a motto, and we sKall repeat, witKout contradiction and
witKout error: “GOD AND LIBERTY.”

As tKere is no liberty for man but in tKe order wKicK
results from tKe true and tKe good, one may say tKat tKe
conTuest of liberty is tKe great worN of tKe Kuman soul.
Man, by freeing Kimself from Kis eYil passions and tKeir
slaYery, creates Kimself, as it were, a second time. Nature
made Kim liYing and suffering; Ke maNes Kimself Kappy
and immortal; Ke tKus becomes tKe representatiYe of
diYinity upon eartK, and (relatiYely) e[ercises its almigKty
power.

AXIOM I
NotKing resists tKe will of man, wKen Ke Nnows tKe trutK,

and wills tKe good.
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AXIOM II

To will eYil, is to will deatK. A perYerse will is a begins
ning of suicide.

AXIOM III
To will good witK Yiolence, is to will eYil, for Yiolence

produces disorder, and disorder produces eYil.
AXIOM IV

One can, and one sKould, accept eYil as tKe means of
good ; but one must neYer will it or do it, otKerwise onewould
destroy witK one Kand wKat one builds witK tKe otKer. Good
faitK neYer justi¿es bad means; it corrects tKem wKen one
undergoes tKem, and condemns tKem wKen one taNes tKem.

To KaYe tKe rigKt to possess always, one must will

patiently and long.

To pass one¶s life in willing wKat it is impossible to
possess always, is to abdicate life and accept tKe eternity of
deatK.

WKen tKe will is Yowed to tKe absurd, it is reproYed by
eternal reason.

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AXIOM X

It is by tKe will tKat tKe intelligence sees. If tKe will is
KealtKy, tKe sigKt is just. God said : “Let tKere be ligKt ! ”

and ligKt is; tKe will says, “ Let tKe world be as I will to see
it! ” and tKe intelligence sees it as tKe will Kas willed. TKis
is tKe meaning 01 tKe word, “ So be it,” wKicK con¿rms acts
of faitK.

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CHAPTER II
THE POWER OF THE WORD

IT is tKe word wKicK creates forms; and forms in tKeir
turn react upon tKe word, in order to modify it and com-
plete it.

EYery word of trutK is a beginning of an act of justice.
One asNs if man may sometimes be necessarily driYen to

eYil. Yes, wKen Kis judgment is false, and conseTuently Kis
word unjust.

But one is responsible for a false judgment as for a bad
action.

WKat falsifies tKe judgment is sel¿sKness and its unjust
Yanities.

TKe unjust word, unable to realize itself by creation,
realizes itself by destruction. It must eitKer slay or be
slain.

If it were able to remain witKout action, it would be tKe
greatest of all disorders, an abiding blaspKemy against
trutK.

SucK is tKat idle word of wKicK CKrist Kas said tKat one
will giYe account at tKe Day of -udgment. A jesting word,
a comicalitywKicK recreata and causes laugKter, is not an idle
word.

TKe beauty of tKe word is a splendour of trutK. Α true
word is always beautiful, a beautiful word is always true.

For tKis reason worNs of art are always Koly wKen tKey
are beautiful.
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WKat does it matter to me tKat Anacreon sKould sing of

BatKyllus, if in Kis Yerse I Kear tKe notes of tKat diYine
Karmony wKicK is tKe eternal Kymn of beauty? Poetry is
pure as tKe Sun ; it spreads its Yeil of ligKt oYer tKe errors of
Kumanity. Woe to Kim wKo would lift tKe Yeil in order to
perceiYe tKings ugly!

TKe Council of Trent decided tKat it was permissible for
wise and prudent persons to read tKe booNs of tKe ancients,
eYen tKose wKicK were obscene, on account of tKe beauty of
tKe form. Α statue of Nero or of Heliogabalus made liNea
masterpiece of PKidias, would it not be an absolutely beautiful
and absolutely good worN P—and would not Ke deserYe tKe
e[ecration of tKe wKole world wKo would propose to breaN it
because it was tKe representation of a monster?

Scandalous statues are tKose wKicK are badly sculptured,
and tKe Venus of Milo would be desecrated if one placed Ker
beside some of tKe Virgins wKicK tKey dare to e[Kibit in
certain cKurcKes. .

One realizes eYil in booNs of morality ill-written far more
tKan in tKe poetry of Catullus or tKe ingenious Allegories of
Apuleius.

TKere are no bad booNs, e[cept tKose wKicK are badly
conceiYed and badly e[ecuted.

EYery word of beauty is a word of trutK. It is a ligKt
crystallized in speecK.

But in order tKat tKe most brilliant ligKt may be produced
and made Yisible, a sKadow is necessary; and tKe creatiYe
word, tKat it may become ef¿cacious, needs contradictions.
It must submit to tKe ordeal of negation, of sarcasm, and tKen
to tKat more cruel yet, of indifference and forgetfulness.
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TKe Master said : “ If a corn of wKeat fall into tKe ground and
die, it abidetK alone; but if it die, it bringetK fortK mucK
fruit.”

Af¿rmation and negation must, tKen, marry eacK otKer, and
from tKeir union will be born tKe practical trutK, tKe real and
progressiYe word. It is necessity wKicK sKould constrain tKe
worNmen to cKoose for tKe corner—stone tKat wKicK tKey Kad
at ¿rst despised and rejected. Let contradiction, tKen, neYer
discourage men of initiatiYe! EartK is necessary for tKe
plougKsKare, and tKe eartK resists because it is in labour. It
defends itself liNe all Yirgins; it conceiYes and brings fortK
slowly liNe all motKers. You, tKen, wKo wisK to sow a new
plant in tKe ¿eld of intelligence, understand and respect tKe
modesties and reluctances of limited e[perience and slow-
moYing reason.

WKen a new word comes into tKe world, it needs swaddling
clotKes and bandages; genius brougKt it fortK, but it is for
e[perience to nourisK it. Do not fear tKat it will die of
neglect ! ObliYion is for it a faYourable time of rest, and contra-
dictions Kelp it to grow. WKen a sun bursts fortK in space it
creates worlds or attracts tKem to itself. A single sparN of
¿[ed ligKt promises a uniYerse to space.

All magic is in a word, and tKat word pronounced Tabal-
istically is stronger tKan all tKe powers of HeaYen, EartK and
Hell. WitK tKe name of fad ਱ȑ mm lld, one commands
Nature : Ningdoms are conTuered in tKe name of Adonai, and
tKe occult forces wKicK compose tKe empire of Hermes are one
and all obedient to Kim wKo Nnows Kow to pronounce duly
tKe incommunicable name of Agla.

In order to pronounce duly tKe great words of tKe QabalaK,
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one must pronounce tKem witK a complete intelligence, witK a
will tKat notKing cKecNs, an actiYity tKat notKing daunts. In
magic, to KaYe said is to KaYe done; tKe word begins witK
letters, it ends witK acts. One does not really will a tKing
unless one wills it witK all one¶s Keart, to tKe point of breaNing
for it one¶s dearest affections ; and witK all one¶s forces, to tKe
point of risNing 01165 KealtK, one¶s fortune, and one¶s life.

It is by absolute deYotion tKat faitK proYes itself and
constitutes itself. But tKe man armed witK sucK a faitK will
be able to moYe mountains.

TKe most fatal enemy of our souls is idleness. Inertia
into[icates us and sends us to sleep; but tKe sleep of inertia
is corruption and deatK. TKe faculties of tKe Kuman soul are
liNe tKe waYes of tKe ocean. To Neep tKem sweet, tKey need
tKe salt and bitterness of tears: tKey need tKe wKirlwinds of
HeaYen : tKey need to be sKaNen by tKe storm.

WKen, instead of marcKing upon tKe patK of progress, we
wisK to KaYe ourselYes carried, we are sleeping in tKe arms of
deatK. It is to us tKat it is spoNen, as to tKe paralytic man in
tKe Gospel, “TaNe up tKy bed and walN!” It is for us to-

carry deatK away, to plunge it into life.
Consider tKe magni¿cent and terrible metapKor of St.

-oKn ; Hell is a sleeping ¿re. It is a life witKout actiYity and
witKout progress; it is sulpKur in stagnation: stagnmz/z zgm's
İੁ sulpKuris.

TKe sleeping life is liNe tKe idle word, and it is of tKat tKat
men will KaYe to giYe an account in tKe Day of -udgment.

Intelligence speaNs, and matter stirs. It will not rest.
until it Kas taNen tKe form giYen to it by tKe word. BeKold
tKe CKristian word, Kow for tKese nineteen centuries it Kas put,
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tKe world to worN! WKat battles of giants! How many
errors set fortK and rebutted! How mucK deceiYed and
irritated CKristianity lies at tKe bottom of Protestantism, from
tKe si[teentK century to tKe eigKteentK! Human egotism, in
despair at its defeats, Kas wKipped up all its Stupidities in
turn. TKey KaYe re-clotKed tKe SaYiour of tKe world witK
eYery rag and witK eYery mocNing purple. After -esus tKe
InTuisitor tKey KaYe inYented tKe sans-culan? -esus !

Measure if you can all tKe tears and all tKe blood tKat KaYe
Àowed ; calculate audaciously all tKat will yet be sKed before
tKe arriYal of tKe Messianic reign of tKe Man-God wKo sKall
submit at once all passions to powers and all powers to justice.
THY KINGDOM COME! For nigK on nineteen Kundred years,
oYer tKe wKole surface of tKe eartK, tKis Kas been tKe cry of
seYen Kundred million tKroats, and tKe Israelites yet await tKe
MessiaK! He said tKat Ke would come, and come Ke will.
He came to die, and Ke Kas promised to return to liYe.

HEAVEN IS THE HARMONY OF GENEROUs SENTIMENTs.
HELL Is THE CONFLICT OF COWARDLY INSTINCTS.

WKen Kumanity, by dint of bloody and dolorous e[perience,
Kas truly understood tKis double trutK, it will abjure tKe Hell
of sel¿sKness to enter into tKe HeaYen of deYotion and of
CKristian cKarity.

TKe lyre of OrpKeus ciYilized saYage Greece, and tKe lyre
of AmpKion built TKebes tKe Mysterious, because Karmony is
trutK. TKe wKole of Nature is Karmony. But tKe Gospel is
not a lyre : it is tKe booN of tKe eternal principles wKicK sKould
and will regulate all tKe lyres and all tKe liYing Karmonies of
tKe uniYerse.
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WKile tKe world does not understand tKese tKree words :

TrutK, Reason, -ustice, and tKese : Duty, HierarcKy, Society,
tKe reYolutionary motto, “ Liberty, ETuality, Fraternity, ” will
be notKing but a tKreefold lie.

CHAPTER III
MYSTERIOUS INFLUENCES

No middle course is possible. EYery man is eitKer good
or bad. TKe indifferent, tKe luNewarm are not good ; tKey are
conseTuently bad, and tKe worst of all tKe bad, for tKey are
imbecile and cowardly. TKe battle of life is liNe a ciYil war ;

tKose wKo remain neutral betray botK parties aliNe, and re-
nounce tKe rigKt to be numbered among tKe cKildren of tKe
fatKerland.

We all of us breatKe in tKe life of otKers, and we breatKe
upon tKem in some sorta part of our own e[istence. Good
and intelligent men are, unNnown to tKemselYes, tKe doctors
of Kumanity; foolisK and wicNed men are public poisoners.

TKere are people in wKose company one feels refresKed.
LooN at tKat young society woman! SKe cKatters, sKe
laugKs, sKe dresses liNe eYerybody else; wKy, tKen, is eYery-
tKing in Ker better and more perfect? NotKing is more
natural tKan Ker manner, notKing franNer and more nobly
free tKan Ker conYersation. Near Ker eYerytKing sKould be
at its ease, e[cept bad sentiments, but near Ker tKey are im-
possible. SKe does not seeN Kearts, but draws tKem to
Kerself and lifts tKem up. SKe does not into[icate, sKe
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encKants. Her wKole personality preacKes a perfection more
amiable tKan Yirtue itself. SKe is more gracious tKan grace,
Ker acts are easy and inimitable, liNe ¿ne music and poetry.
It is of Ker tKat a cKarming woman, too friendly to be Ker
riYal, said after a ball: “I tKougKt I saw tKe Holy Bible
frolicNing.”

Now looN upon tKe otKer side of tKe sKeet! See tKis
otKer woman wKo affects tKe most rigid deYotion, and would
be scandalized if sKe Keard tKe angels sing; but Ker talN is
maleYolent, Ker glance KaugKty and contemptuous; wKen sKe
speaNs of Virtue sKe maNes Yice loYable. For Ker God is a.

jealous Kusband, and sKe maNes a great merit of not deceiYing
Kim. Her ma[ims are desolating, Ker actions due to Yanity
more tKan to cKarity, and one migKt say after KaYing met
Ker at cKurcK : “ I KaYe seen tKe deYil at prayer.”

On leaYing tKe ¿rst, one feels one¶s self full of loYe for all
tKat is beautiful, good and generous. One is Kappy to KaYe
well said to Ker all tKe noble tKings witK wKicK sKe Kas
inspired you, and to KaYe been approYed by Ker. One says
to one¶s self tKat life is good, since God Kas bestowed it on
sucK souls as Kers; one is full of courage and of Kope. TKe
otKer leaYes you weaNened and bafÀed, or perKaps, wKat is
worse, full of eYil designs; sKe maNes you doubt of Konour,
piety and duty; in Ker presence one only escapes from
weariness by tKe door of eYil desires. One Kas uttered
slander to please Ker, Kumiliated one¶s self to flatter Ker
pride, one remains discontented witK Ker and witK one¶s
self.

TKe liYely and certain sentiment of tKese diYerse inÀuences
is proper to well-balanced spirits and delicate consciences,
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and it is precisely tKat wKicK tKe old ascetic writers called
tKe power of discerning spirits.

You are cruel consolers, said -ob to Kis pretended friends.
It is, in fact, tKe Yicious tKat afÀict ratKer tKan console.
TKey KaYe a prodigious tact for ¿nding and cKoosing tKe
most desperate banalities. Are you weepng for a broNen
affection? How simple you are! tKey were playing witK you,
tKey did not loYe you. You admit sorrowfully tKat your
cKild limps; in friendly fasKion tKey bid you remarN tKat Ke
is a KuncKbacN. If Ke cougKs and tKat alarms you, tKey
conjure you tenderly to taNe great care of Kim, perKaps Ke is
consumptiYe. Has your wife been ill for a long time? CKeer
up, sKe will die of it!

Hope and worN is tKe message of HeaYen to us by tKe
Yoice of all good souls. Despair and die, Hell cries to us in
eYery word and moYement, eYen in all tKe friendly acts and
caresses of imperfect or degraded beings.

WKateYer tKe reputation of any one may be, and wKat-
eYer may be tKe testimonies of friendsKip tKat tKat person
may giYe you, if, on leaYing Kim, you feel yourself less
well disposed and weaNer, Ke is pernicious for you: aYoid
Kim.

Our double magnetism produces in us two sorts of
sympatKies. We need to absorb and to radiate turn by turn.
Our Keart loYes contrasts, and tKere are few women wKo KaYe
loYed two men of genius in succession.

One ¿nds peace tKrougK tKe protection wKicK one¶s own
weariness of admiration giYes; it is tKe law of eTuilibrium;
but sometimes eYen sublime natures are surprised in caprices
of Yulgarity. Man, said tKe Abbe¶ Gerbet, is tKe sKadow of
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'a God in tKe body of a beast: tKere are in Kim tKe friends of
tKe angel and tKe Àatterers of tKe animal. TKe angel attracts
us; but if we are not on our guard, it is tKe beast tKat carries
us away: it will eYen drag us fatally witK it wKen it is a
Tuestion of beastliness; tKat is to say, of tKe satisfactions of
tKat life tKe nourisKer of deatK, wKicK, in tKe language of
beasts, is called “real life.” In religion, tKe Gospel is a
sure guide; it is not so in business, and tKere are a great
many peOple wKo, if tKey Kad to settle tKe temporal succession
of jesus CKrist, would more willingly come to an agreement
witK -udas Iscariot tKan witK St. Peter.

One admires probity, said -uYenal, and one leaYes it to
freeze to deatK` If sucK and sucK a celebrated man, for
e[ample, Kad not scandalously solicited wealtK, would one
eYer KaYe tKougKt of endowing Kis old muse? WKo would
KaYe left Kim legacies?

Virtue Kas our admiration, our purse owes it notKing,
tKat great lady is ricK enougK witKout us. One would ratKer
giYe to Yice, it is sopoor !

“I do not liNe beggars, and I only giYe to tKe poor wKo
are asKamed to beg,” said one day a man of wit. “ But wKat
do you giYe tKem since you do not Nnow tKem?” “I giYe
tKem my admiration and my esteem, and I KaYe no need to
Nnow tKem to do tKat.” “ How is it tKat you need so mucK
money?” tKey asNed anotKer, “ you KaYe no cKildren and no
calls on you.” “I KaYe my poor folN, and I cannot preYent
myself from giYing tKem a great deal of money.” “MaNe
me acTuainted witK tKem, perKaps I will giYe tKem sometKing
too.” “OK! you Nnow some of tKem already, I KaYe no
doubt. I KaYe seYen wKo cost me an enormous amoUnt, and
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an eigKtK wKo costs more tKan tKe seYen otKers. TKe seYen
are tKe seYen deadly sins ; tKe eigKtK is gambling.”

AnotKer dialogue :—
“GiYe me ¿Ye` francs, sir, I am dying of Kunger.”

“ Imbecilel you are dying of Kunger, and you want me to
encourage you in so eYil a course? You are dying of Kunger,
and you KaYe tKe impudence to admit it. You wisK to maNe
me tKe accomplice of your incapacity, tKe abetter of your
suicide. You want to put a premium on wretcKedness. For
wKom do you taNe me? Do you tKinN I am a rascal liNe
yourself? . . .”

And yet anotKer 1-
“By tKe way, old fellow, could you lend me a tKousand

pounds? Iwant to seduce an Konest woman.” “AK! tKat
is bad, but I can neYer refuse anytKing to a friend. Here
tKey are. WKen you KaYe succeeded you migKt giYe me Ker
address.” TKat is wKat is called in England, and elsewKere,
tKe manners of a gentleman.

“ TKe man of Konour wKo is out of worN steals, and does
not beg!” replied, one day, CartoucKe to a passer-by wKo
asNed alms of Kim. It is as empKatic as tKe word wKicK
tradition associates witK Cambronne, and perKaps tKe famous
tKief and tKe great general botK really replied in tKe same
manner.

It was tKat same CartoucKe wKo offered,.on anotKer
occasion, of Kis own accord and witKout it being asNed of
Kim, twenty tKousand pounds to a banNrupt. One must act
properly to one¶s brotKers.

Mutual assistance is a law of nature. To aid tKose wKo
are liNe ourselYes is to aid ourselYes. But aboYe mutual
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assistance rises a Kolier and greater law: it is uniYersal
assistance, it is cKarity. .

We all admire and loYe Saint Vincent de Paul, but we
KaYe also a secret weaNness for tKe cleYerness, tKe presence»
of mind, and, aboYe all, tKe audacity of CartoucKe.

TKe aYowed accomplices of our passions may disgust us
by Kumiliating us; at our own risN and peril our pride will
teacK us Kow to resist tKem. But wKat is more dangerous
for us tKan our Kypocritical and Kidden accomplices? TKey
follow us liNe sorrow, await us liNe tKe abyss, surround us
liNe infatuation. We e[cuse tKem in order to e[cuse ourselYes,
defending tKem in order to defend ourselYes, justifying tKem
in order to justify ourselYes, and we submit to tKem ¿nally
because we must, because we KaYe not tKe strengtK to resist.
our inclinations, because we lacN tKe will to do so.

TKey KaYe possessed tKemselYes of our ascendant, as
Paracelsus says, and wKere tKey wisK to lead us we sKall go.

TKey are our bad angels. We Nnow it in tKe deptKs of
our consciousness ; but we put up witK tKem, we KaYe made
ourselYes tKeir serYants tKat tKey also may be ours.

Our passions, treated tenderly and Àattered, KaYe become
slaYe-mistresses ; and tKose wKo serYe our passions our Yalets,
and our masters.

We breatKe out our tKougKts and breatKe in tKose of
otKers imprinted in tKe astral ligKt wKicK Kas become tKeir
electro—magnetic atmospKere: and tKus tKe companionsKip
of tKe wicNed is less .fatal to tKe good tKan tKat of Yulgar,
cowardly, and tepid beings. Strong antipatKy warns? us
easily, and saYes us from tKe contact of gross Yices ; it is not
tKus witK disguised Yices Yices to a certain e[tent diluted
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and become almost loYable. An Konest woman Will e[perience
notKing but disgust in tKe society of a prostitute, but sKe Kas
eYerytKing to fear from tKe seductions of a coTuette.

One Nnows tKat madness is contagious, but tKe mad are
more particularly dangerous wKen tKey are amiable and
sympatKetic. One enters little by little into tKeir circle of
ideas, one ends by understanding tKeir e[aggerations, wKile
partaNing tKeir entKusiasms, one grows accustomed to tKeir
logic tKat Kas lost its way, one ends by ¿nding tKat tKey are
not as mad as one tKougKt at ¿rst. TKence to belieYing tKat
tKey alone are rigKt tKere is but one step. One liNes tKem,
one approYes of tKem, one is as mad as tKey are.

TKe affections are free and may be based on reason, but
sympatKies are of fatalism, and Yery freTuently unreasonable.
TKey depend on tKe more or less balanced attractions of tKe
magnetic ligKt, and act on men in tKe same way as upon
animals. One will stupidly taNe pleasure in tKe society of a
person in wKom is notKing loYable, because one is mysteriously
attracted and dominated by Kim. And often enougK, tKese
strange sympatKies began by liYely antipatKies; tKe Àuids
repelled eacK otKer at ¿rst, and subseTuently became
balanced.

TKe eTuilibrating speciality of tKe plastic medium of
eYery person is wKat Paracelsus calls Kis ascendant, and Ke
giYes tKe name of ȕȐȗȦ” to tKe particular reÀection of tKe
Kabitual ideas of eacK one in tKe uniYersal ligKt.

One arriYes at tKe Nnowledge of tKe ascendant of a person
by tKe sensitiYe diYination of tKe ȕȐȗȦ”, and by a persistent
direction of tKe will. One turns tKe actiYe side of one¶s own
ascendant towards tKe passiYe side of tKe ascendant of
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anotKer wKen one wisKes to taNe Kold of tKat otKer and
dominate Kim.

TKe astral ascendant Kas been diYined by otKer magi, wKo
gaYe it tKe name of Mai/5271074 (Yorte[).

It is, say tKey, a current of specialized ligKt, representing
always tKe same circle of images, and conseTuently determined
and determining impressions. TKese Yortices e[ist for men
as for stars. “TKe stars,” said Paracelsus, “breatKe out
tKeir luminous soul, and attract eacK otKer¶s radiation. TKe
soul of tKe eartK, prisoner of tKe fatal laws of graYitation,
frees itself by specializing itself, and passes tKrougK tKe
instinct of animals to arriYe at tKe intelligence of man. TKe
actiYe portion of tKis will is dumb, but it preserYes in writing
tKe secrets of Nature. TKe free part can no longer read tKis
fatal writing witKout instantaneously losing its liberty. One
does not pass from dumb and YegetatiYe contemplation to
free Yibrating tKougKt witKout cKanging one¶s surroundings
and one¶s organs. TKence comes tKe forgetfulness wKicK
accompanies birtK, and tKe Yague reminiscences of our sicNly
intuitions, always analogous to tKe Yisions of our ecstasies
and of our dreams.”

TKis reYelation of tKat great master of occult medicine
tKrows a ¿erce ligKt on all tKe pKenomena of somnambulism
and of diYination. TKere also, for wKoeYer Nnows Kow to
¿nd it, is, tKe true Ney of eYocation, and of communication
witK tKe Àuidic soul of tKe eartK.

TKose persons wKose dangerous inÀuence maNes itself
felt by a single toucK are tKose wKo maNe part of a Àuidic
association, or wKo eitKer Yoluntarily or inYoluntarily maNe
use of a current of astral ligKt wKicK Kas gone astray. TKose,
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for e[ample, wKo liYe in isolation, depriYed of all communica-
tion witK Kumanity, and wKo are daily in ¿uidic sympatKy
witK animals gatKered togetKer in great number, as is ordin—

arily tKe case witK sKepKerds, are possessed of tKe demon
wKose name is legian,- in tKeir turn tKey reign despotically
oYer tKe Àuid souls of tKe ÀocNs tKat are con¿ded to tKeir
care: conseTuently tKeir good-will or ill-will maNes tKeir
cattle prosper or die; and tKis influence of animal sympatKy
can be e[ercised by tKem upon Kuman plastic mediums
wKicK are ill defended, owing eitKer to a weaN will or a
limited intelligence.

TKus are e[plained tKe bewitcKments wKicK are Kabitually
made by sKepKerds, and tKe still Tuite recent pKenomena of
tKe Presbytery of CideYille.

CideYille is a little Yillage of Normandy, wKere a few
years ago were produced pKenomena liNe tKose wKicK KaYe
since occurred under tKe influence of Mr. Home. M. de
MirYille Kas studied tKem carefully, and M. Gougenet Des--
mousseau[ Kas reprinted all tKe details in a booN, publisKed
in 1854, entitled Moan/5 e! ìmlz'gues des demam. TKe most
remarNable tKing in tKis latter autKor is tKat Ke seems to
diYine tKe e[istence of tKe plastic medium or tKe ¿uidic: body.
“ We KaYe certainly not two souls,” said Ke, “ but perKaps we
KaYe two bodies.” EYerytKing tKat Ke says, in fact, would
seem to proYe tKis KypotKesis. He saw a sKepKerd wKose
¿uidic form Kaunted a Presbytery, and wKo was wounded at a.
distance by blows inÀicted on Kis astral larYa.

We sKall Kere asN of MM. de MirYille and Gougenet Des-
mousseau[ if tKey taNe tKis sKepKerd for tKe deYil, and if, far
or near, tKe deYil sucK as tKey conceiYe Kim can be scratcKed.
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or wounded. At tKat time, in Normandy, tKe magnetic ill-
nesses of mediums were Kardly Nnown, and tKis unKappy
sleep-walNer, wKo ougKt to KaYe been cared for and cured,
was rougKly treated and eYen beaten, not eYen in Kis Àuidic
appearance, but in Kis prOper person, by tKe Vicar Kimself.
TKat is, one must agree, a singular Nind of e[orcism! If
tKose Yiolences really tooN place, and if tKey may be imputed
to a CKurcKman wKom one considers, and wKo may be, for all
we Nnow, Yery good and Yery respectable, let us admit tKat
sucK writers as MM. de MirYille and Gougenet Desmousseau[
maNe tKemselYes not a little Kis accomplices !

TKe laws of pKysical life are ine[orable, and in Kis animal
nature man is born a slaYe to fatality; it is by dint of strug-
gles against Kis instincts tKat Ke may win moral freedom.
Two different e[istences are tKen possible for us upon tKe
eartK ; one fatal, tKe otKer free. TKe fatal being is tKe toy or
instrument of a force wKicK Ke does not direct. Now, wKen
tKe instruments of fatality meet and collide, tKe stronger
breaNs or carries away tKe weaNer ; truly emancipated beings
fear neitKer bewitcKments nor mysterious inÀuences.

You may reply tKat an encounter witK Cain may be fatal
for Abel. Doubtless; but sucK a fatality is an adYantage to
tKe pure and Koly Yictim, it is only a misfortune for tKe
assassin.

-ust as among tKe rigKteous tKere is a great community of
Yirtues and merits, tKere is among tKe wicNed an absolute
solidarity of fatal culpability and necessary cKastisement.
Crimeresides in tKe tendencies of tKe Keart. Circumstances
wKicK are almost always independent of tKe will are tKe only
causes of tKe graYity of tKe acts. If fatality Kad made Nero
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a slaYe, Ke would KaYe become an actor or a gladiator, and.
would not KaYe burned Rome: would it be to Kim tKat one
sKould be grateful for tKat?

Nero was tKe accomplice of tKe wKole Roman people, and
tKose wKo sKould KaYe preYented tKem incurred tKe wKole re-
sponsibility for tKe frenzies of tKis monster. Seneca, BurrKus,
TKrasea, Corbulon, tKeirs is tKe real guilt of tKat fearful reign ;

great men wKo were eitKer sel¿sK or incapable! TKe only
tKing tKey Nnew was Kow to die.

If one of tKe bears of tKe =oological Gardens escaped and
deYoured seYeral people, would one blame Kim or Kis Neepers ?

WKoeYer frees Kimself from tKe common errors of manNind
is obliged to pay a ransom proportional to tKe sum of tKese
errors: Socrates pays for Aneitus, and -esus was obliged to
suffer a torment wKose terror was eTual to tKe wKole treason
of-udas

TKus, by paying tKe debts of fatality, Kard-won liberty
purcKases tKe empire of tKe world; it is Kers to bind and to
unbind. God Kas put in Ker Kands tKe Neys of HeaYen and
of Hell.

You men wKo abandon brutes to tKemselYes wisK tKem to
deYour you.

TKe rabble, slaYes of fatality, can only enjoy liberty by
absolute obedience to tKe will of free men; tKey ougKt to
worN for tKose wKo are responsible for tKem.

But wKen tKe brute goYerns brutes, wKen tKe blind leads
tKe blind, wKen tKe leader is as subject to fatality as tKe
masses, wKat must one e[pect? WKat but tKe most sKocNing
catastropKes? In tKat we sKall neYer be disappointed.

By admitting tKe anarcKical dogmas of 1789, Louis XVI
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launcKed tKe State upon a fatal slope. From tKat moment all
tKe crimes of tKe ReYolution weigKed upon Kim alone; Ke
alone Kad failed in Kis duty. Robespierre and Marat only did
wKat tKey Kad to do. Girondins and MontagnardsNilled eacK
otKer in tKe worNings of fatality, and tKeir Violent deatKs were
so many necessary catastropKes; at tKat epocK tKere was but.
one great and legitimate e[ecution, really sacred, really e[pia-
tory : tKat of tKe King. TKe principle of royalty would KaYe
fallen if tKat too weaN prince Kad escaped. But a transaction
between order and disorder was impossible. One does not
inKerit from tKose wKom one murders; one robs tKem; and
tKe ReYolution reKabilitated Louis XVI by assassinating Kim.
After so many concessions, so many weaNnesses, so many un-
wortKy abasements, tKat man, consecrated a second time by
misfortune, was able at least to say, as Ke walNed to tKe
scaffold: “TKe ReYolution is condemned, and I am always
tKe King of France ”!

To be just is to suffer for all tKose wKo are not just, but.
it is life: to be wicNed is to suffer for one¶s self witKout
winning life; it is to deceiYe one¶s self, to do eYil, and to
win eternal deatK.

To recapitulate: Fatal inÀuences are tKose of deatK.
LiYing inÀuences are tKose of life. According as we are
weaNer or stronger in life, we attract or repel witcKcraft.
TKis occult power is only too real, but intelligence and
Yirtue will always ¿nd tKe means to aYoid its obsessions and
its attacNs.

CHAPTER IV
MYSTERIES OF PERVERSITY

HUMAN eTuilibrium is composed of two attractions, one
towards deatK, tKe otKer towards life. Fatality is tKe Yertigo
wKicK drags us to tKe abyss; liberty is tKe reasonable effort
wKicK lifts us aboYe tKe fatal attractions of deatK. WKat is
mortal sin? It is apostasy from our own liberty; it is to
abandon ourselYes to tKe law of inertia. An unjust act is a
compact witK injustice: now, eYery injustice is an abdication
of intelligence. We fall from tKat moment under tKe empire
of force wKose reactions always crusK eYerytKing wKicK is
unbalanced.

TKe loYe of eYil and tKe formal adKesion of tKe will to
injustice are tKe last efforts of tKe e[piring will. Man, wKat-
eYer Ke may do, is more tKan a brute, and Ke cannot abandon
Kimself liNe a brute to fatality. He must cKoose. He must
loYe. TKe desperate soul tKat tKinNs itself in loYe witK
deatK is still more aliYe tKan a soul witKout loYe. ActiYity
for eYil can and sKould lead bacN a man to good, by counter-
stroNe and by reaction. TKe true eYil, tKat for wKicK tKere is
no remedy, is inertia.

TKe abysses of grace correspond to tKe abysses of per-
Yersity. God Kas often made saints of scoundrels; but He
Kas neYer done anytKing witK tKe Kalf-Kearted and tKe
cowardly.

Under penalty of reprobation, one must worN, one must
act. Nature, moreoYer, sees to tKis, and if we will not marcK
on witK all our courage towards life, sKe Àings us witK all
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Ker forces towards deatK. SKe drags tKose wKo will not
walN.

Α man wKom one may call tKe great propKet of drunNards,
Edgar Poe, tKat sublime madman, tKat genius of lucid
e[traYagance, Kas depicted witK terrifying reality tKe nigKt-
mares of perYersity. . . .

“ I Nilled tKe old man because Ke sTuinted.” “ I did tKat
because I ougKt not to KaYe done it. ”

TKereIS tKe terrible antistropKe of Tertullian¶ s Credo gum
a�sum'zmz.

ΤȠ braYe God and to insult Him, is a ¿nal act of faitK.
“TKe dead praise tKee not, Ο Lord,” said tKe Psalmist; and
we migKt add if we dared: “TKe dead do not blaspKeme tKee.”

“O my son!” said a fatKer as Ke leaned oYer tKe bed
of Kis cKild wKo Kad fallen into letKargy after a Yiolent access
of delirium: ”insult me again, beat me, bite me, I sKall feel
tKat you are still aliYe, but do not lest for eYer in tKe
frigKtful silence of tKe tomb!”

A great crime always comes to protest against great luNe-
warmness. Α Kundred tKousand good priests, Kad tKeir
cKarity been more actiYe, migKt KaYe preYented tKe crime
of tKe wretcK Verger. TKe CKurcK Kas tKe rigKt to judge,
condemn and punisK an ecclesiastic wKo causes scandal; but
sKe Kas not tKe rigKt to abandon Kim to tKe frenzies of
despair and tKe temptations of misery and Kunger.

NotKing is so terrifying as notKingness, and if one could
eYer formulate tKe conception of it, if it were possible to
admit it, Hell would be a tKing to Kope for.

TKis is wKy Nature itself seeNs and imposes e[piation as
.a remedy; tKat is wKy cKastisement is a cKastening, as tKat
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great CatKolic Count -osepK de Maistre so well understood;
tKis is wKy tKe penalty of deatK is a natural rigKt, and will neYer
disappear from Kuman laws. TKe stain of murder would be
indelible if God did not justify tKe scaffold ; tKe diYine power,
abdicated by society and usurped by criminals, would belong
to tKem witKout dispute. Assassination would tKen become
a Yirtue wKen it e[ercised tKe reprisals of outraged nature.
PriYate Yengeance would protest against tKe absence of public
e[piation, and from tKe splinters of tKe broNen sword of
justice anarcKy would forge its daggers.

“If God did away witK Hell, men would maNe anotKer in
order to defy Him,” said a good priest to us one day. He
was rigKt: and it is for tKat reason tKat Hell is so an[ious
to be done away witK. Emancipation! is tKe cry of eYery
Yice. Emancipation of murder by tKe abolition of tKe pain
of deatK; emancipation of prostitution and infanticide by tKe
abolition of marriage; emancipation of idleness and rapine by
tKe abolition of property. . . . So reYolYes tKe wKirlwind of
perYersity until it arriYes at tKis supreme and secret formula:
Emancipation of deatK by tKe abolition of life!

It is by tKe Yictories of toil tKat one escapes from tKe
fatalities of sorrow. WKat we call deatK is but tKe eternal
parturition of Nature. Ceaselessly sKe re-absorbs and taNes
again to Ker breast all tKat is not born of tKe spirit. Matter,
in itself inert, can only e[ist by Yirtue of perpetual motion,
and spirit, naturally Yolatile, can only endure by ¿[ing itself...

Emancipation from tKe laws of fatality by tKe free adKesion
of tKe spirit to tKe true and good, is wKat tKe Gospel calls tKe
spiritual birtK; tKe re-absorption into tKe eternal bosom of
Nature is tKe second deatK.
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Unemancipated beings are drawn towards tKis second

deatK by a fatal graYitation; tKe one drags tKe otKer, as tKe
diYine MicKel Angelo Kas made us see so clearly in Kis
great picture of tKe Last -udgment; tKey are clinging and
tenacious liNe drowning men, and free spirits must struggle
energetically against tKem, tKat tKeir ÀigKt may not be
Kindered by tKem, tKat tKey may not be pulled bacN to
Hell.

TKis war is as ancient as tKe world; tKe GreeNs ¿gured
it under tKe symbols of Eros and Anteros, and tKe Hebrews
by tKe antagonism of Cain and Abel. It is tKe war of tKe
Titans and tKe Gods. TKe two armies are eYerywKere
inYisible, disciplined and always ready for attacN or counter-
attacN. Simple-minded folN on botK sides, astonisKed at tKe
instant and unanimous resistance tKat tKey meet, begin to
belieYe in Yast plots cleYerly organized, in Kidden, all-powerful
societies. Eugene Sue inYents Rodin ;1 cKurcKmen talN of
tKe Illuminati and of tKe Freemasons ; WronsNi dreams of Kis
bands of mystics, and tKere is notKing true and serious
beneatK all tKat but tKe necessary struggle of order and
disorder, of tKe instincts and of tKougKt; tKe result of tKat
struggle is balance in progress, and tKe deYil always con--
tributes, despite Kimself, to tKe glory of St. MicKael.

PKysical loYe is tKe most perYerse of all fatal passions.
It is tKe anarcKist of anarcKists; it Nnows neitKer law, duty,
trutK nor justice. It would maNe tKe maiden walN oYer tKe
corpses of Ker parents. It is an irrepressible into[ication;
a furious madness. It is tKe Yertigo of fatality seeNing new
Yictims; tKe cannibal drunNenness of Saturn wKo wisKes to

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become a fatKer in order tKat Ke may KaYe more cKildren to
deYour. To conTuer loYe is to triumpK oYer tKe wKole of
Nature. To submit it to justice is to reKabilitate life by
deYoting it to immortality; tKus tKe greatest worNs of tKe
CKristian reYelation are tKe creation of Yoluntary Yirginity
and tKe sancti¿cation of marriage.

WKile loYe is notKing but a desire and an enjoyment, it is
mortal. In order to maNe itself eternal it must become a
sacri¿ce, for tKen it becomes a power and a Yirtue. It is tKe
struggle of Bros and Anteros wKicK produces tKe eTuilibrium
of tKe world.

EYerytKing tKat oYer-e[cites sensibility leads to depraYity
and crime. Tears call for blood. It is witK great emotions
as witK strong drinN; to use tKem Kabitually is to abuse
tKem. Now, eYery abuse of tKe emotions perYerts tKe moral
sense; one seeNs tKem for tKeir own saNes; one sacri¿ces
eYerytKing in order to procure tKem for one¶s self. Α
romantic woman will easily become an Old Bailey Keroine.
SKe may eYen arriYe at tKe deplorable and irreparable
absurdity of Nilling Kerself in order to admire Kerself, and
pity Kerself, in seeing Kerself die!

Romantic Kabits lead women to Kysteria and men to
melancKolia. Manfred, Rene¶, Lelia are types of perYersity
only tKe more profound in tKat tKey argue on beKalf of tKeir
unKealtKy pride, and maNe poems of tKeir dementia. One
,asNs one¶s self witK terror wKat monster migKt be born
from tKe coupling of Manfred and Lelia!

TKe loss of tKe moral sense is a true insanity; tKe man
wKo does not, ¿rst of all, obey justice no longer belongs to
Kimself; Ke walNs witKout a ligKt in tKe nigKt of Kis e[ist-
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ence; Ke sKaNes liNe one in a dream, a prey to tKe nigKtmare
of Kis passions. ?י

TKe impetuous currents of instinctiYe life and tKe feeble
resistances of tKe will form an antagonism so distinct tKat tKe
Tabalists KypotKesized tKe super-foetation of souls: tKat is to
say, tKey belieYed in tKe presence in one body of seYeral souls
wKo dispute it witK eacK otKer and often seeN to destroy it.
Very mucK as tKe sKipwrecNed sailors of tKe Medusa, wKen
tKey were disputing tKe possession of tKe too small raft,
sougKt to sinN it.

It is certain tKat, in maNing one¶s self tKe serYant of any
current wKateYer, of instincts or eYen of ideas, one giYes up
one¶s personality, and becomes tKe slaYe of tKat multitudinous
spirit wKom tKe Gospel calls legion. Artists Nnow tKis well
enougK. TKeir freTuent eYocations of tKe uniYersal ligKt
enerYate tKem. TKey become mediums, tKat is to say, sicN
men. TKe more success magni¿es tKem in public opinion, tKe
more tKeir personality diminisKes. TKey become crotcKety,
enYious, wratKful. TKey do not admit tKat any merit, eYen
in a different spKere, can be placed beside tKeirs; and, KaYing
become unjust, tKey dispense eYen witK politeness. To
escape tKis fatality, really great men isolate tKemselYes from
all comradesKip, Nnowing it to be deatK to liberty. TKey
saYe tKemselYes by a proud unpopularity from tKe contamina-
tion of tKe Yile multitude. If Balzac Kad been during Kis life
a man of a cliTue or of a party, Ke would not KaYe remained
after Kis deatK tKe great and uniYersal genius of our epocK.

TKe ligKt illuminates neitKer tKings insensible nor closed
eyes, or at least it only illuminates tKem for tKe pro¿t of
tKose wKo see. TKe word of Genesis, “Let tKere be ligKt!”
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is tKe cry of Yictory witK wKicK intelligence triumpKs oYer
darNness. TKis word is sublime in effect because it e[presses
simply tKe greatest and most marYellous tKing in tKe world :

tKe creation of intelligence by itself, wKen, calling its powers
togetKer, balancing its faculties, it says: I wisK to immor-
talize myself witK tKe sigKt of tKe eternal trutK. Let tKere
be ligKt! and tKere is ligKt. LigKt, eternal as God, begins
eYery day for all eyes tKat are open to see it. TrutK will be
eternally tKe inYention and tKe creation of genius; it cries:
Let tKere be ligKt! and genius itself is, because ligKt is.
Genius is immortal because it understands tKat ligKt is
eternal. Genius contemplates trutK as its worN because it is
tKe Yictor of ligKt, and immortality is tKe triumpK of ligKt
because it will be tKe recompense and crown of genius.

But all spirits do not see witK justness, because all Kearts
do not will witK justice. TKere are souls for wKom tKe true
ligKt seems to KaYe no rigKt to be. TKey content tKemselYes
witK pKospKorescent Yisions, abortions of ligKt, Kallucinations
of tKougKt; and, loYing tKese pKantoms, fear tKe day wKicK
will put tKem to ÀigKt, because tKey feel tKat, tKe day not
being made for tKeir eyes, tKey would fall bacN into a deeper
darNness. It is tKus tKat fools ¿rst fear, tKen calumniate,
insult, pursue and condemn tKe sages. One must pity tKem,
and pardon tKem, for tKey Nnow not wKat tKey do.

True ligKt rests and satis¿es tKe soul; Kallucination, on
tKe contrary, tires it and worries it. TKe satisfactions of
madness are liNe tKose gastronomic dreams of Kungry men
wKicK sKarpen tKeir Kunger witKout eYer satisfying it.
TKence are born irritations and troubles, discouragements
and despairs.——Life is always a lie to us, say tKe disciples of
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WertKer, and tKerefore we wisK to die! Poor cKildren, it is
not deatK tKat you need, it is life. Since you KaYe been in
tKe world you KaYe died eYery day; is it from tKe cruel
pleasure of anniKilation tKat you would demand a remedy
for tKe anniKilation of your pleasures? No, life Kas neYer
deceiYed you, you KaYe not yet liYed. WKat you KaYe been
taNing for life is but tKe Kallucinations and tKe dreams of tKe
¿rst slumber of deatK!

All great criminals KaYe Kallucinated tKemselYes on pur-
pose; and tKose wKo Kallucinate tKemselYes on purpose may
be fatally led to become great criminals. Our personal ligKt
specialized, brougKt fortK, determined by our own oYer-
mastering affection, is tKe germ of our paradise or of our Hell.
EacK one of us (in a sense) conceiYes, bears, and nourisKes Kis
good or eYil angel. TKe conception of trutK giYes birtK in us
to tKe good genius; intentional untrutK KatcKes and brings
up nigKtmares and pKantoms. EYeryone must nourisK Kis
cKildren; and our life consumes itself for tKe saNe of our
tKougKts. Happy are tKose wKo ¿nd again immortality in
tKe creations of tKeir soul I Woe unto tKem wKo wear tKem-
selYes out to nourisK falseKood and to fatten deatK! for eYery
one will reap tKe KarYest of Kis own sowing.

TKere are some unTuiet and tormented creatures wKose
inÀuence is disturbing and wKose conYersation is fatal. In
tKeir presence one feels one¶s self irritated, and one leaYes
tKeir presence angry ; yet, by a secret perYersity, one looNs for
tKem, in order to e[perience tKe disturbance and enjoy tKe
maleYolent emotions wKicK tKey giYe us. SucK persons suffer
from tKe contagious maladies of tKe spirit of perYersity.

TKe spirit of perYersity Kas always for its secret motiYe
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tKe tKirst of destruction, and its ¿nal aim is suicide. TKe
murderer Eligabide, on Kis own confession, not only felt tKe
saYage need of Nilling Kis relations and friends, but Ke eYen
wisKed, Kad it been possible—Ke said it in so many words at
Kis trial—2‘0 52:75! Me globe liNe a coo/zed c/zesfnut. Lacenaire,
wKo spent Kis days in plotting murders, in order to KaYe tKe
means of passing Kis nigKts in ignoble orgies or in tKe e[cite-
ment of gambling, boasted aloud tKat Ke Kad liYed. He called
tKat liYing, and Ke sang a Kymn to tKe guillotine, wKicK Ke
called Kis beautiful betrotKed, and tKe world was full of imbe-
ciles wKo admired tKe wretcK! Alfred de Musset, before
e[tinguisKing Kimselfin drunNenness, wasted one of tKe ¿nest
talents of Kis century in songs of cold irony and of uniYersal
disgust. TKe unKappy man Kad been bewitcKed by tKe breatK
of a profoundly perYerse woman, wKo, after KaYing Nilled Kim,
croucKed liNe a gKoul upon Kis body and tore Kis winding
sKeet. We asNed one day, of a young writer of tKis scKool,-
wKat Kis literature proYed. It proYes, Ke replied franNly and
simply, tKat one must despair and die. WKat apostlesKip,
and wKat a doctrine ! But tKese are tKe necessary and regular
conclusions of tKe spirit of perYersity; to aspire ceaselessly
to suicide, to calumniate life and nature, to inYoNe deatK
eYery day witKout being able to die. TKis is eternal Hell,
it is tKe punisKment of Satan, tKat mytKological incarna-
tion of tKe spirit of perYersity; tKe true translation into
FrencK of tKe GreeN word 055150105, or deYil, is >e perYers—
a',/zeperYerse.

Here is a mystery wKicK debaucKees do not suspect. It is
tKis : one cannot enjoy eYen tKe material pleasures of life but
by Yirtue of tKe moral sense.

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interior Karmonies; tKe senses are only its instruments, in-
struments wKicK sound false in contact witK a degraded soul.
TKe wicNed can feel notKing, because tKey can loYe notKing:
in order to loYe one must be good. ConseTuently for tKem
eYerytKing is empty. and it seems to tKem tKat Nature is im-
potent, because tKey are so tKemselYes ; tKey doubt eYerytKing
because tKey Nnow notKing; tKey blaspKeme eYerytKing
because tKey taste notKing ; tKey caress in order to degrade;
tKey drinN in order to get drunN; tKey sleep in order to
forget; tKey waNe in order to endure mortal boredom: tKus
will liYe, or ratKer tKus will die, eYery day Ke wKo frees
Kimself from eYery law and eYery duty in order to maNe
Kimself tKe slaYe of Kis passions. TKe world, and eternity
itself, become useless to Kim wKo maNes Kimself useless to tKe
world and to eternity.

Our will, by acting directly upon our plastic medium, tKat
is to say, upon tKe portion of astral life wKicK is specialized in
us, and wKicK serYes us for tKe assimilation and con¿guration
of tKe elements necessary to our e[istence; our will, just or
unjust, Karmonious or perYerse, sKapes tKe medium in its own
image and giYes it beauty in conformity witK wKat attracts us.
TKus moral monstrosity produces pKysical ugliness; for tKe-
astral medium, tKat interior arcKitect of our bodily edi¿ce,
modi¿es it ceaselessly according to our real or factitious needs.
It enlarges tKe belly and tKe jaws of tKe greedy, tKins tKe lips
of tKe miser, maNes tKe glances of impure women sKame-
less, and tKose of tKe enYious and malicious Yenomous.
WKen sel¿sKness Kas preYailed in tKe soul, tKe looN becomes
cold, tKe features Kard: tKe Karmony of form disappears, and
according to tKe absorption or radiant speciality of tKis
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sel¿sKness, tKe limbs dry up or become encumbered witK fat.
Nature, in maNing of our body tKe portrait of our soul,
guarantees its resemblance for eYer, and tirelessly retoucKes it.
You pretty women wKo are not good, be sure tKat you will
not long remain beautiful. Beauty is tKe loan wKicK Nature
maNes to Yirtue. If Yirtue is not ready wKen it falls due, tKe
lender will pitilessly taNe bacN Her capital.

PerYersity, by modifying tKe organism wKose eTuilibrium
it destroys, creates at tKe same time a fatality of needs wKicK
urges it to its own destruction, to its deatK. TKe less tKe
perYerse man enjoys, tKe more tKirsty of enjoyment Ke is.
Wine is liNe water for tKe drunNard, gold melts in tKe Kands
of tKe gambler; Messalina tires Kerself out witKout being
satiated. TKe pleasure wKicK escapes tKem cKanges itself for
“tKem into a long irritation and desire. TKe more murderous
are tKeir e[cesses, tKe more it seems to tKem tKat supreme
Kappiness is at Kand. . . . One more bumper of strong drinN,
one more spasm, one more Yiolence done to Nature. . . AK ! at
last, Kere is pleasure; Kere is life . . . and tKeir desire, in tKe
paro[ysm of its insatiable Kunger, e[tinguisKes itself for
eYer in deatK.

INTRODUCTION

THE lofty sciences of tKe QabalaK and of Magic promise
man an e[ceptional, real, effectiYe, ef¿cient power, and one
sKould regard tKem as false and Yain if tKey do not giYe it.

-udge tKe teacKers by tKeir worNs, said tKe supreme
Master. TKis rule of judgment is infallible.

If you wisK me to belieYe in wKat you Nnow, sKow me
wKat you do.

God, in order to e[alt man to moral emancipation, Kides
Himself from Kim and abandons to Kim, after a fasKion, tKe
goYernment of tKe world. He leaYes Himself to be guessed
by tKe grandeurs and Karmonies of Nature, so tKat man may
progressiYely maNe Kimself perfect by eYer e[alting tKe idea
tKat Ke maNes for Kimself of its autKor.

Man Nnows God only by tKe names wKicK Ke giYes to tKat
Being of beings, and does not distinguisK Him but by tKe
images of Him wKicK Ke endeaYours to trace. He is tKen in
a manner tKe creator of Him WKo Kas created Kim. He
belieYes Kimself tKe mirror of God, and by inde¿nitely
enlarging Kis own mirage, Ke tKinNs tKat Ke may be able to
sNetcK in in¿nite space tKe sKadow of Him WKo is witKout
body, witKout sKadow, and witKout space.
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To CREATE GOD, To CREATE ONE¶s SELF, To MAKE

ONE¶s SELF INDEPENDENT, IMMORTAL AND WITHOUT SUFFER-
ING: tKere certainly is a programme more daring tKan tKe
dream of PrometKeus. Its e[pression is bold to tKe point of
impiety, its tKougKt ambitious to tKe point of madness. Well,
tKis programme is only parado[ical in its form, wKicK lends
itself to a false and sacrilegious interpretation. In one sense
it is perfectly reasonable, and tKe science of tKe adepts promises
to realize it, and to accomplisK it in perfection.

Man, in effect, creates for Kimself a God corresponding to
Kis own intelligence and Kis own goodness; Ke cannot raise
Kis ideal KigKer tKan Kis moral deYelopment permits Kim to
do. TKe God WKom Ke adores is always an enlargement of
Kis own reÀection. To conceiYe tKe absolute of goodness and
justice is to be one¶s self e[ceeding just and good.

TKe moral Tualities of tKe spirit are ricKes, and tKe
greatest of all ricKes. One must acTuire tKem by strife and
toil. One may bring tKis objection, tKe ineTuality of
aptitudes; some cKildren are born witK organisms nearer
to perfection. But we ougKt to belieYe tKat sucK organisms
result from a more adYanced worN of Nature, and tKe cKildren
wKo are endowed witK tKem KaYe acTuired tKem, if not by
tKeir own efforts, at least by tKe consolidated worNs of tKe
Kuman beings to wKom tKeir e[istence is bound. It is a
secret of Nature, and Nature does notKing by cKance; tKe
possession of more deYeloped intellectual faculties, liNe tKat
of money and land, constitutes an indefeasible rigKt of
transmission and inKeritance.

Yes, man is called to complete tKe worN of Kis creator,
and eYery instant employed by Kim to improYe Kimself or to

destroy Kimself, is decisiYe for all eternity. It is by tKe
conTuest. of an intelligence eternally clear and of a will
eternally just, tKat Ke constitutes Kimself as liYing for eternal
life, since notKing surYiYes injustice and error but tKe penalty
of tKeir disorder.

TKose strange ¿gures
wKicK tKe Egyptians gaYe to tKe Kuman symbols of diYinity
represent tKe fatal forms. TypKon Kas a crocodile¶s Kead.
He is condemned to eat ceaselessly in order to ¿ll Kis Kippo-
potamus belly. TKus Ke is deYoted, by Kis greed and Kis
ugliness, to eternal destruction.

Man can Nill or YiYify Kis faculties by negligence or by
abuse. He can create for Kimself new faculties by tKe good
use of tKose wKicK Ke Kas receiYed from Nature.

One can maNe one¶s self faitKful, pious, loYing,
deYoted, wKen one wisKes sincerely to be so. One can giYe to
one¶s spirit tKe calm of justness, as to one¶s will tKe almigKty
power of justice. One can reign in HeaYen by Yirtue of faitK,
on eartK by Yirtue of science. TKe man wKo Nnows Kow to
command Kimself is Ning of all Nature.
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We are going to state fortKwitK, in tKis last booN, by

wKat means tKe true initiates KaYe made tKemselYes tKe
masters of life, Kow tKey KaYe oYercome sorrow and deatK;
Kow tKey worN upon tKemselYes and otKers tKe transforma-
tion of Proteus; Kow tKey e[ercise tKe diYining power of
Apollonius ; Kow tKey maNe tKe gold of Raymond Lully and
of Flamel; Kow in order to renew tKeir youtK tKey possess
tKe secrets of Postel tKe Re—arisen, and tKose alleged to KaYe
been in tKe Neeping of Cagliostro. In sKort, we are going
to speaN tKe last word of magic.

EYeryone Nnows tKe fable of Circe and understands its
allegory.
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TKe fatal ascendant of one person on anotKer is tKe true

wand of Circe.
One Nnows tKat almost all Kuman pKysiognomies bear a.

resemblance to one animal or anotKer, tKat is to say, tKe
szgnatzwe of a specialized instinct.

Now, instincts are balanced by contrary instincts, and
dominated by instincts stronger tKan tKose.

In order to dominate sKeep, tKe dog plays upon tKeir fear
of wolYes.

If you are a dog, and you want a pretty little cat to loYe
you, you KaYe only one means to taNe: to metamorpKose
yourself into a cat.

But Kow? By obserYation, imitation and imagination.
We tKinN tKat our ¿guratiYe language will be understood for
once, and we recommend tKis reYelation to all wKo wisK to-

magnetize : it is tKe deepest of all tKe secrets of tKeir art.

In one of tKe admirable stories wKicK, tKougK Ke did not
inYent it, Ke Kas told better tKan anybody, Perrault puts
upon tKe stage a cat, wKicK cunningly induces an ogre to
cKange Kimself into a mouse, and tKe tKing is no sooner done,
tKan tKe mouse is cruncKed by tKe cat. TKe TalesofMotNer
Goose, liNe tKe 60161874 .4155 of Apuleius, are perKaps true
magical legends, and Kide beneatK tKe cloaN of cKildisK fairy
tales tKe formidable secrets of science. ʚ-?

It is a matter of common Nnowledge tKat magnetizers giYe
to pure water tKe properties and taste of wine, liTueurs and
eYery conceiYable drug, merely by tKe laying-on of Kands,
tKat is to say, by tKeir will e[pressed in a sign.

One Nnows, too, tKat tKose wKo tame ¿erce animals con—

Tuer lions by maNing tKemselYes mentally and magnetically
stronger and ¿ercer tKan lions.

-ules Gerard, tKe intrepid Kunter of tKe African lion,
would be deYoured if Ke were afraid. But, in order not to be
afraid of a lion, one must maNe one¶s self stronger and more
saYage tKan tKe animal itself by an effort of imagination and
of will. One must say to one¶s self : It is I wKo am tKe lion,
and in my presence tKis animal is only a dog wKo ougKt to
tremble before me. ʚ?

Fourier imagined anti-lions; -ules Gerard Kas realized
tKat cKimera of tKe pKalansterian 1 dreamer.

But, one will say, in order not to fear lions, it is enougK
to be a man of courage and well armed.

1 Fourier was a Socialist wKo wrote a sort of “ Utopia.” His social unit was
tKe “ pKalanst‘ere.”—TRANS.
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No, tKat is not enougK. One must Nnow one¶s self by

Keart, so to speaN, to be able to calculate tKe leaps of tKe
animal, diYining its stratagems, aYoiding its claws, foreseeing
its moYements, to be in a word past-master in lioncraft, as
tKe e[cellent La Fontaine migKt KaYe said.

Animals are tKe liYing symbols of tKe instincts and
passions of men. If you maNe a man timid, you cKange
Kim into a Kare. If, on tKe contrary, you driYe Kim to
ferocity, you maNe a tiger of Kim.

TKe wand of Circe is tKe power of fascination wKicK
woman possesses; and tKe cKanging of tKe companions of
Ulysses into Kogs is not a story peculiar to tKat time.

But no metamorpKosis may be worNed witKout destruction.
To cKange a KawN into a doYe, one must ¿rst Nill it, tKen cut.
it to pieces, so as to destroy eYen tKe least trace of its ¿rst
form, and tKen boil it in tKe magic batK of Medea.

ObserYe Kow modern KieropKants proceed in order to
accomplisK Kuman regeneration; Kow, for e[ample, in tKe
CatKolic religion, tKey go to worN in order to cKange a man
more or less weaN and passionate into a stoical missionary of
tKe Society of -esus.

TKere is tKe great secret of tKat Yenerable and terrible
Order, always misunderstood, often calumniated, and always
soYereign.

Read attentiYely tKe booN entitled, Tlze E[ercises Tf
St. (gudjins, and note witK wKat magical power tKat man
of genius operates tKe realization of faitK.

He orders Kis disciples to see, to toucK, to smell, to taste
inYisible tKings. He wisKes tKat tKe senses sKould be
e[alted during prayer to tKe point of Yoluntary Kallucination.
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You are meditating upon a mystery of faitK; St. Ignatius
wisKes, in tKe ¿rst place, tKat you sKould create a place, dream
of it, see it, toucK it. If it is Kell, Ke giYes you burning rocNs
to toucK, Ke maNes you swim in sKadows tKicN as pitcK, Ke
puts liTuid sulpKur on your tongue, Ke ¿lls your nostrils witK
an abominable stencK, Ke sKows you frigKtful tortures, and
maNes you Kear groans superKuman in tKeir agony; Ke
commands your will to create all tKat by e[ercises obstinately
perseYered in. EYery one carries tKis out in Kis own fasKion,
but always in tKe way best suited to impress Kim. It is not
tKe KasKisK into[ication wKicK was useful to tKe NnaYery of
tKe Old Man of tKe Mountain; it is a dream witKout sleep,
an Kallucination witKout madness, a reasoned and willed
Yision, a real creation of intelligence and faitK. TKence-
forward, wKen Ke preacKes, tKe -esuit can say: “WKat we
KaYe seen witK our eyes, wKat we KaYe Keard witK our ears,
and WKat our Kands KaYe Kandled, tKat do we declare
unto you.” TKe -esuit tKus trained is in communion witK a
circle of wills e[ercised liNe Kis own ; conseTuently eacK of tKe
fatKers is as strong as tKe Society, and tKe Society is stronger
tKan tKe world.

He pretended
to possess not only an eli[ir wKicK gaYe to tKe old, for an
instant, all tKe Yigour of youtK; but Ke also prided Kimself on
being able to operate pKysical regeneration by means wKicK
we KaYe detailed and analysed in our History ofMagic.

Cagliostro and tKe Count of Saint-Germain attributed tKe
preserYation of tKeir youtK to tKe e[istence and use of tKe
uniYersal medicine, tKat medicament uselessly sougKt by so
many Kermetists and alcKemists.

An Initiate of tKe si[teentK century, tKe good and learned
?Nilliam Postel, neYer pretended tKat Ke possessed tKe great
arcanum of tKe Kermetic pKilosopKy; and yet after KaYing
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been seen old and broNen, Ke reappeared witK a brigKt com-
ple[ion, witKout wrinNles, Kis beard and Kair blacN, Kis body
agile and Vigorous. His enemies pretended tKat Ke rouged, and
dyed Kis Kair; for scoffers and false saYants must ¿nd some sort
of e[planation for tKe pKenomena wKicK tKey do not understand.

TKe great magical means of preserYing tKe youtK of tKe
body is to preYent tKe soul from growing old by preserYing
preciously tKat original fresKness of sentiments and tKougKts
wKicK tKe corrupt world calls illusions, and wKicK we sKall.
call tKe primitiYe mirages of eternal trutK.

To belieYe in Kappiness upon eartK, in friendsKip, in loYe,
in a maternal ProYidence wKicK counts all our steps, and will
reward all our tears, is to be a perfect dupe, tKe corrupt world.
will say; it does not see tKat it is itself wKo is tKe dupe,
belieYing itself strong in depriYing itself of all tKe deligKts of
tKe soul.

To belieYe in moral good is to possess tKat good: for tKis
reason tKe SaYiour of tKe world promises tKe Ningdom of
KeaYen to tKose wKo sKould maNe tKemselYes liNe little
cKildren. WKat is cKildKood? It is tKe age of faitK. TKe
cKild Nnows notKing yet of life ; and tKus Ke radiates con¿dent
immortality. Is it possible for Kim to doubt tKe deYotion,
tKe tenderness, tKe friendsKip, and tKe loYe of ProYidence
wKen Ke is in tKe arms of Kis motKer?

Become cKildren in Keart, and you will remain young in
body.

TKe realities ofGod and Nature surpass in¿nitely in beauty
and goodness all tKe imagination of men. It is tKus tKat tKe
world—weary are people wKo KaYe neYer Nnown Kow to be
Kappy ; and tKose wKo are disillusioned proYe by tKeir disliNes
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tKat tKey KaYe only drunN of muddy streams. To enjoy eYen
tKe animal pleasures of life one must KaYe tKe moral sense ;

and tKose wKo calumniate e[istence KaYe certainly abused it.
HigK magic, as we KaYe proYed, leads man bacN to tKe

laws of tKe purest morality. EitKer Ke ¿nds a tKing Koly or
maNes it Koly, says an adept—Ve!saucium inYeni/, Yel sanctum
facz'z‘ ?,י because it maNes us understand tKat in order to be
Kappy, eYen in tKis world, one must be Koly.

To be Koly! tKat is easy to say; but Kow giYe one¶s self
faitK wKen one no longer belieYes? How re—discoYer a taste
for Yirtue in a Keart faded by Yice?

One must KaYe recourse to tKe four words of science: to
Nnow, to dare, to will, and to Neep silence.

One must still one¶s disliNes, study duty, and begin by
practising it as tKougK one loYed it.

You are an unbelieYer, and you wisK to maNe yourself a
CKristian?

Perform tKe e[ercises of a CKristian, pray regularly, using
tKe CKristian formulae; approacK tKe sacraments as if you
Kad faitK, and faitK will come. TKat is tKe secret of tKe
-esuits, contained in tKe Spiritual E[ercises of St. Ignatius.

By similar e[ercises, a fool, if Ke willed it witK perse-
Yerance, would become a wise man.1

By cKanging tKe Kabits of tKe soul one certainly cKanges
tKose of tKe body ; we KaYe already said so, and we KaYe e[-
plained tKe metKod.

WKat contributes aboYe all to age us by maNing us ugly?
Hatred and bitterness, tKe unfaYourable judgments wKicK

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we maNe of otKers, our rages of Kurt Yanity, and our ill-
satis¿ed passions. A Nindly and gentle pKilosopKy would
aYoid all tKese eYils.

If we close our eyes to tKe defects of our neigKbour, and
only consider Kis good Tualities, we sKall ¿nd good and
beneYolence eYerywKere. TKe most perYerse man Kas a good
side to Kim, and softens wKen one Nnows Kow to taNe Kim.
If you Kad notKing in common witK tKe Yices of men, you
would not eYen perceiYe tKem. FriendsKip, and tKe deYotions
wKicK it inspires, are found eYen in prisons and in conYict
stations. TKe Korrible Lacenaire faitKfully returned any
money wKicK Kad been lent to Kim, and freTuently acted witK
generosity and Nindness. I KaYe no doubt tKat in tKe life of
crime wKicK CartoucKe and Mandrin led tKere were acts of
Yirtue ¿t to draw tears from tKe eyes. TKere Kas neYer been
any one absolutely bad or absolutely good. “TKere is none
good but God,” said tKe best of tKe Masters.

TKat Tuality in ourselYes wKicK we call zeal for Yirtue is
often notKing but a masterful secret self-loYe, a jealousy in
disguise, and a proud instinct of contradiction. “WKen we
see manifest disorders and scandalous sinners,” say mystical
tKeologians, “let us belieYe tKat God is submitting tKem to
greater tests tKan tKose witK wKicK He tries us, tKat certainly,
or at least Yery probably, we are not as good as tKey are, and
sKould do mucK worse in tKeir place.”

Peace ! Peace! tKis is tKe supreme welfare of tKe soul, and
it is to giYe us tKis tKat CKrist came to tKe world.

“Glory to God in tKe KigKest, peace upon eartK, and
good will toward men I” cried tKe Angels of HeaYen at tKe
birtK of tKe SaYiour.
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TKe ancient fatKers of CKristianity counted an eigKtK

deadly sin : it was Sorrow.
In fact, to tKe true CKristian eYen repentance is not a

sorrow; it is a consolation, a joy, and a triumpK. “ I wisKed
eYil, and I wisK it no more ; I was dead and I am aliYe.” TKe
fatKer of tKe Prodigal Son Kas Nilled tKe fatted calf because
Kis son Kas returned. WKat can Ke do? Tears and embar-
rassment, no doubt! but aboYe all, joy!

TKere is only one sad tKing in tKe world, and tKat is sin
and folly. Since we are deliYered, let us laugK and sKout for
joy, for we are saYed, and all tKose wKo loYed us in tKeir liYes
rejoice in KeaYen !

We all bear witKin ourselYes a principle of deatK and a
principle of immortality. DeatK is tKe beast, and tKe beast
produces always bestial stupidity. God does not loYe fools,
for Kis diYine spirit is called tKe spirit of intelligence.

Suffering is always a warning. So mucK tKe worse for
Kim wKo does not understand it ! WKen Nature tigKtens tKe
rein, it is tKat we are swerYing; wKen sKe plies tKe wKip, it is
tKat danger is imminent. Woe, tKen, to Kim wKo does not
reÀect!

man wept and called Kim bacN to life witK tKe most tender
words. After an Kour and a Kalf of tKese attentions, LericKe
Keld a mirror before tKe patient¶s face, and found tKe glass
sligKtly clouded. TKey redoubled tKeir efforts, and soon ob-
tained a still better marNed sign of life. TKey tKen put Kim
in a well warmed bed, and a few Kours afterwards Ke was
entirely restored to life. TKe name of tKis person was Candy.
He liYed from tKat time witKout eYer being ill. In 1845 Ke
was still aliYe, and was liYing at Place du CKeYalier du Guet, 6.
He would tell tKe story of Kis resurrection to any one wKo
would listen to Kim, and gaYe mucK occasion for laugKter to
tKe doctors and wiseacres of Kis Tuarter.

Adolescence follows; tKe Kuman form becomes distinct,
and its se[ is determined; a moYement taNes place in tKe
maternal egg wKicK resembles tKe Yague reYeries of tKat age
wKicK follows upon cKildKood. TKe placenta, wKicK is tKe
e[terior and tKe real body of tKe foetus, feels germinating in
itself sometKing unNnown, wKicK already tends to breaN it and
escape. TKe cKild tKen enters more distinctly into tKe life of
dreams. Its brain, acting as a mirror of tKat of its motKer,
reproduces witK so mucK force Ker imaginations, tKat it com-
municates tKeir form to its own limbs. Its motKer is for it at
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tKat time wKat God is for us, a ProYidence unNnown and
inYisible, to wKicK it aspires to tKe point of identifying itself
witK eYerytKing tKat sKe admires. It Kolds to Ker, it liYes by
Ker, altKougK it does not see Ker, and would not eYen Nnow
Kow to understand Ker. If it was able to pKilosopKize, it
would perKaps deny tKe personal e[istence and intelligence of
tKat motKer wKicK is for it as yet only a fatal prison and an
apparatus of preserYation. Little by little, KoweYer, tKis
serYitude annoys it ; it twists itself, it suffers, it feels tKat its
life is about to end. TKen comes an Kour of anguisK and
conYulsion; its bonds breaN; it feels tKat it is about to fall
into tKe gulf of tKe unNnown. It is accomplisKed; it falls,
it is crusKed witK pain, a strange cold seizes it, it breatKes a
last sigK wKicK turns into a ¿rst cry; it is dead to embryonic
life, it is born to Kuman life!

During embryonic life it seemed to it tKat tKe placenta was
its body, and it was in fact its special embryonic body, a body
useless for anotKer life, a body wKicK Kad to be tKrown off as
an unclean tKing at tKe moment of birtK.

In tKese
circumstances, tKey are able to taNe tKe most Korrible forms to
represent tKe frenzied desires of tKose wKo nourisK tKem, and
it is tKese wKicK appear under tKe ¿gures of demons to tKe
wretcKed operators of tKe nameless worNs of blacN magic.

TKese larY  fear tKe ligKt, aboYe all tKe ligKt of tKe mind.
A ÀasK of intelligence is suf¿cient to destroy tKem as by a
tKunderbolt, and Kurl tKem into tKat Dead Sea wKicK one
must not confuse witK tKe sea in Palestine so-called. All tKat
we reYeal in tKis place belongs to tKe tradition of seers, and
can only stand before science in tKe name of tKat e[ceptional
pKilosopKy, wKicK Paracelsus called tKe pKilosopKy of saga-
city, ì/zz'losoì/zz'a saga[.

TKe best poetry in tKe booN is contained in tKe last section—‘ TKe Stone of tKe
PKilosopKers.¶ Here is some ¿ne worN.”

Poetry and Drama says : Creation and destruction of Gods Kas been for centuries manNind¶s faYourite religious mania and

pKilosopKical e[ercise. “TKe BooNof Lies ” is a witty, instructiYe, and wKolly admirable collectionof parado[es, in tKemselYes
contradictory, summing up and illustrating Yarious e[periments in God-maNing. Frater Perdurabo, KoweYer, Kas not written a
pKilosopKical or mystical treatise ; on tKe contrary Kis booN leaYes onewitKafeeling of intense e[Kilaration and clearKeadedness.
TKe booN cannot be judged by tKe mere reading ofe[cerpts ; nor can it be read straigKt tKrougK. Indeed, if one is really desirous
to appreciate its subtleties, tKis sKould not be attempted before 12 p. 111. To be carried about and discussed at leisure, to annoy,
repel, stimulate, puzzle and interest, are eYidently some few of its functions. Stupendously idiotic and amazingly cleYer, it is
at tKe same time tKe Tuintessence of parado[ and simplicity itself; yet wKen all tKis is said one is still far from tKe core, for
just wKen one tKinNs to KaYe discoYered it, one ¿nds tKat many obY10us beauties of tKougKt and e[pression KaYe been oYer-
looNed, otKers misinterpreted. Sometimes one is eYen doubtful if tKe autKor Kimself could translate into de¿nite terms tKe
e[act meaning of Kis apKorisms and parado[es witKout detracting from tKe Yalue of tKe booN as artistic e[pression of Kis
personality. TKis is, KoweYer, an indiYidual appreciation. “ TKe BooN of Lies ” will be interpreted differently by eacK reader
and judged accordingly.—A.d. R.

TKe New Witness says : I KaYe read witK great care two Yery e[traordinary booNs for wKicK one Frater Perdurabo is partly
or wKolly responsible, “TKe BooN of Lies,” and “BooN Four,” botK publisKed by Messrs. Wieland & Co., AYenue Studios,
SoutK Kensington. “BooN Four" is sold for a sKilling, but “TKe BooN of Lies ” is eYidently far more precious, for
tKougK its wisdom¿lls only 116 small blacN-edged pages, it is not obtainable for less tKan a guinea. Allow me to reproduce its
name and description in full (done .

ow tKat, I tKougKt, was ratKer pleasant, but looNing on I perceiYed tKat tKese breaNs could not be pro¿table to me
witKout a seYere intellectual preparation. I turned to “ BooN Four,” and tKere Ι read : “ TKis booN is intentionally not tKe
worN of Frater Perdurabo. E[perience sKows tKat Kis writing is too concentrated, too abstruse, too occult for ordinary
minds to appreKend.” “BooN Four” seems intended as a Nind of introduction to tKe “BooN of Lies.” It Kas also otKer
objects. It tells one, for e[ample, Kow to procure certain of tKe Yery interesting worNs of Mr. Aleister Crowley for tKe
insigni¿cant sum of 6 guineas, 31 dollars, or 156 francs. It tells one, also, Kow to approacK tKe tKrone of tKe BrotKer, Kow
to gain a spiritual power not unliNe Kis, altKougK Ke is an[ious, being “tKe most Konest of all tKe great religious teacKers,”tKat nobody sKall belieYe Kim. Hoping some day to be able to write little booNs tKat sKould sell for a guinea apiece, and also
to understand “TKe BooN of Lies," I set myself YeKemently to tKe study of “ BooN Four.” I e[perimented witK “ tKe seYen
Neys to tKe great gate,” tKougK I admit my ambition led me to concentrate my energies cKieÀy on “ Meditation,” as Soror
ViraNam says tKat tKis, as described in “BooN Four,” is “TKe Way of Attainment of Genius or GodKead considered as
a deYelopment of tKe Human Brain.” Genius or GodKead ; eitKer would suit me well. I will not describe my e[periments indetail but ratKer tKeir results, wKicK were a Yery bad cold in tKe Kead, and a few words of poetry wKicK I am informed are
wortKy of SKaNespeare and were indeed used by Kim in Kis noblest tragedy.

Facing page 25 of “ BooN Four ” is a pKotograpK of a man naNed sitting on tKe Àoor Kugging Kis sKins and Kiding Kis face
in Kis Nnees. I obserYed it witK reYerence, for it migKt perKaps represent Frater Perdurabo Kimself,wKom I KaYe not tKe
Konour of Nnowing by sigKt. Opposite tKe picture I read : “TKe Student must now set Kis teetK and go tKrougK witK it.”

I set my teetK. I went tKrougK witK it, and, perKaps because February is a ratKer wintry montK, tKere resulted ¿rst tKe
SKaNespearean words and secondly a Yery bad catarrK. TKe words were tKese :—

“Poor Tom. . . . Tom¶s a-cold.”
If any sKould doubt tKe SKaNespearean nature of tKis inspiration, my informant, wKo Nnows tKe worNs of tKat great master,refers to tKe Tragedy of Lear, Act iii. Scene 4.Frater Perdurabo Kas not been so fortunate. Indeed, I fear tKat tKougK Kis metKod lifted me to SKaNespeare¶s leYel in

“Genius or GodKead ” it played its inYentor false. PerKaps two or tKree or eYen more “ways of attainment” clasKed witK
eacK otKer. Or—and witK reYerence must we contemplate tKis possibility—Frater Perdurabo attained too mucK. He putKimself so Yigorously in motion towards Kis goal tKat Ke oYersKot it and was carried past tKe common godKead or genius and
Kurled into sometKing far beyond it, a region of super-diYinity or super-genius so far aboYe us tKat language will not bridge
tKe gap—tKe gulf tKat diYides its perfect wisdomfrom our feeble groping e[pression. Let me giYe an e[ample of tKe poetryof Frater Perdurabo. A few of tKe names of Kis poems will no doubt sKarpen our appetite, so I copy tKem out from tKe list
wKicK Frater Perdurabo calls “ Pro and Con Tents ” : “ TKe SabbatK of tKe Goat,” “ TKe HIMOG ” (a note e[plains tKat tKis
means “ Holy Illuminated Man of God”), “ Corn BeefHasK,” “ Trouble witK Twins,” “ SNidoo,” “ Haggai-Howlings,” “TKe“Blind Pig ” (a note e[plains tKatYn-y  PG  Pig witKout an I Blind Pig). Many of tKe otKer titles are no less promising.
Here, KoweYer, is tKe cKapter called “ SNidoo.”

“ SKIDOO.”
. .‘fWKat man is at ease in Kis Inn?”——“ Get out.”—“Wide is tKe world i'and cold.”-—“ Get erit."—" TKou Kast become an
in-itiate.”—“ Get out.”—“ But tKou canst not get out by tKe way tKou earnest m. TKe way out IS THE WAY.”—“ Get out.”—“ For OUT is LoYe and Wisdom and Power.”—“ Get out.”—-“ If tKou Kast T already, ¿rst get UT.”——“TKen get O.”—“And
so at last get out.”

TKere are two notes to tKis cKapter wKicK do not, to my mind, mucK elucidate it. “ O,” we are told, “  V8, TKe DeYil ot
tKe SabbatK; U  8, tKe HieropKant or Redeemer; T  StrengtK, tKe Lion.” “T,” on tKe otKer Kand, is “manKood, tKe
Sign of tKe cross or pKallus; UT, tKe Holy Guardian Angel; UT, tKe ¿rst syllable of Udgita, see tKe UpanisKads; 0,
NotKing, or Nuit.”

Here is sometKing far beyond SKaNespearean simplicity. PerKaps I sKould KaYe attained to it if I Kad persisted in mynaNed meditation on tKe Àoor, beyond tKe Yery bad cold tKat brougKt it to an end.
Let me taNe anotKer e[ample :—

“ PHAETON.”
“ No.”—“ Yes. ”—“ PerKaps.”-——“Ο !”—-“Eye.”—“ Hi ! ”—“ Y?”—“ No.”—“ Hail ! all ye spaYined, gelded, Kamstrung

Korses !-”—“ Ye sKall surpass tKe planets in tKeir courses."——“How? Not by speed, nor strengtK, nor power to stay, but by tKeSilence tKat succeeds tKe NeigK !"
Kere are no notes to tKis cKapter.“TKis booN,” anotKer cKapter tells us, “would translate Beyond-Reason into tKe words of Reason.” TKe dif¿culty tKe

autKor encountered was liNe tKat of e[plaining snow to tKe inKabitants of tKe Tropics. TKe result is Tuite unintelligible to a
simple brotKer liNe myself,wKose only effort so far Kas been to Neep on tKe KitKer side of reason, wKo is also Kampered by tKe
cold in tKezKead giYen Kim by tKe position pictured in “BooN Four.” Yet tKrougK tKese Haggai-Howlings, I admit, tKere
does appear a personality, perKaps a pKilosopKy, a doubt of a doubt of a doubt (I offer tKis pKrase to Frater Perdurabo for Kis
ne[t booN), a certain YeKemence of passion, a sense of Kumour rare in pKilosopKers, and a determination not to be too easily
understood.
